Regulating freight rates Is one
‘of .the jobs of the Interstate
Commerce Commission (ICC). It

*steps in to regulate, or-is called
« In. . T
The ICC, created in 1887 by
eongress, has been trying for
years to put ‘some uniformity
into freight rates.

But for years the nortH,
through lower rates on certain
kinds of goods, has had an ad-

vantage over the sopth and west.
That's. the heart of this story
and of the supreme court deci-
sion. Generally, there are two
- kinds of freight rates: commodity
and class ratesr
* Goods shipped under commod-*
ity rates mostly are raw mate-

rials, like ecal, iron, lumber,.cot-"

ton and so on.

Goods shipped wunder. class
rates m are finished, manu-
factured items,. like' elothing or
shoes.

Commodity rate goods make up”
the great part of all goods ship- *

péd by rail. Railroads get most

- of their freight income from

them.

Class rate goods are only &
small part—four per cent—of all
goods shipped by rail. Railroads
get only six per cent of their in-

* eome from them.

Do northern shippers have an
advantage, through lower rates.
on <dommodity and class rate
lhipmu?

Not on eommodity rates, ae-
cording to, ICC officials. They
say: * -

* Generally, there's no "substan-

tial difference’” in commodity
rates on goods shipped between
north, south and west. )
* But the northerner does have
an advantage over southern add
western compelitors on goods
shipped wunder class ' rates.
They're lower for him.

The ICC ruling will help lol.lth-
ern, and western shippers «of
“class rate” goods. but only that
kind of goods. The ICC didn't
touch the commodity rates un-
der which most goods miove.

Because. only four per cent of

the nation's freight is affected—

the class rate stuff—one ICC of-
ficial said the importance of the
ruling should not be over-empha«

SUPPORTS BIDDLE

JLast January, Mr. Truman
sent to the Senate the name of
Fraficis Biddle 30 be US Repre-
sentative on the United Nations
social and economic council. And
in the Senate, Biddle's name has
lain ever since—thanks to Sen.
Arthur Vandenberg. Three
months have passed and the Sen-
ator from Michigan has not re-
ported Biddle's name out of

. committee.

Many Presidents of the United
States, discouraged at the oppo-
sition of so powerful a Senator,
especially one who has cooper-
ated on other foreign policy mat-

ters, would have withdrawn Bid. -

dle's name. In fact, Truman has
been urged to do so. Under Sec-
rétary of State Dean Acheson,
who belongs to the Felix Frank-
furter school (in vigorous oppo-
sition to Biddle), has advised
Biddle's withdrawal. Acheson has
even wanted to appoint George
Harrison in his place, and has
suggesied that Biddle undertake
the codifying of Uniled Nations
laws Instead.

Senator Vandenberg has also

intimated to Truman that he will
block Biddles' appointment in-
definitely,

Truman, however, has mot
been cowed. The answer of the
man who once fired Biddle pre-
sumably because of picque re-
garding Pendergast, was a letter
to Vandenberg stating that he
had absolutely no intention of
withdrawing Biddle's name.

It iIs now reported that Tru-
man might be willing to send
Biddle as ambassador to France
—provided Biddle is willing to
make the switch. But if Biddle
wants to continue the fight for
the United Nations post. the
president has made it clear he
will back him to the limit.

Imagine the surprise of
State Department officials, there-
fore, when they returned from
the O'Dwyer luncheon to find
Ben Smith seated nonchalantiy
in the bedroom of the President
of Mexico.

Just how he got into the bed-
room, no one exactly knew. Pre-
sumably he had been admitted
by gne of Aleman's assistants
But with equal nonchalance,
Smith then proceeded to escort
the president of Mexico for a
private conference with Cardi-
nal Spellman, who previously
had been too busy to come to the
Aleman lunch.

COLD SHOULDERS

A significant drama took place
behind the white doors of the
president’s private office the
other day. It featured the story

of a big-little state—North Da-
kota—battling for its contended
Judicial rights.

Senators William Langer, Mil.
ton Young and Representative

" Charles Robertson of North Da-

kota—a blg state with a scanty
population—called on President
Truman fo protest the cold-
shouldering of their state In the
appointment of a Missourian,
Federal District Judge John Col-
lett, to the Eighth Cireuit Court
of Appeals.

“We don’t have anythifg per-
sonal against John Collett, Mr.
President,” argued Langer, “hiit
we think someone from Nocth
Dakota should have recelved that
appointment. North Dakota has
been a state for 57 years and in
all that Ume it never has had a
man on the eighth = eircuit
bench.”

Langer added that in the same

period every other state in the

eighth circuit area had beén rep-
resented on the court. Missourl,
the president’'s own Mate, has
had five appoiptments, Langer
sald; Minnesota and lowa, three
each, and South Dakota, two
Nebraska had Jbeen represents
ed so had Arkansas, to the best
of his knowledge, he sald.

"’Well. I'll admit you've got &
good case,” replied Truman,
“I've been in Congress myself
and I know how you feel abeut
this matter. But 1 just had to go
through with the appointment of
Judge Collett. He's an excellent
choice. I don't think I could have
found a better man™

The president didn’t elaborate
on whether the fact that Collett -
was an old Missourl sidekick
and director of economie stabil-
ization had anything to do with
the selection. He stressed the
“vast amount of work (legal
cases) coming from Missouri” to
the Eighth Circuit Court as an
added factor in Collett’s faver.

Then he added to his eallers:

“1 did what [ thought was
right and I hope, as a personal
favor to me, that you won't
make an issue of this™

Britain's conservative party,
under leadership of former
Prime Minister Winston Chureh-
fll, has made a surprising move

The conservatives have issued
a booklet plédging themselves to
work for restoration of “a wide
Jneasure of freedom” to some. in-
dustries which have been na-
tionalized. However, they say
they have no intention of restor-
ing the Bank of England or the
eoal industry to private enter-
rmc. and add this provoecative

orecast:

“We wish to substitute for the
present paralysis, in which we
are experiencing the worst of all

worlds, a system of free enter-
prise, which is on terms with au-
thority, and which reconciles the
need for céntral direction with
the encouragement of individual
effort.” . .

Whatever else one may think of
this declaration, it Is of course
a bid for return to power in the
next general election which nor-
mally will bgthree years hence.
