THE OUTLOOK FOR PEACE

The abandonment of Ethiopia to the Italians has
not made the outlook for peace in Europe any brighter.
Mussolini’s complete conguest in spite of the protests
of the League of Nations has come as a serious disap-
pointment to the pacifists who have clung to the belief |
that peace can be maintained by persuasion. The hopes
that were built upon the supposed power and influence
of the League have been rudely shattered. |

Italy is now in a position to form new alliances
which will strengthen its control of the Mediterranean. |
Great Britain is unwilling to yield to Italy any control
of the approaches to the Suez Canal or the headwuiters
to the Nile. As matters now stand, Italy could effectively
blockade the Canal, and have full control of Lake Tana,
from which the Nile derives most of its water. England’s
supremacy in Egypt is also seriously threatened by the
death of King Faud, leaving the monarchy under a 16-
year-old boy. “

It is not surpriging, then, that there is talk of an|
alliance bhetween Britain and Italy, who were so lately
shaking their fists in each other’'s faces. Italy is in serious
financial distress, Britain could give Mussolini’s govern-
ment monetary assistance at a time when it is most need-
ed. France might join in such an alliance for the sake of
preventing an alliance between Italy and Germany. At
the same time, there i talk of financial assistance from
England to Germany, to keep Hitler from attempting the
seizure of Czechoslovaka and Austria. Meantime, Euro-
pean powers are engaged in the greatest armament race
in all history.

Perhaps ‘all of this is of no concern to the people
f the United States, but it seems almost impossibe that
a European war would not affect this country seriously.
In times like these, the nation that wants to stay out of
trouble needs to be prepared to meet trouble if it comes.
