$3 billion shortfall in the budget 
for the state would make several 
changes necessary.

He said he is asking input 
from people in 96 cities in West 
Texas, and asking for their 
suggestions on ways to amend 
the budget shortfall.

He suggests that one of three 
methods may be used to alle­
viate the shortage of funding. 
One is an increase in sales tax, 
income tax, or broaden the 
current tax base.

He said the budget needs to 
be checked carefully to see what 
can be cut out.

In speaking of the school 
legislation, and efforts to make 
m ore funding available for 
educational purposes, the offi­
cial said, “ Schools cannot solve 
our social problems.”

Also. Milner believes that the 
possibility of a state lottery will 
be coming up again, with more 
in tensive discussion of that 
possibility.

He said, “ The State Chamber 
is trying to improve the busi­
ness climate of Texas. All 
Chambers can and need to work 
together.

“ All of the Chambers of 
Commerce in the state need to 
be getting input from your 
members for our legislators.”

The executive staff of the 
Texas Chamber is currently 
touring the West Texas region 
to gain input to help formulate 
the state organization’s legisla­
tive agenda prior to the meeting 
of the 72nd Legislature in 
January  1991. According to 
Milner, “ Input is crucial if the 
Texas Chamber is to represent 
the interests of all Texans 
before the Legislature.”

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Some People Should Avoid 
Eating Uncooked Shellfish

Health officials have remind­
ed the public that it can be 
hazardous for some people to 
eat raw seafoods or to expose 
injuries to the salt water of the 
Gulf of Mexico. By doing so, 
susceptible people risk serious 
infection and illness.

Already this year, at least two 
deaths in Texas have been 
linked to consumption of un­
cooked seafoods.

Richard Thompson, director 
of the Texas Department of 
H ealth ’s (TDH) Division of 
Shellfish Sanitation Control, 
said that the source of danger to 
some people is a microorganism 
which concentrates in Gulf 
w aters during the warm er 
months. Its scientific name is 
Vibrio, particularly the bac­
teria’s subgroup Vibrio Vul­
nificus.

When eaten uncooked, usual­
ly in shellfish such as oysters, 
mussels, and clams, Vibrio can 
cause serious illness, even 
death.

Persons most at risk of illness 
from Vibrio are those with 
existing health problems, such 
as liver disease and weakened 
immune systems, and prople 
recovering from stomach or 
intestional surgery.

Since Vibrio vulnificus and 
some related bacteria also can 
cause wound infections, people 
with open wounds or sores 
should not expose them to 
seaw«{*r<. Anyone who is cut or 
otherwise injured at the sea­
shore is warned to wash wounds 
immediately, liberally apply an
antiseptic, and call a physician

if signs of infection appear.
Thompson said, "Wound in­

fections, while they can be quite 
serious, are more obvious to the 
victim from the outset then are 
food-borne illnesses. A person 
with a cut or puncture stays 
aware of the injury while a 
person preoccupied with dining 
and entertainment may be taken 
by su rp rise , possibly after 
ingesting dangerous amounts of 
Vibrio-contam inated seafood. 
Therefore, most of our warning 
is aimed at the unsuspecting 
person who might be tempted to^ 
try raw seafoods.”

Thompson explained tha t 
Vibrio bacteria occur naturally. 
The freshest seafood may con­
tain the organisms, just as other 
meats or poultry contain other 
harmful bacteria if served raw, 
improperly cooked or mishand­
led.

Thompson said that normal 
cooking procedures easily kill 
Vibrio, and re-contamination of 
the seafood after cooking can be 
prevented with the same clean­
liness precautions (hand and 
utensil washing) necessary to 
avoid other food-borne contam­
inants.

Thompson added that eating 
raw seafood species other than 
oysters, clams, and mussels is 
not generally popular in Texas. 
"B u t our growing ethnic 
populations, some preferring 
raw or lightly cooked seafood, 
haVe increased  our concern 
about possible illness ou t­
breaks,” he said.

with the noisy street. We had a 
corner room on the second floor.

After midnight, the room 
cooled down enough so that we 
could close the window and cut 
down on the street noise.

DAY ELEVEN - WEDNESDAY 
June 20, 1990

As is The custom, we had our 
city tour in the morning. We 
went out to a beautifully kept 
palace, Schonbriftin.

Opera.

Europe has many operas and 
everyone attends; whereas, in 
the U.S. they are not so 
popular.

We walked to St. Stephens 
church and went through it. 
After this, the groups went 
different ways. We stopped at a 
vendor stand and had some 
good sausage. We talked to two 
young men from the U.S. while 
eating. One was from Austin 
and the other from Washington 
state. They had flown over and 
one had bought a BMW in 
Munich and they were going to 
vacation for two weeks and then 
have the BMW shipped back to 
the states.

We enjoyed visiting with 
them.

We did some window shop­
ping and walked down to the 
Stadtpark. We stopped for a 
Coke at one sidewalk cafe and 
had a wonderfully funny waiter. 
We listened to the afternoon 
concert at 4:00 then took taxis 
back to the hotel. Four of us 
rode for approximately $1.00 
each.

We walked to the grocery' 
store to buy some fruit and 
were back in time to shower and 
get ready for dinner. We all 
were going on an extra tour out 
to Grinzing for dinner.

We had our choice of krat or 
chicken. I chose the krat and it 
was excellent. It came with five 
kinds of meat, plus potato 
dumpling. We had apple strudle 
for dessert.

DAY TWELVE - THURSDAY 
June 21, 1990

Today, we drove from Vienna 
to Munich, Germany. We cov­
ered some of the most beautiful 
country we have seen. This was 
a long day. The road in Austria 
was in a wide valley.

We went by Melk Abbey and 
Lake Monsee before getting to 
Salzburg. The houses continue 
to have beautiful planter boxes 
on the windows with geraniums.

We began to see more 
house/barn combinations. Tour 
buses are no longer allowed to 
park in Salzburg so it dropped 
us off and we walked six to 
eight blocks across the river into 
the Old Town for a tour of the 
town and for lunch.

Sharon and I looked at 
material and just general shop­
ping instead of going to see the 
Cathedra] here. We picniced 
down on the river, met the 
group at 4:00 to continue to 
Germany.

We stayed in Augsburg as 
Munich was booked up. We 
stayed in a very quaint hotel at 
the edge of town.

Our dinner was excellent. We 
had hot soup, veal, French 
fries, peas and carrots with fruit 
cocktail with ice cream for 
dessert. We are beginning to 
get tired of peas.

We waiked for just a few 
blocks and returned to our 
hotel. The hotel had a very nice 
swimming pool and the young 
people were quickly in it. The 
floor and walls were all of blue 
tile. The hotel in London had a 
swimming pool and sauna but I 
don’t think any one had time to 
use either one. This hotel also 
had a sauna.

I forgot to mention that while 
in Salzburg we saw the home of 
Mozart. This is what makes a 
tour so interesting:

Salzburg is a lovely old town 
with narrow, winding streets. 
There are no speed limits for 
cars, so highways with three 
lanes require that buses and 
slow traffic are on the far right. 
The cars in the far left were all 
going well over 100. We would 
hear a “ whiz” and look out to 
see what kind of car and it 
would be so far ahead that we 
could barely see the car. Our 
bus never went over 50.

Henry said that new houses 
cost about $600,000 in Ger­
many, with half of the cost 
going for the price of the land. 
Any construction we saw 
throughout the trip was of 
buildings being gutted  and 
rebuilt on the inside.

Manuel, in France, said that 
the tile for the outside was 
getting scarce so no buildings 
were torn down and rebuilt from 
scratch. This seemed to be the 
practice through Europe.

DAY THIRTEEN - FRIDAY 
June 22, 1990

We left Augsburg for Munich 
the third largest city in Ger­
many. It has a population of two 
million people. On the way out 
of Augsburg, Henry explained 
how they were taking care of 
their garbage. They were mak­
ing an artificial hill, it would be 
covered with dirt and trees and 
bushes would be planted to 
make it a part of the landscape.

The BMW and the Air Bus is 
manufactured in Munich.

Henry told us about the four 
last rulers of Germany, Ludwig 
I, Maximilian II, Ludwig II, and 
Ludwig III. Later we saw one of

his castles.
We stopped at the Numphen- 

burg C astle and Park and 
toured it. About a dozen rooms 
were open. This, also, was 
beautiful and very well kept. 
While we were in the back 
admiring the beautiful gardens, 
we w itnessed some photos 
being taken that were to be 
used in advertising wedding 
garments.

We drove by the Olympic 
Grounds, the BMW' building, 
and on downtown so that we 
could witness the Flockenspieal 
on the Town Hall on noon.

It was raining lightly again 
and we needed umbrellas and 
raincoats. We had about three 
hours to eat, shop and to return 
to the bus for the tour at 
Dachau. About half the people 
stayed in Munich to shop. We 
went to the big department 
store and ate lunch. The food 
was excellent and the service 
very good. >

Afterwards I had Sharon pose 
in front of the huge Schuster’s 
Sporting Goods store. We left 
for the short ride to Dachau but 
with traffic, it took forever. The 
traffic in Germany is really bad 
and they don’t intend to make 
more freeways.

Dachau is about fifteen miles 
northwest of Munich. It was a 
concentration camp for about 
ten years. We went through the 
museum first and saw a twenty 
minute film, then went through 
some more. This part of the 
prison was the officer’s quarters 
and just general offices. The 
original gate still stands.

It rained all afternoon that we 
were there. The barracks were 
all burned whenever the camp 
was liberated, but two have 
been rebuilt and furnished to 
show the living conditions. They 
said that the rooms that were to 
hold 200 were filled with as 
many as 1600 people.

If the buildings were not 
properly cared for the offenders 
were hung by their hands for an 
hour or worse. Henry did not 
particularly want to show us this 
and I can’t blame him, but it is 
a part of history.

We walked down the long line 
of barrack foundations to a 
memorial and to the left across 
the river to the krematorium. 
Here we saw the furnaces and 
the gas chamber.

Back from here we walked 
down a manicured lawn and 
flowers to two places with 
marble markers where over 
1000 people were buried. We 
also saw the “ blood ditch” 
where the Soviet officers were 
killed. A very unusual monu­
ment stands just behind the 
main buildings that are the 
original headquarters. This was 
a moving experience for me and 
for everyone. It was not a 
bizarre experience, but a mean­
ingful one. This type of situa­
tion could happen to any 
country if we are unaware of 
who our leaders are. We stayed 
until five and drove back into 
Munich to pick up those who 
stayed and shopped.

We were in a light rain all 
afternoon and as we drove from 
Munich to Staffelsee for the 
night. Our hotel was in a 
beautiful village south of Mun­
ich and not far from Oberam- 
magau. The hotel had small 
rooms, but the lounge, restau­
rant, swimming pool were large 
and charming.

Tonight, however, it was the 
fate of four of us to stay in 
another hotel as they had over­
booked so as our group leader, I 
felt that Sharon and 1 should be 
two to move. The room was o.k. 
but 1 felt like no one else was at 
the hotel. They took us over in a 
car with our luggage. I was so 
tired it didn’t matter. I ended 
up not sleeping, but I survived. 
We went back to the hotel at 
6:15 the next morning.

The digital system is a baried 
cable, most of it in a narrow, 
dead-end dirt roadbed.

The first call using the new 
telephone system is to be made 
from Shoup’s general store and 
post office in the canyon’s only 
town, population 2.

It’s to be placed by Joe (Dean 
Miller, president of the Idaho 
Public Utilities Commission, to 
Gary C. Byrne, administrator of 
the Rural Electrification Admin­
istration (REA). He is speaking 
to a rural development confer­
ence in Denver sponsored by his 
federal agency headqauartered 
in Washington, D.C.

“ Installation of the modern 
telephone system marks the end 
of an era ,” Bryne said, “ which 
started early in this century in 
the United States. It was slowly 
extended to rural areas, then 
accelerated following the end of 
World War II, to assist in farm 
progress and rural develop­
ment.”

The REA, which began 
making rural electric loans in 
1935, was authorized by Con­
gress in 1949 to develop a 
similar program for rural tele­
phony. Since then, the U.S. 
D epartm ent of A griculture 
agency has approved about $8.9 
billion in insured and euarante-

ed loans for more than 1,000 
rural telephone systems nation­
wide.

Another USDA agency, the 
Forest Service, installed the 
single telephone line in the 
canyon, which crisscrosses the 
Salmon River, in 1931. It sold 
the line in 1952, which was then 
called antiquated, to its users 
for $1. They have maintained it 
since, frequently scaling the 
cliffs to repair the line broken 
by avalanches, forest fires and 
storm s--and even rockslides 
touched off by the bighorn 
sheep

Cruzan 
was in a car accident in 1983 
that has left her in a type of 
coma called a persisten t 
vegetative sta te . The U.S. 
Suprem e Court on Monday 
upheld a M issouri ruling 
barring Cruzan’s parents from 
discontinuing life support on 
grounds there was no “ clear 
and convincing evidence” that 
Nancy Cruzan would have 
wanted treatment discontinued.

In that ruling, however, the 
court recognized that advances 
in medical technology, while 
saving thousands of lives, can 
condemn some to survival in 
vegetative conditions. The 
court’s decision upholds the 
right to decline extraordinary 
life-saving m easures through 
instruments such as living wills.
