light, moderately warm days and cool
nights which producethe best flavor in
any variety of strawberries also pro-

duce the highest scorbic acid or Vitar.
min C content.

Miss GwendolyneJones,Extension
foor preservation specialist, points out
that somevarieties have more Vitamin
C content thanothers. But the average
for all varieties havemore than 60 mil-

ligrams for eachordinary serving, and
the recommendeddaily intake ofascor-
bic acid is 75 milligrams.

There is no marked difference in
ascorbic acidcontent of berries picked
early in the seasonand those picked
near the season'send, says INLiss Jones.
However,shestatesthat it pays in Vita-
min C to let picked half-re-d berries
ripen before serving. Better still, al-

low the berries to ripen on the plant
before picking.
