The explanation is as follows:

The two factors are;

l, A new State law has ine
serted 8 new top line on the
paper ballots so that persons
desiring to vote a ‘'straight
party ticket'” may do so by
making one mark., This new
line is expected to confuse not

2, “'Split ticket' voters are
expected o be more numers
ous than ever before, especial=

Voters are cautioned to be
certain that their ballots are
properly marked so that their
intentions will not be subject
to interpretation by electlon
officials,

The “scratch'" method of
voting, which some people pre-
fer, is still permitted, However,
voters using this method are
cautioned to be certain to mark
through all names In all three
party columns for which they do
not wish to vote,

There are 19 counties in Tex=
as that use voting machines,
A8 in the past, one lever can

IT SEEMS that there s too much distrust
of life, and of the future, Of course, the
present-day materialism and sophistcation
provide the climate in which crass cynicism
can flourish,

PLESSIMISM IS A COMMONLY USEDWORD
which expresses some of the feelings of
cynical pecple, The fullness of cynicism,
however, Is more than pessimism, Realiz-
ing this helps us realize how very badly
cynicism damages us,

Another part of the cynical spirit is found
in the misanthrope, the person who has a
deep-seated distrust, contempt and often dis=-
like of human beings, Those with such atti=
tudes will have feelings of discomfort in their
associations with others.

THIS CRASS CYNICISM includes a sneer=
ing, contemptuous disbelief in the sincerity,
the nobility and the integrity of people and
their goodness, The persons who permit
themselves 1o be so adversely affected are
most unfair and unhappy with themselves and
others, They have eyes, but they do not see,

As undesirable as the spirit of crass
cynicism 18 known to be, we mustnot assume
that naivety is a justified view of life, The
lack of Informed judgment s not to be rece
ommended, and can be quite harmful in the
living experience,

WE MUST REALIZE that becoming welle
informed does not automatically cause us to
assume the posture of a cynic, We can know,
and accept the totality of real things, and
events; the bad, as well as the good, without
having any of the feelings of cynicism,

We can atain the balance that enables us
to see and appreciate the desirable qualities
of lfe, even while we are fully consclous
of the undesirable qualities,
