Welfare Office Is No
Place To Find Labor

County Welfare Director
Mrs. Doris Frey has made it
crystal clear to Lthe
Leader-News that the local
labor shortage is not due to
any able men being on
the welfare rolls.

A check of the records and
a detailed briefing by Mrs. Frey
has borne out t statement.

County ginners, farmers and
elevator operators have placed
many calls to her office in their
search for labor during the

ak harvest months. They

ave all been In vain nmily
because there are no able
bodied men available from the
welfare rolls.

There mﬁ. appear to be
some times when an apparently
healthy looking man |Is
observed by onlookers to draw
surplus comodities, but a more
thorough check will reveal this
to be untrue.

They will, in' each case,
prove to be some one picking
up the commodities for
another or other ns who
are physically unable to pick
them up for themselves. Or on
closer inspection will turn out
to be a man who has @&
statement from a doctor that
he is unable to perform gainful
employment,

rs. Frey further illustrates
her nt with the revelation
that are only 22 families,
compresed of 108 ns, who
are on Lthe regular county
welfare rolls. These are persons

who are investigated and
authorized aid when found
eligible by the county.

All other cases being served
comodities are those forwarded
to her office by the state.
County personnel cannot
investigate these cases and
must furnish the aid on referral
from the state.

The 108 people under the
county-wide program, are
widows with large families and
a small social security check or
men with a doctor’s statement.

A total of 543 persons were
served surplus commodities
during the month of
November.Of these, 435 were
old age assistance cases, were
past employable or
mothers with children who had

no father in the home, Mrs

Frey said. Another possible
point of misunderstanding of
the welfare function if the fact

Despite very uncomfortable
weather that popped up at just the
wrong time, and a smattering of
communications breakdown,
Littlefield had a parade Monday that
took a back seat to none.

It satisfied the event's objective.

There were some outstanding
entries in the parade that required
both effort and enthusiasm, Without
either, it would have flopped.

Participation lacked in numbers of
bands, only two showed up.

The parade required the
get-up-and-go of all who took part.
Their contributions could be
measured plainly in the eyes of the
children who stood on the curbs and
watched. They liked it.

A community with more interest
than just commerce.,.This Is
Littliefield.

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WE ARE HEARING white
segregationists and black nationalists
urging American Negroes to 'go home
to Africa.”

Immediately following our Uncivil
War, a number of freed American
slaves did go “back to Africa.”

They founded their own black
nation of Liberia. They were so proud
of their American heritage that they
adopted a constitution and a
government seal almost identical to
our own.

YET, WITHIN LESS THAN ONE
GENERATION, THESE LIBERIANS
WERE SELLING ONE ANOTHER
INTO SLAVERY.

There has been a more recent
“colomization” of Africa by American
Negroes. In 1967, 173 Negroes left
the South Side of Chicago, traveled
4,500 miles to Liberia and sank new
roots in the steamy bush near the
mud-hut village of Gbatala.

THEY WERE NOT WELCOME--
and still aren'tt The Liberian
government has urged them to go
back to the United States and has
taken steps to prevent any more such
mass immigrations.

Nonetheless, when the Wall Street
Journal sent George Melloan 1o the

campsite of these most recent
immigrants, he found them, one year
later, adapting to primitive life
surprisingly well,

THEY HAD BUILT palm-frond
sheiters for their tents and were
preparing to replace these with houses
of unfired bricks.

Women were washing potato greens
grown in the village garden and
children were reciting lessons in open
shelters which served as a school.
Some of the men were fishing.

BUT, IRONICALLY, they are again
victims of discrimination. In Liberia,
the “come-heres’’ are resented by the
“born-heres,"”

Liberian President Tubman
considers the immigrants “too
aggressive,”’

Further, with the softening of
Liberia’s economy due to a decline in
both rubber and iron exports, that
government is deeply in debt, has had
to curtail public works and cannot
afford to support unemployed.

TWENTY-FIVE of the original
transplanted Americans have returned
to the United states, other have found
jobs elsewhere in Liberia, while about
100 remain in the “colony”’.

Having survived the rigors of the
jungle, the insects, the pressures from
the government and discrimination
from the “born-heres”” for more than

a year, odds are they will stick it out
indefinitely.

BUT WHERE they had originally
hoped, and announced, that
“thousands more will come from the
United States” - they now know
better,

Nor, for similar reasons, are other
African countries any more
hospitable,

What this says to me is that “we
can run but we can’t hide.”’

IN MEXICO, Indians are
discriminated against by Mexicans.
Mexicans are discriminated against by
Spaniards, and any outsider is a
second-class citizen.

If there is a new Promised Land in
our hemisphere, it is Canada, yet that
nation is torn and threatened with
fragmentation by Canadians of
divergent backgrounds, cultures and
languages.

There is still greater equality of
opportunity in the United States than
anywhere else on earth,

AMERICANS, white and black,
restive because of admitted social
inequities in the United States, are
inclined to compare our country with
Utopia when they should, instead, be
comparing it with what else was
available,

This Thanksgiving, no nation has
more to be thankful for,
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Wasteful Walls

THERE ARE MANY wasteful walls
which separate people unnecessarily.

These walls are keeping us from
enjoying the happy and useful
association which we desire and need.

These are the walls of hate, walls of
misunderstanding, walls of prejudice,
walls of suspicion, walls of greed,
walls of envy and other such walls
that separate us

SUCH WALLS PREVENT the free
and helpful exchange of thoughts,
services and feelings.

They hinder our working together
for the common good. These wasteful
walls are found everywhere. We are
not able to destroy all of them, but
we can work toward doing so. This is
better than nothing.

The bleak, gray wall of concrete
separating East and West Berlin is
symbolic of all walls of separation,

Some people are finding ways to
breach this wall; others are giving their
lives in a futile effort to do so; and the
majority of people are waiting.

THIS IS NOT TO SAY that all of
our differences can be solved, or that
we must give up our distinctive
cultural qualities, or that all of us
must have the same set of doctrines or
the same body of opinions.

We do think, however, that some
progress can be made in tearing down
the walls of hate, misunderstanding,
suspicion, greed, prejudice, envy and
the like.

THE FACT that we differ is not an
insurmountable wall, but if, with our
differences, we develop hate,
suspicion and other' such undesirable
