Warning Issued

By Red Cross
The local office of the Lamb- - Coun-

Bed
Cross has received information that
in recent weeks severalunofficial ci-

vilian groups have been circularizing
former prisoners of war or the rela-
tives of deceasedprisoners. They are
soliciting representation on a con-
tingent fee basis of claims against
the German and Japanese govern-
ments for damages for personal in-

juries or death due to mistreatment,
money due for labor performed, or
property seized while the claimants
were prisonersof war.

The following information is issued
by the War and Navy departments
to protect personnel from unneces-
sary expenses or loss in connection
with such claims.

No statutory authority exists at the
presenttime which permitssettlement
of such claims. The general fund of
reparations out of which payment
would come has as yet not been de-

termined. Tho Department of State
will make public such information as
may be available from time to time.

In the meantime it fs recommended
that personsdesiring to file claims
against enemy governmentsfor dam-
ages should forward affidavits, ac--

ReportedIn U. S.

Only 9,000 bags of black pepper
3tand between the entire United
Statesand pepperlcssmeals.

After those are gone, there likely
won't be any more for a long 'time.

Before the war, more than 30,000,-00-0

two-oun- cans of ground pepper
were sold each year over the coun-
ter.

Xino thousand bags hold roughly
1,170,000 pounds of pepper, and
would produce 9,360,-00- 0

cans for retail trade.
But, even if holders releasedthese

bags Which they won't at present
prices most of it would go for meat
packing and industrial uses. Only
2,000,000 or 3,000,000 cans would
bo available to the nation's 140,000,-00- 0

consumers.
"But there's no real of

pepper in the world, as far as avail-
able supply is concerned,"said M. J.
Golombcck, who has been a spice ex-

porter for 15 years. "You can get
it right now in India, or the Dutch
East Indies.

"But the OPA ceiling in this coun
try for whole black pepperis 15 cents.
a pound. You can't buy it for less
than 42 centsat its source."

After the pepper is ground, the
ceiling goes up to 18 cents.

These arc wholesale prices.
Spice traders hear rumors that

OPA will lift its present ceiling, but
OPA officials in New York denied
that.

PeopleAre Eating
More Meat

Amounts of meat eatenper person
reached a high in 1945, despite so-call- ed

war-tim- e shortages,an analysis
of meat consumption in the United
Statesshows. The average American
in 1945 ate 10 per centmoremeat than
he did during the 1935-'3-9 period.

High production and higher incomes
explain the paradox how this country
could eat more meat and at the same
time ship quantities to its armed serv-
ices, accordingto Tyrus R. Timm, econ-
omist in farm managementfor the A.
and M. College ExtensionService, who
compiled the report from USDA re-
ports.

One trend in the report of impor-
tance to Texas farm families is the in-

crease in the amount of poultry pro-
ducts eaten by the average person.
Per capita consumption of turkey in
1945 was 65 per cent abovethe figures
for 1935-'3-9. Consumptionof chicken
was up 41 per cent and of eggs 31 per
cent

The average person ate about 137
poundsof "redmeat," nearly 30 pounds
of chicken and turkey, and 390 eggs
last year, the Timm report shows. Dur-
ing the last war year consumption of
veaJ had increased about45 per cent
over the 1935-'3-9 period. Consumption
of beef,pork, lamb andmutton per per-

son went up 7 per cent for each of
thosemeat products.

SilageGood Pasture
Substitute

Silage,as a substitute for pasture, is
cheap, highin nutrientcontent and an
excellent dairy cow conditioner.

When fed to dairy cows as silage,
cropslike com, hegari, feteritaand rea
top will yield as-- much food nutrient
as they would have if fed at harvest
time, according to G. G. Gibson, dairy
husbandmanwith the Texas A and M.
College Extension Service. Silage is
also cheap, if handled properly, be-

cause there is little or no waste in-

volved in feeding.
Silage seemsto have a cooling and

slightly laxative effect on cows in dry
lots and pastures or dry stalk fields,
Gibson says, and servesas a tonic in
keeping their systemsin good
order. a result, the cow has a bet-
ter She will eat more feed,
and in the caseof goodcows, more..feed
meansmore milk.

Gibson also points out that the av-
erage daily cow in Texas is fed only
one-fift- h as much silage as the average
cow in other parts of the country. This
fact might be a reasonwhy the average
production per cow is so low in this
state." For each animalin a dairyman's
herd, he should put up three tons of
silage for a year-aroun-d feedsupply.

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LoansYugoslavia
269 Million Dollars

Official records Thursday showed
that the United States has poured
more than $2G9,855,440 into Yugo-
slavia in wartime and postwar aid.

This includes lend-leas-e and assist-
ance by UNRRA, most of the latter
being American money, but does not
include direct military aid by Ameri-
can forces in wartime.

The State Department fixed the
amount of American lend-leas-e to
Yugoslavia at $32,000,000.

In addition, a total of $327,577,--
000 in UNRRA supplies have already
been delivered or are en route, and
more than $100,000,000 worth are
still to be shipped under present
schedules.

Yugoslavia has been the chief re
cipient thus far of UNRRA aid, 72
per cent of which, or $237,855,140,
has been contributed by the United
States.

A State Dcnartment official said
lend-leas-e aid included only three ad-- 1

vanced trainer planesand one small
cargo plane.

Many warplanc3were sent to Rus-
sia, however, and while recipientsof
lend-Jeas-e goods were forbidden to
sell them, there would be nothing to
prevent them from giving them or
lendingthem to friendly neighbors.

A former American soldier told
newsmen in Trieste that he witnessed
the shooting down of a U. S. Army
transport at the Yugoslavia frontier
and that the attacking Yugoslav
planes appearedto be P-5-1 Mustangs
of American manufacture.
