Since that time the building has
had no maintenance or care.

The group discussed the con-
dition of the American Legion in
Wheeler. A structural engineer
performed a structural inspection
of the building in June of 2004.
His report made the following con-
clusions: Roof Surface; the en-
tire building is in need of a new
roof surface. Roof Deck and
Framing: the majority of the roof
deck and roof framing appear in
good condition and damage to the
rafters, ceiling joists and other
framing appears to be minimal.
Roof Eave Damage,; there is sig-
nificant deterioration to the wood
framed open eaves of the build-
ing and to much of the eave deck-
ing which is exposed on the un-
derside. Masonry Walls; The
masonry walls have performed
very well and are generally in
good condition with no require-
ments for repair. The concrete
bond beam at the top of the walls
has done an excellent job at hold-
ing the walls together and pre-
venting any major cracking or
shifting in the walls. There are a
few areas of minor mortar dete-
rioration which is fairly typical for
a building of this age. Founda-
tion and Concrete Slabs; The
foundation of the building has per-
formed very well and has experi-
enced only minor foundation
movement. There are no signifi-
cant slopes in the floors observed,
and the foundation has not shifted
to the extent to cause any sub-
stantial distress to the walls or roof
structure. There are no areas
where foundation repairs, in the
form of repair piers and jacking
operations, are required or recom-
mended. Hardwood Floors;
There is considerable damage to
the hardwood floors of the dance
hall with numerous holes knocked
in the wood flooring. This dam-
age was apparently caused by
abuse when the building was

used as a high school weight
room. Weights/barbells were ap-
parently allowed to drop or free-
fall to the floor. With the extent of
damage to the wood floors and
below floor framing, it would ap-
pear that heavy weights may have
been slammed down to the floor
to cause such damage. Base-
ment; The basement area is in
relatively good condition. The
