DPS is funded by tax dol-
lars and our employees will never 
call your home or business to so-
licit donations," McCraw said. 

DPS advises citizens not to give 
money to these groups as the 
funds may not go to the causes 
that are claimed. Some groups 
include in their names the terms, 
"Texas Rangers," State Troopers," 
Texas Highway Patrol," or "De-
partment of Public Safety." 

While some current or former 
employees may be members of 
some of these associations on 
their own time, these organiza-
tions are not affiliated with the 
DPS nor do they represent the 
department. Many of these orga-
nizations provide only a small per-
cent of their donations for good 
causes, with the majority of the 
donations going to administrative 
and operational purposes. 

Some of these organizations 
suggest-that official looking decals 
resembling official DPS affiliation 
placed on personal vehicles may 
somehow keep the individual from 
receiving a traffic citation from law 
enforcement. There is also a lack 
of public accountability and trans-
parency by many of these organi-
zations.

With a story title like this, you 

might think you were going to find 
out about some old-time, love tri-
angle.

When I was growing up, there 
was a small restaurant right 
across the street, north from the 
City Drug. Over the years, it 
changed hands several times.

It was 
called, "Hoot's Cafe." Hoot, was 
the dad of my friend, Bobby. You 
may remember.... it was Bobby 
that made the ill-fated parachute 
jump with the umbrella.

Sun Safety in the 
Texas Heat 

It's that time again in Texas 
when the temperatures get up to 
three digit numbers, but it isn't just 
the heat that is getting to you. The 
sun also emits UV rays which can 
be harmful to the skin. Did you 
know that excessive exposure to 
the ultraviolet radiation of the sun 
is the most important preventable 
cause of all skin cancers? Mela-
noma is the most serious form of 
skin cancer and according to the 
National Cancer Institute it is es-
timated that there will be 62,480 
new cases in the United States as 
well as 8,420 deaths in 2008. 
Don't let yourself or your family 
members be a part of these num-
bers. Learning a few things about 
skin safety can help you prevent 
it. 

There are different types of UV 
rays that come from the sun. 
Some sunscreens only protect 
from one type. Be sure to get a 
sunscreen that protects from both 
UVA and UVB rays. Just because 
it is cloudy outside doesn't mean 
that the UV rays are blocked from 
reaching your skin. Like light UVA 
rays can go through glass, so be-
fore taking off for a car ride don't 
forget to put some sunscreen on. 
UV rays can also do damaged to 
your eyes so find a wide (3") brim 
hat and some sunglasses to pro-
tect your face as well. 

Some tips on keeping the UV 
rays from harming you: 

1. Apply sunscreen 20 minutes 
before going out in the sun - it 
needs to soak in before being ef-
fective. Make it a morning routine 
and then you'll never forget! 

2. Apply sunscreen every two 
hours when in the sun - SPF 30 
or higher and one that protects 
against both UVA and UVB rays. 
Remember the hat and sun-
glasses too! 

3. Fill a basket by the front door 
with sunglasses. hats and sun-
screen- so as you rush out the 
door you remember take a bottle 
with you to reapply later as 
needed. 

4. Make playing in the shade 
fun - During the peak hours of the 
day when the sun's rays are at 
their highest point find some fun 
games 	at 	http:// 
gameskidsplay.net . 

5. Use extra caution around 
water and sand - these surfaces 
reflect the UV rays which can in-
crease your chances of getting a 
sun burn.

focusing on those pickup truck 
drivers and passengers to ensure 
that all Texas motorists are buck-
led up. 

Safety officials attribute lower 
seat belt use among truck drivers 
and passengers to a false sense 
of security in larger vehicles and 
the incorrect belief that seat belts 
aren't necessary for short trips. 

"Pickup truck drivers and pas-
sengers tend to be younger and 
male, and they are not getting the 
message that seat belts save 
lives," said Carol Rawson, 
TxDOT's Traffic Operations Divi-
sion Director. "In fact, crashes in-
volving pickup trucks can be par-
ticularly deadly because of the 
tendency for the trucks to roll over 
and for occupants to be thrown 
from the vehicles unless they are 
buckled up." 

Studies have shown that wear-
ing a seat belt reduces the risk of 
fatal injury by 45 percent in pas-
senger cars. That number in-
creases to 60 percent for pickups 
due to their likelihood of rolling 
over in a crash. According to 
TxDOT, one out of every two 
pickup truck drivers killed in a traf-
fic crash was not buckled up. 

Despite an overall downward 
trend in fatalities between 2003 
and 2009, traffic crashes remain 
the leading cause of death for 
those between one and 44 years 
of age in Texas. On average, the 
number of trucks involved in fatal 
crashes exceeded the number of 
passenger cars by 20 percent. In 
2009 in Texas, more than 3,000 
people died in fatal collisions on 
Texas streets and highways, and 
just under half were not buckled 
Up. 

Fines and court costs for failing 
to fasten your seat belt can add 
up to $250 or more. It's not just 
drivers that must buckle up—state 
law also requires passengers in 
the front and back seat to buckle 
up.

Annual Campaign to Reduce

Kids need constant super-

vision around water -
whether the water is in a bath-
tub, a wading pool, an orna-
mental fish pond, a swim-
ming pool, a spa, the beach, 
or a lake. 

Young children are espe-
cially vulnerable - they can 
drown in less than 2 inches 
(6 centimeters) of water. That 
means drowning can happen 
where you'd least expect it -
the sink, the toilet bowl, foun-
tains, buckets, inflatable 
pools, or small bodies of 
standing water around your 
home, such as ditches filled 
with rain water. Always watch 
children closely when they're 
in or near any water.
