What could have seemed more hopele[s than

What could have seemed more hopeless than Jesus and His little band 
of followers preaching, 'The meek...shall inherit the earth?' 

You can see them in most churches: The older woman who changes 
buses three times to get to prayer meeting; the older gentleman who 
arrives early Sunday morning with prayers for the preacher and flowers for 
the altar. Both belong to that class of people I call the terrible meek. These 
people combine great personal humility with unshakable convictions. 

The world says, "Blessed are the strong." One tyrant boasted, "God is 
on the side of big battalions." What could have seemed more hopeless 
than Jesus and His little band of followers preaching, "The meek...shall 
inherit the earth" (Matthew 5:5)? 

To Mr. Average Citizen the logic in Jesus' day would seem to decree,

It is no 
rigid prescription, but gives a general 
guide that permits you to select 
healthful choices within each group so 
you obtain necessary nutrients and 
enough calories to maintain a healthy 
weight. 

The Pyramid also focuses on fat 
because most Americans eat too much 
tat in their diet. Following the Pyramid 
will help you to keep your intake of 
total fat and saturated fat low.

PROPERTY TAX 
EXEMPTIONS 

AVAILABLE FOR 
DISABLED VETERANS 

Veterans with a service-connected disability can re-
ceive property tax relief in 1995 by filling out a simple 
exemption form at the Wheeler County Appraisal Dis-
trict office. Applications must be filed by April 30, 1995. 

Proof documentation must be provided to qualify. A 
letter from the Veterans Administration or the branch of 
service in which the veteran served is sufficient if per-
centage of disability is listed. However, depending on 
the applicant, proof of marriage, death or age may also be 
required. 

The amount of exemption is based on the veteran's 
percentage of disability and ranges from $1,500. to 
$3,000. This exemption can be applied to any one 
taxable property the Texas veteran owned on January 
1st. 

The following taxpayers are eligible: A disabled vet-
eran, a surviving (unmarried) spouse of a deceased 
disabled veteran, a surviving minor child of a deceased 
disabled veteran (with qualifications) a surviving spouse 
of a person killed on active duty and a surviving minor 
child of a person killed on active duty (with qualifica-
tions).

Exports of fresh vegetables remain strong 
WASHINGTON (AP) 

— Exports of U.S. fresh 
vegetables remained st-
rong in the last fiscal year 
though they were about 3 
percent lower than the 
record level of the previ-
ous year. 

The two leading fresh 
vegetable exports — let-
tuce and tomatoes —
declined, but the total 
value of exports in this 
category reached $969 
million in fiscal 1994, 
the Agriculture Depart-
ment said. 

Canada continued to 
take the largest share of 
U.S. fresh vegetables, 
accounting for 66 percent 
of the total export value. 
Japan was the next largest 

buyer of these products, 
followed by Mexico, the 
European Union and 
Hong Kong, Taiwan and 
South Korea. 

A look at the eight top 
fresh vegetables exported 
in fiscal 1994, which 
ended Sept. 30, as 
reported in a February 
publication of the Foreign 
Agricultural Service: 

Lettuce: Exports were 
valued at $126 million, 
about 18 percent lower 
than the previous year but 
still the top-ranking 
export in its category. 
Canada bought the most 
lettuce. but Hong Kong. 
Mexico and Japan were 
important markets. 

Tomatoes: Exports 

were valued at 5114 mil-
lion, down about 15 per-
cent from the previous 
year. with Canada and 
Mexico accounting for 
most of the drop. New 
export markets for fresh 
tomatoes included the for-
mer Soviet Union, Vene-
zuela and Sri Lanka. 
although total sales to 
these countries were 
small. 

Onions: About S85 
million exported, the third 
straight annual increase 
and up from S80 million 
the previous year. Canada 
is the leading buyer. 
accounting for 47 percent 
of the total value, even 
though it bought about 
19 percent less than in the 
previous year. Japan is 
another significant mar-
ket, followed by Mexico, 
Taiwan, the United King-
dom and South Korea 

Broccoli: Exports 
were valued at S80 mil- 

lion, up about 16 percent 
from the previous year. 
Canada accounted for 48 
percent of the total value 
and Japan for about 45 
percent. Exports to Japan 
have been soaring, from 
51.3 million in fiscal 
1990 to S37 million last 
year. 

Asparagus: Exports 
valued at S71 million 
were 14 percent higher 
than the previous year. 
For this product. Japan is 
the leading buyer, ac-
counting for 58 percent of 
the total, followed by 
Canada with 24 percent 
and Switzerland. Germany 
and the United Kingdom 
combined with 16 per-
cent_ 

Cauliflower: Exports 
to Japan doubled, surpass-
ing Canada as the top 
U.S. export market for 
this vegetable. Japan 
accounted for 50 percent

They argued that Sta-
pleton, built in 1929, was 
conveniently located 
seven miles from down-
town and nearly paid off, 
while Denver Internation-
al's costs have skyrock-
eted to $4.9 billion. $3.2 
billion more than the 
original estimate. 

In 1991, amid rising 
costs, Denver scaled back 
Denver International. 
from 120 gates and six 
runways to 87 gates and 
five runways, smaller 
than Stapleton's 108 
gates and five runways. 

The aviation industry's 
hard times dampened pas-
senger growth and many 
airlines, including Conti-
nental, stumbled onto 
financial difficulties_ 

Houston-based Conti-
nental last year closed its 
Denver huh, and plans to 
scale hack its operations 
to 15 flights a day on 
April I. down from more 
than 200 just a few years 
ago. 

The city twice delayed 
the airport's opening 
because of snags in con-
struction of critical equip-
ment. 

Then came problems 
with the BAE Automated 
Systems Inc. baggage 
system. which was shown 
gobbling bugs and tossing 
others hither and yon on 
national television a year 
ago. 

The intricate baggage 
handling system was 
designed and installed by 
Carrollton, Texas-based 
BAE. 

The high-tech under-
ground rail system was 
blamed for two delays in 
the airport's opening.

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Honey bees armed with virus

Cotton producers plan to Dallas man 
plant 15.6 million acres renamed to 

milk group

WASHINGTON - U.S. 
cotton producers intend to 
plant 15.6 million acres 
of upland and extra long 
staple cotton this spring, 
according to the National 
Cotton Council's 13th 
annual Planting Inten-
tions Survey. 

Council economist Jess 
Barr said the survey, 
mailed the last week of 
December with a deadline 
of mid-January for returns 
to be considered, reflects 
growers' initial planting 
intentions. The report 
also includes only those 
growers involved in cot-
ton production for at least 
one year and does not 
include those planting 
their first cotton crop. 

The survey reveals 
intentions to boost up-
land plantings 13.8 per- 

cent to 15.422 million 
acres, while ELS acreage 
is seen declining 2.3 per-
cent to 165,000 acres. 

Growers in the south-
west region plan to boost 
upland planted area by 
12.7 percent to 6,547 
million acres. Texas ex-
pects to increase planted 
area by 13 percent, while 
Oklahoma anticipates a 
smaller rise. While Kan-
sas anticipates a large per-
centage increase in planted 
area, this represents a rela-
tively small planted acre-
age rise. 

The 1995 harvested 
acreage would approx-
imate 14.5 million acres, 
with per-acre yield for 
1995 projected at near the 
30-year trend of 665 
pounds.

Casbah mellons resistant 
to some types of mildew 

WASHINGTON (AP) 
— When honey bees 
leave their hives at a Tif-
ton, Ga., research labora-
tory, their tiny feet are 
dusted with a virus-laden -
talc before they fly off in 
search of the day's nectar 
supply. 

Thc virus doesn't hurt 
the bees_ Rather, the bees 
are unwitting couriers 
delivering a knockout 
punch to corn earworm 
larvae in the nearby fields 
of crimson clover. 

Clover is one of the 
main host plants for the 
earworm. Moths lay their 
eggs on the clover, "and 
that first generation devel-
ops on those and then it 
goes on to corn where it's 
a more serious pest," said 
John Hamm, research 
entomologist at USDA's 
Insect Biology and Popu- 
lation 	Management 
Research Laboratory in  

Tut. Ga. 
"The population really 

explodes in corn," where 
it hides under the husk 
while it devours the ear, 
he said. "That population 
that develops in corn then 
goes on to cotton, soy-
beans and peanuts," caus-
ing even more damage_ 

"What we're trying to 
do is hit them in that ear-
lier generation when there 
arc smaller numbers to 
control," Hamm said. 

The test program has 
succeeded in killing 74 
percent to 87 percent of 
the corn canvorm larvae 
in the clover fields, he 
said. 

In the experiment, 
hives arc rigged with a 
device that forces bees 
leaving the hive to walk 
through a pan where their 
feet and legs arc coaled 

WASHINGTON (AP)—
Paced by strong U.S. out-
put, orange juice produc-
lion in the Northern Hem-
isphere is expected to hit a 
record 1.02 million tons 
for the 1994-95 season, 
the Agriculture Depart-
ment says. 

The revised estimate is 
up 8 percent from previ-
ous forecasts. largely as a 
result of a sharp increase 
in U.S. production, which 
is expected to reach a near-
record 882M00 metric 
tons. 

A larger-than-expected 
orange crop in Florida is 
credited with the II per-
cent upward revision for 
U.S. orange juice output. 
Florida orange production 
for 1994-95 is expected to 
hit 8.21 million metric 
tons, up 15 percent from 
the previous year and the 
highest total since the 
record year in 1979-80, 
USDA said. 

Mexico and Turkey arc 
also expected to increase 
their orange juice produc- 

with talc mixed with a 
naturally occurring virus. 

Each time one of the 
dusted bees stops at a 
flower, some of the virus 
gets rubbed onto the blos-
soms. When one of the 
susceptible pests stops 
by, it is infected with the 
virus and dies. 

Other researchers have 
been experimenting with 
bees in the same way, 
Hamrn said 

In South Carolina, sci-
entists are trying to use 
honey bees to carry 
microorganisms that 
inhibit the development 
of another microorganism 
that damages strawberries. 

In Utah, bees are being 
used to carry a microor-
ganism deadly to the 
pathogen that causes a 
disease of fruit trees called 
fire blight.

Black, 
cancer 

CHICAGO (AP) —
Black children with 
cancer survive as well as 
their white counterparts 
if they get state-of-the art 
care, even when the black 
youngsters are poorer or 
have worse cancers, a 
study found_ 

"With equal access to 
effective medical care, 
race and socioeconomic 
status no longer affect 
the cure rate of childhood 
cancer," said Dr. Ching-
Hon Pui, vice chairman 
of hematology-oncology 
at St. Jude Children's 
Research Hospital in 
Memphis. 

The findings are 
reported in the current 
issue of The Journal of 
the American Medical 
Association. 

Black children tend to 
have more aggressive 
cancers that are also more 
advanced when they are 
diagnosed, Pui said. Yet 
state-of-the art treatment 
can overcome those prob-
lems, he said. 

Over 30 years ending 
in 1992, survival among 
black children at the hos-
pital improved 81 per-
cent, the researchers said. 
St. Jude's offers system-
atic treatment and takes 
patients regardless of 
ability to pay. 

White children's sur-
vival overall improved 
32 percent during the 
same period, so that the 
proportion of youngsters 
who survive 10 years or 
more became virtually 
identical in both races —
67 percent for blacks and 
66 percent for whites. 

"To our knowledge. 
African-American child-
ren in the general popula- 
tion of the US. continue 
to fare less well than 
white children," Pui said 
by telephone Tuesday. 
"Our results may well be 
unique to the special set-
ling of the children's 
cancer research center." 

The most common 
cancer among all children 
in the study — 798 
blacks and 4,507 whites 
— was acute lympho-
blastic leukemia. It is 
now treated with a bigger 
combination of drugs in 
higher doses than before, 
Pui said. 

While the results may  

be unique to the 
Memphis hospital, they 
suggest that other hospi-
tals could achieve similar 
success given the money 
and facilities. 

For adults, five-year 
overall cancer survival 
rates were 53 percent for 
whites and 38 percent for 
blacks in 1981-1987, the 
it:scat/ma 	s noted_ 

Suggested reasons for 
the disparity include that 
blacks have more 
advanced cancers by the 
time they are diagnosed. 
have cancers that are bio-
logically different, have 
more behaviors that 
promote cancer, have less 
access to adequate medi-
cal care because of pov-
erty or receive inferior 
treatment 

"Improved treatment of 
minorities and 'the 
impoverished — the 
underserved' is viewed as 
an urgent challenge by 
the National Cancer 
Institute," Pui's team 
said.
