George Ellis, Acting State Director 
Rural Economic and Community De-
velopment Service (RECEDS), for-
merly Farmers Home Administration 
(FmHA), announced today that cut-
ting bureaucracy at the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture is on track with the 
closing of USDA locations in 228 coun-
ties, and that USDA is ready to reas-
sign more than 11,500 rural develop-
ment employees to new agencies 
nationwide. 

"With 20 percent of the projected 
closings completed, the Clinton Ad-
ministration is on its way to accom-
plishing the goal of having a smaller, 
more efficient government, "Ellis said. 
"The transfer of functions in the 
RECDS mission at USDA is historic in 
scope, but more importantly it reduces 
costs and improves service to our 
customers." 

The Department of Agriculture Re-
organization Act of 1994, Public Law 
104-354, was signed into law by Presi-
dent Clinton on October 13, 1994, 
enabling the implementation to pro-
ceed. 

A pivotal part of reorganizing in-
volves the consideration of FmHA's 
Farmer Programs under the new Con-
solidated Farm Service Agency. For 
more than 50 years, farmers who could 
not obtain credit from commercial lend-
ers used FmHA loans to purchase 
and operate farms. 

The law also restructures rural de-
velopment programs into three new 
agencies and consolidates adminis-
tration services for them under 
RECDS. Rural development programs 
are administered by three services: 
the Rural Utilities Service_ (RUS), for-
merly the Rural Electrification Admin-
istration; the Rural Business and Co-
operative Development Service 
(RBCDS), formerly the Rural Devel-
opment Administration; and the Rural 
Housing and Community Develop-
ment Service (RHCDS), formerly 
Farmers Home Administration.

From The Minister's Desk; 
I recently read a two volume book 

that was entitled, The Home Of The 
Blizzard.  This book was written by 
Sir Douglas Mawson and it was a 
vivid account of a three year expedi-
tion that Mawson led to the Antartic 
in 1911. 

Asdescribed in the book, Mawson 
and his companions experienced 
some terrible circumstances during 
this expedition. One of these 
circumstancs occurred when their 
supply of food was exhausted and 
they had to kill and eat their sled 
dogs. including their livers. How-
ever, the livers of the dogs con-
tained such a heavy concentration 
of vitamin A that Mawson and his 
companions became seriously ill. 

ft is ironic that a needful vitamin 
could almost become a deadly poi-
son when too great dosage is taken. 
But it occurs to me that there are 
many benefits of life that have this 
danger. For example, recreation will 
refresh us, but too much of it will 
spoil us. Money will satisfy our 
needs, but too much of it will make 
us greedy. Food will keep us healthy, 
but too much of it will make us over- 

weight. Laughter is good, but too 
much of it is foolishness. 

Disciples of Jesus should be es-
pecially aware of the dangers of the 
benefits of life. They should enjoy 
these benefits, but they should not 
allow these benefits to master them. 
The Apostle Paul emphasized the 
attitude that disciples of Jesus 
should have when he sadl-Allthings 
are lawful for me, but not all things 
are profitable. All things are lawful 
for me, but I will not be mastered by 
anything." (I Corinthians 6:12) 

Notice that the Apostle Paul said: 
"—I will not be mastered by any-
thing. "Disciples of Jesus have only 
one master—Jesus Christ. For this 
reason, disciples of Jesus will con-
stantly their lives and hearts, verify-
ing that their allegiance primarily 
belongs to Jesus Christ.

LEGAL SERVICES 

Wheeler and Gray County farmers 
and ranchers may be eligible for emer-
gency loans to help cover losses they 
sustained as a result of the damages 
and losses caused by drought, which 
occurred from January 1, 1994, 
through October 28, 1994, according 
to Johnny W. Earp IV, Consolidated 
Farm Service Agency County Super-
visor. 

Earp said that any farmer who was 
denied an emergency loan or discour-
aged from applying for a loan because 
he or she did not have crop insurance 
for the 1994 crop might be eligible for 
a loan since the crop insurance re-
quirement for 1994 has been waived 
by the Agency. 

"Any farmer or rancher in that cat-
egory who is interested in a loan should 
visit the consolidated Farm Service 
Agency county office as soon as pos-
sible," Earp said. "In any case, they 
must apply no later than September 
26, 1995. However, no applicants may 
be accepted after the 8-month termi-
nation date for the particular disaster
