PLAYING WITH PLASTIC MONEY

Pretty soon the
money saved by buying something on
sale is gone. You need to set a bud-
get. When items are charged, keep
track of the amounts just like you
would in a checkbook. And it is nec-
essary to pay the bill off gradually,
make sure to use the card with the
lowest interest rate. Your county Ex-
tension agent can help you develop a
budget or steer you in the direction of
a credit counselor if your bills are
mounting.

Effort Being Made To

Boost Inmunization

(LUBBOCK) — Texas Department
of Human Services (DHS) Region 1
Acting Regional Administrator, Barry
Fredrickson, today announced an in-
teragency with the Texas Department
of Health (TDH) to assure full immuni-
zation for children receiving Aid to
Families with Dependent Children
(AFDC) benefits. Under a state wel-
fare reform measure recently approved
by the Clinton administration, parents
on the state’s AFDC program face
financial sanctions for failing to have
theirchildren properly immunized. The
new immunization requirement be-
came effective on October 1.

Thegoalofthe interagency partner-
ship is to assure that by December
1996, at least 90 percent of AFDC
children underthe age of 6 are current
ontheirimmunizations. Plans include:

—Developing an automated
system to track immunizations;

— Providing written and vid-
eotaped educationalmaterial for AFDC
parents;
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— Improving access to im-
munizations through on-site services
in some DHS field offices and a refer-
ral system to other sites; :

— Providing training to DH
staff who will review immunization
records.

DHS officials estimate the new im-
munization rules willbenefitmorethan
210,000 children under the age of 6 in
Texas. “The quality and depth of
cooperation between management
and front-line staff in TDH and DHS is
unparalleled,” said TDH Commis-
sioner Smith. “And as parents learn
more about immunizations from their
caseworkers, they are supportive of
this project because they want to do
the right thing for their children. With
cooperation like this, | have every
confidence we will reach our immuni-
zation goals,” he said. :

Plans for the immunization man-
date were initiated by the six-member
Texas Board of Human Services. A
1994 TDH statewide household sur-
vey indicated that only 41 percent of
children between 3 and 24 months old
in the AFDC program were current on
their immunizations. This figure is 9
percent lower than the statewide av-
erage immunization rate for all chil-
dren in the same age range. In March
1995, the DHS Board members voted
to require immunizations for AFDC
recipients.

Inorder toimplementthe new policy,
DHS officials also received a waiver
from federal welfare eligibility require-
ments by the U.S. Department of
Health and Human Services in Au-
gust. The immunization rule was also
included in House Bill 1863, a welfare
reform measure approved by the
Texas Legislature earlier this year.
House Bill 1863 was sponsored by
State Representative Harvey
Hilderbran of Kerrville and State Sena-
tor Judith Zaffirini of Laredo.

“The motivation behind this project
was reinforcing the need for children
to be immunized prior to attending
school. This project provides AFDC
parents with the education and infor-
mation necessary to have their chil-
dren properly immunized to protect
them from preventable childhood dis-
eases,” Fredrickson said.

“The TDHS Board spoke with offi-
cials in other states who are mandat-
ing immunizations and those states
report significant improvements in
immunization rates. This rule also
reflects Texas' approach to welfare
reform by giving parents more respon-
sibility for making good decisions for
their own families,” he added.

Under the terms of the new DHS
policy, parents will be informed of the
iImmunization requirement when they
first apply for AFDC or during their
regular recertification meeting with a
DHS caseworker. The parent would

then be given six months to present
proof of their children’s immunizations.
Parents could be sanctioned $25 per
month for each child who was not
immunized from a wide range of pre-
ventable childhood diseases.

Approximately 772,000 Texans are
served underthe AFDC program. The
average AFDC household in Texas
consists of one adult with two chil-
dren.

Fraud is nothing new in Texas. The
worst cases of fraud often occurinthe
health care field, both in terms of dol-
lars lost and lives damaged. Nation-
wide, health care fraud costs taxpay-
ers almost $100 billion annually. But
worse than the wasted money are the
indignities and injuries suffered by
Texas patients.

At the Office of the Attorney Gen-
eral, we find the situation intolerable,
and are active in conducting criminal
Investigations and prosecuting the in-
dividuals and institutions who commit
such crimes. :

Our Medicaid Fraud Control Unit
conducts criminal investigations into
suspected cases of fraud committed
by Medicaid providers in the Medicaid
arena.

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health care facilities which receive
Medicaid. If an investigation turns up
any wrongdoing, the case will be re-
ferred to the appropriate district or
county attorney, orthe U.S. attorney's
office for prosecution.

We have seen everything from fal-
sifying attendance sheets atadult care
facilities to hearing aid suppliers who
sell used and broken hearing aids at
new prices.

We recently put a stop to the illegal
practices of one ambulance company
that had fraudulently taken $700,000
in Medicaid funds. The company was
in a class of its own. After going
through the records, our investigators
concluded that every claim the com-
pany had submitted appeared to be
false.

One husband and wife team billed
Medicaid for echocardiograms, a rou-
tine procedure that checks out the
size of the heart and the condition of
the heart valves. What was not rou-
tine was the fact that they had no
echocardiogram machine at the time.

Those cases are just the tip of the
iceberg. In the past five years, our
anti-fraud unit has overseen 200 con-
victions and identified $9.6 million in
fraudulent billings. The legal battles
continue. :
