emotions and destroy their sen-
sitivity. 

2. Select the right person. Do not 
marry a "loser". A person with 
losing tendencies is easily discer-
nible: cannot keep a job, cannot 
complete things and cannot be 
happy. 

3. Marry for life. Jesus taught 
that it is God's intention that 
people should marry and they 
should remain married for an entire 
lifetime. Jesus said: "Have you not 
read, that He who created them 
from the beginning made them 
male and female, and said, For this 
cause a man shall leave his father 
and mother, and shall cleave to his 
wife; and the two shall become one 
flesh? Consequently they are no 
more two but one flesh. What 
therefore God has joined, let no 
man separate." (Matthew 19: 4-6)

is the eternal plan of God that 
marriage be terminated only by 
death.

From The Minister's Desk: 
A study was recently conducted 

on marriage by a University of 
Texas sociologist. And from this 
study, Dr. Norval Glenn concluded 
that only a third of the people who 
married in the mid-1970's are still 
happily married. 

Dr. Glenn reported that "--the 
greatest decline in marital satisfac-
tion and quality is likely to occur 
during the first years, when roman-
tic love fades and spouses's 
previously concealed negative 
characteristics appear." 

Based on this report, the con-
clusion of Dr. Glenn was: "The 
outlook for the institution of 
marriage is bleak." 

While I have not conducted a 
study of marriage, I share Dr. 
Glenn's concern. And for this 
reason I would like to give some 
simple advice to people, especially 
young people, who are thinking 
about marriage. 

1."Flee immorality." (I Corin-
thians 6:18) To genuinely experien-
ce love in marriage, people need to 
be virginal.
