Useful Work Experience

Bobbie Kuehler-Ledbetter, a West
Texas A&M University graduate stu-
dent in biology from Wheeler, is gain-
ing valuable work experience this se-
mester atthe Randall County Sheriff's
Office through the University's Coop-
erative Education Program (co-op).

Co-ops are an academic partner-
ship between the University and local
employers to provide students with a
method of learning which integrates
work experience and classroom in-
struction. Students are employed in
practical, paid positions directly re-
lated to their educational and career
goals.

“The benefits of the co-op program
are endless to student,” Susie Hall,
Cooperative Education Program ad-
ministrative secretary, said. “Students
gain practical experience to put on
their resume.”

Hall said many of the employers
looking for graduates want graduates
with education and experience and,
the Cooperative Education Program
helps students to achieve this.

To qualify for a co-op placement,
students must be enrolled at WTAMU,
completed 30 hours of course work,
l.'ve agrade-point average of at least
a 2.5 on a 4.0 scale and commit two
semesters to the program.

“This gives students a chance to
gain more responsibility during their
second semester and enhances their
benefits even more,” Hall said.

The WTAMU Cooperative Educa-
tion Office works with me than 30
employers in the area.

“The benefits to the employer in-
clude trying out employees without
the overhead costs and screening fu-
ture employees without making a com-
mitment,” Hall said. "Often times, the
employers receive fresh ideas from
students who haven't been with the
company for a long time.”

Twenty-nine other students are also
serving in placements this semester.
The Cooperative Education Program
began at WTAMU two years ago and
has placed 88 students with jobs.

Cooperative Education was founded
in 1906 at the University of Cincinnati
and is now offered in some version by
1,000 colleges and universities around
the country.
