Karcher said. "I just hope that we can 
contain Brorman and if we play sound 
defense we can," Karcher added. 

Playing good defense has been a 

trademark of this year's Mustangs 
and it has given the offense time to jell 
and work into a pretty formidable unit 
as the Mustangs came back from their 
shutout loss to district champion 
Sunray and clearly showed the rest of 
the district that they belonged in the 
playoffs. 

At press time, it has been learned 
that at least four Mustangs have been 
ruled ineligible for playing in the 
playoffs as result of failing grades. 
Two of the four are starters in the line 
and this will definately weaken the 
Mustangs. "We all have stressed to 
the team the importance of keeping on 
top of their studies and losing these 
players now really puts the pressure 
on the rest of the team to take up the 
slack," Karcher said on learning of 
the ineligible list. 

The winner of Friday night's game 
will meet the winner of the Rankin -
Anthony game in the regional game 
next week. Rankin is a heavy favorite 
in the game as they are the state's it9 
team in Class A in the Harris 
rankings. 

Wheeler will be the visiting team 
for Friday night's 7:30 kickoff and will 
have the east side of the stadium in 
Pampa.

It is an unusual 
person who pauses to give thanks 
to the Lord. Oh, most of us will 
celebrate a holiday called 
Thanksgiving and we observe a day 
of thanksgiving. But why should 
this attitude be limited to a 
Thursday in November? 

A popular song once suggested: 
"It was a very good year." If we 
are honest with ourselves, I think 
that we would have to agree. It has 
been and will continue to be a very 
good year. For this reason we 
should be thankful.
