Anthony Williams split the Mus-
tangs defense with 11 seconds to play
on the clock and gathered in a
desparation pass on the Wheeler 30
yard line and sped untouched to the
end zone to snatch certain defeat and
change it into an unbelievable victory
for the heavily favored Quanah
Indians over Wheeler 20-17
Friday night. The play covered 56
yards as the ball was on the Quanah
44,

The visiting Mustangs had stunned
the Quanah homecoming crowd as
they came back from an early second
quarter 14-3 deficit and completely
dominated the Indians in the second
half and led by a 17-14 margin until
the roof fell in on the game's last play.

‘““We knew that they had to try to
get the ball to Williams on that last
play and we stunted up the middle for
quarterback pressure and were

line of scrimmage’’, coach Ronnie
Karcher said after the game. ‘“We
pressured the quarterback fine but
didn’t take Williams down and it beat
us.”

Mustangs played perhaps their best
overall game since the championship
team in 87’ and gave notice that they
will have to be reckoned with in the
District 1-A this year which starts next
week.

Trenton Bond
booted the Indians into a 7-0 lead with
5:17 remaining in the opening
quarter.

From that point on, the Mustangs
really took control even though the
Indians got another six points midway
of the second quarter when Williams

From The Minister’s Desk:

A Biblical truth is stated on the
bumper sticker that says:
““Christians are not perfect—just
forgiven’’. Yet this great truth is
misunderstood by many people
who are not Christians and it is
misunderstood by people who are.
The reason for this misunderstan-
ding is that they believe Christians
are to be sinlessly perfect.

To correct this misunderstan-
ding, there are two observations
that must be made. These ob-
servations are: —

1. The New Testament affirms
that salvation is by the grace of God
not man’s attainment. Esphesians
2:8-9 says: ‘‘--By grace you have
been saved through faith; and that
not of yourselves, it is a gift of God;
not as a result of works, that no one

should boast.”” There are two
phrases in this text that must be
emphasized.

The first phrase is: ‘‘--By

grace--"". Salvation is by the grace
of God which is a demonstration of
the love of God that is unearned,
undeserved, and wunpayable.
Salvation is not the result of a
business transaction between God
and man. It is ‘‘--the free gift of
God--"’ that man receives. (Romans
6:23)

Then the second phrase is:
‘‘.-Through faith--"". Salvation is
by the grace of God which is found
in Jesus Christ. And access to this
grace is ‘‘--through faith--"" in
Jesus Christ. Such a faith is
tangible, expressing itself through
obedience and service to the Lord-
ship of Jesus Christ. (James

| 2:14-26) :

Salvation is rooted in the grace of
God not the perfection of man.

2. The grace of God is a

continuous need in the lives of
Christians. Someone has observed
that there are only two types of
sinners—Ilost and saved. Christians
are not people who are sinlessly
perfect. Rather they are forgiven
sinners—forgiven by their obedient
faith in Jesus Christ.

For example, consider the
Apostle Paul. This man is usually
idolized as a ‘‘super christian”’.
But he evaluated himself by
saying: ‘‘--1 was formerly a
blasphemer and persecutor--"’ and
then he said: “‘It is a trustworth
statement, deserving full acceptan-
ce, that Christ Jesus came into the
world to save sinners, among
whom I am foremost of all.”” (I
Timothy 1:13,15)

Notice the change of tense that
the Apostle Paul used. He changed
from past to present. He said:
“*--Christ Jesus came into the world
to
save sinners, among whom I am
foremost of all.”” The Apostle Paul
realized that he had daily sins, but
he also realized that these sins
could be forgiven. He said: “*--Yet
for this reason I found mercy, in
order that in me as the foremost,
Jesus Christ might demonstrate
His perfect patience, as an example
for those who would believe in Him
for eternal life. (I Timothy 1:16)

For Christians, the grace of God
is not only the purging power for
past sins. It is the purging power
for present sins. Christians are
saved by the grace of God and it is
the grace of God that keeps them
saved.

The bumper sticker is correct!
Christians are not perfect; they are
forgiven—by the grace of God.
