From the Minister’s Desk:

May 25, 1787 through September
17, 1787, are probably some of the
most important dates in the history
of this nation. On May 25th,
delegates from the thirteen
colonies met in Philadelphia to
discuss the creation of a new plan
of national government. After win-
ning their independence from
England, the colonies had a plan of
national government that was
called the Articles of Con-
federation. With this plan each
colony functioned like an indepen-
dent country because there was no
central governmental authority.

For this reason the delegates
wrote a new plan of national
government which they called the
Constitution of the United States.
This plan established a balanced
national government, dividing
authority among three independent
branches—the executive, the
legislative, and the judicial. And on
September 17, 1787, the majority of
the delegates signed the
Constitution.

After signing the Constitution,
the delegates then decided that
each colony should hold a conven-
tion and review the new plan of
national government. It was also
decided that when three-fourths of
the colonies had ratified the
Constitution, its purposed national
government would be established.
But when the Constitution was
presented to some of these conven-
tions a serious problem arose.
Some of the colonies did not believe
that the Constitution guaranteed
the rights and liberties of in-
dividuals.

To solve this problem it was
decided that some amendments
would be added to the constitution
which would guarantee these rights
and liberties. These amendments
were the Bill of Rights. And when
they were added to the
Constitution, it was ratified by the
colonies and the national govern-
ment of the United States was
established.

Over two hundred years have
passed since the Constitution was
ratified, but the rights and liberties
that are stated in the Bill of Rights
are still guaranteed to American
citizens. While each of these rights
and liberties are deeply cherished,
none are cherished more deeply
than those stated in the first
amendment. This amendment
reads: ‘‘Congress shall make no
law respecting an establishment of
religion or prohibiting the free
exercise thereof; or abridging the
freedom of speech, or of the press;
or the right of the people peaceably
to assemble, and to petition the
government for a redress of
grievances.”’

Notice that one of the rights and
liberties that is guaranteed by this
amendments is "'--the freedom of
speech--"". And this freedom is
unconditional! Regardless of status
or station, a citizen of this nation is
guaranteed ‘‘--the freedom of
speech--"". Yet if this freedom is to

be thoroughly enjoyed there are
two relationships where it must be
allowed. These two relationships
are:--

Citizens to Government

In his Gettysburg Address,
President Abraham Lincoln
described the government of the
United States as a '‘--government
of the people, by the people, for the
people--"". Strictly speaking, the
United States government is a
representative government which
consists of elected officials who
represent the people. And these
officials are derelict if they do not
listen to the voice of the people who
elect them.

While these elected officials
have a responsibility to the people,
the people also have a respon-
sibility to these officials. These
officials should be respected. And
the most respectful people should
be Christians. Their respnsibility
was emphasized by the Apostle
Paul when he wrote: ‘‘--Rulers are
servants of God, devoting them-
selves to this very thing. Render to
all what is due them; tax to whom
tax is due; custom to whom custom;
fear to whom fear; honor to whom
honor.”” (Romans 13: 7-8)
Christians are not commanded to
like elected officials, but they are
commanded to respect them.

In the relationship between
citizens and the government, the
citizens should respect the officials
that they elected. And the officials
should honor one of these citizens

most cherished liberties—the
freedom of speech.
Citizen to Citizen

With freedom of speech citizens
have the privilege of dissent with
other citizens. And they should be
able to use this privilege without
the fear of reprisal or injury. Yet
there are some citizens who ap-
parently believe that they can deny
this privilege to the citizens who
disagree with them. For example,
they try to shout down those
citizens who disagree with them or
they try to force them into silence.
This is a perversion of the freedom
of speech!

Perhaps the best description of
the freedom of speech and its
privilege of dissent was given by
the person who said: ‘'l may not
agree with what you say, but I will
die for your right to say it."" This is
the attitude that should charac-
terize the relationship between the
citizens of this nation.

At the conclusion of the
Constitutional Convention in
1787, it is reported that a woman
approached Benjamin Franklin and
ask: ‘‘Sir, what have you given
us?"" The reply of Franklin was:
““You have a republic, madame. If
you can keep it.”" To keep this great
nation it is absolutely essential that
its citizens are given the rights and
liberties that are guaranteed in the
Constitution.

She enjoys helping Mama do the
cooking but hates to help shell and
snap beans, matter of fact she don’t
even like them when cooked but is
learning to as Mama puts a few of this
and a few of that on her plate and she
finally gets it down. That’s the way all
our children were raised just learning
to like a food that they thought wuz
yuckie when they first tasted it.

Have you noticed how fast we are
trying to destroy ourselves, golly we
have more pollutants in the air than it
can hardly stand and trying to make
more. Seems like the smarter we get
the dumber we are.
