From The Minister's Desk: 
In the 1970's there was a 

popular song that was entitled, 
"What The World Needs 
Now". It contained lyrics that 
said:-- 

"What the world needs now 
is love, sweet love, 

No--not just 	for some but 
for everyone; 

Lord, we don't need another 
mountain, 

There are mountains and 
hillsides enough to climb, 

Enough to last 'till the end 
of time. 	 • 

What the world needs now 
is love, sweet love; 

No--not just for some, but 
for everyone 

It's the only thing that 
there's just too little of." 

I agree! 'The world needs 
love, but what exactly is this 
love that the world needs? In 
my opinion the world needs 
the quality of love that the 
Greek language calls agape. 

In the English language, 
there is only one word for 
love and this word is used to 
describe various feeling and 
emotions. But the Greek 
language, the language in 
which the new Testament was 
written, is a more exact 
language than is the English 
language. For example, while 
the English language has only 
one word for love, the Greek 
language has four words. One 
of these words is agape. 

This love is defined as "an 
earnest and anxious desire for, 

and an active and beneficieht 
interest in, the well-being of 
other people." Notice that 
agape is active not passive. It 
is not merely a good feeling. 
Rather 	agape 	is 	a 
demonstrative love that actively 
seeks the well-being of other 
people. 

In my opinion, this is the 
quality of love that the world 
needs. For example, it is the 
quality of love that a 	small 
boy recently needed when he 
wandered away from his paren-
ts and fell into a motel 
swimming pool. As the boy 
frantically cried for help, a 
man, who was sunbathing at 
the pool, watched indifferently 
as the small boy finally sank 
and drown. The young boy's 
parents were so upset by the 
man's extreme indifference 
that they filed a lawsuit against 

him. But the court reluctantly 
ruled that the man had no 
legal responsibility to save the 
boy. 

You and I apparently have 
the legal right to be indif-
ferent to the world and its 
needs. We are not obligated 
to respond. But while our in-
difference may not be illegal, 
it is not love. 

The song is correct. The 
world does need love, but is 
needs real love. The world 
needs agape.

If small grain is 
chemically killed, the herbicide must 
be applied before the seeded species 
germinates. 

In the last two years we have found 
out that spraying your dead litter crop 
has been the most effective way to kill 
dead litter and controlling weeds. The 
explanation is this, you can mix a 
weedkiller herbicide with the herbi-
cide that is used to kill your dcadlitter.

About 500 county and district 
clerks and their staff members took 
part in the 18th Annual County and 
District Clerks Seminar here March 
19-21. 

The seminar, "Back to the Basics", 
was designed to cover the major 
duties and responsibilities of both 
district and county clerks. 

Paul Topper, Wheeler County 
District Clerk, said highlights of the 
seminar included discussions on 
Family Law, Criminal Felony Law, 
Civil Procedures and Texas Local 
Government Records Act. 

Speakers from the areas of civil 
procedures, both criminal misde-
meanor and criminal felony proced-
ures, probate matters and family law 
procedures presented latest informa-
tion as it relates to work of county and 
district clerks. 

Clerks who attended all seminar 
sessions covering work responsibili-
ties were awarded 11 hours toward the 
20 hours of continuing education 
-reti;,..hey are required to earn every 
two years. The educational credits 
were managed by the Continuing 
Education Office of Texas A&M 
University. 

The seminar was planned and 
conducted by the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service's V.G. Young 
Institute of County Government in 
cooperation with the County and 
District Clerks' Association of Texas. 

John A. Gilmartin, Extension 
Service coordinator for the V.G. 
Institute, and Joe Rothe, Extension 
Service specialist, arranged separate 
training sessions for county and 
district clerk groups and also helped 
arrange combined general seminar 
sessions. 

The two specialists indicated the 
1990 Seminar provided latest cutting 
edge information for county and 
district officials. 

"The training effort was practical 
and dealt with timely topics. It was 
one of the best conducted," said 
Gilmartin.

Texans aged 65 or older can 
postpone paying delinquent and 
current property taxes on their home- 
steads by taking advantage of a tax 
option called over - 65 deferral. The 
elderly homeowner simply signs a 
deferral affidavit at their local County 
Appraisal District office. • 

This special form of tax relief can 
also halt a lawsuit already filed to 
collect delinquent property taxes of an 
older Texan's homestead, according 
to Larry M. Schoenhals, chief appra- 
iser of the Wheeler County appraisal 
District. To stop a delinquent tax suit, 
Schoenhals said, the over - 65 
homeowner files the deferral affidavit 
with the court in which the suit is 
pending. 

"This law means that, if the proper 
affidavit is on file, an older homeown-
er cannot lose a homestead because of 
delinquent taxes," Schoenhals said. 

Once a homeowner files an over - 65 
tax deferral affidavit with the appra- 
isal district, no taxing unit can initiate 
or. pursue a suit for delinquent taxes 
as long as that person owns and lives 
in that homestead. 

Shoenhals stressed, though, that 
tax deferral for the elderly only 
postpones paying delinquent taxes on 
the• homestead; it does not cancel 
them. During the deferral period. 
taxes and delinquent interest continue 
to add up, he said. "When the elderly 
taxpayer no longer owns or lives in the 
home, those accrued amounts become 
due. Taxing units can then sue to 
collect all the deferred tax and 
interest." 

While a penalty may not be 
imposed on the delinquent taxes 
during the deferral period, the filing 
of the deferral affidavit will not 
forgive penalties which were already 
due. Also. -an additional penalty 
associated with referring the account 
to a delinquent tax attorney may be 
charged if taxes remain delinquent 
more than 90 days after the deferral 
ends. 

Forms for filing a tax deferral 
affidavit are available at the appraisal 
district office. "The homeowner 
should fill out the form and have the 
signature w ;messed by a notary 
public." Schoenhals said. For more 
information, taxpayers may contact 
the Wheeler County Appraisal 
District. Box 1200. Wheeler, 
826-5900.
