The Breast Cancer Screening 
Project of the Don and Sybil Harring-
ton Cancer Center and High Plains 
Baptist Hospital of Amarillo will 
continue community outreach clinics 
for early detection of breast cancer. 

Funding is available through the 
Texas Cancer Council for screening 
mammography for Texas residents 
qualifying for financial assistance. 

Early detection of breast cancer is 
the major goal of cancer control for 
each woman seen in the clinic.

From The Minister's Desk: 
As a young minister I 

served for several sessions as 
a Bible teacher at a summer 
youth camp which was located 
near San Antonio. And during 
one of these sessions a young 
girl made a statement that 
literally changed the nature of 
my ministry. Her statement 
was: "I have committed some 
terrible sins. I am sure that I 
have committed the unpar-
donable sin. I am sure that 
God can never forgive me." 

Like most young ministers, 
my teaching and preaching had 
emphasized two New Testament 
truths. The two truths were 
the reality of sin and the 
seriousness of sin. But this 
girl's statement caused me to 
do sonic serious study of the 
New Testament, asking: "While 
the New Testament teaches the 
reality of sin and the 
seriousness of sin, does it 
teach that sin can become un-
pardonable?" 

From this study of the New 
Testament I learned three im-
portant truths. These truths 
are: 

1. The New Testament 
teaches that people are saved 
by the grace of God. 
Ephesians 2:8-9 says: "--By 
grace you have been saved 
through faith and that not of 
yourselves, it is the gift of 
God; not as a result of works, 
that no one should boast." As 
this text clearly shows, people 
are saved by the grace of God 
not by their attainment. 

2. The New Testament 
teaches that there is a limit to 
the grace of God. Matthew 
12:31-32 records that Jesus 
said: "--I say to you, any sin 
and blasphemy shall be 
forgiven men, but blasphemy 
against the Spirit shall not be 
forgiven. And whoever shall 
speak a word against the Son 
of Man, 1, shall be forgiven 
him; but whoever shall speak 

against the Holy Spirit, it shall 
not be forgiven him, either in 
this age or in the age to 
come." With these lucid 
statements, Jesus Chirst, who 
was God's substitutionary 
atonement for the sins of 
people, emphasized that there 
was a limit to the grace of 
God. 

3. The new Testament 
teaches that the grace of God 
is limited by the unwillingness 
of people to repent not by 
God's willingness to forgive. 
Hebrews 6:4-6 says: "For in 
the case of those who have 
once been enlightened and 
have tasted of the heavenly 
gift and have been made par-
takers of the Holy Spirit, and 
have tasted the good word of 
God and the powers of the " 
age to come, and then have 
fallen away, it is impossible to 
renew them again to repentan-
ce, since they again crucify to 
themselves the Son of God, 
and put Him to open shame." 
It is not impossible for God to 
forgive the sins of people, but 
"--it is impossible to renew--" 
some people "--to repentanc-
ce--". And since these people 
refuse 	to 	repent 	the 
forgiveness of their sins is im-
possible. 

I will always be indebted to 
a little girl who attended a 
summer camp session where I 
was a Bible teacher. Because 
of some statements about the 
sins of her life, I restudied 
what the new Testament 
teaches about sin. And this 
study changed the nature of 
my ministry. I still teach the 
reality of sin and the 
seriousness of sin. But 1 also 
teach that sin—any sin—can 
be forgiven by the grace of 
God if people are willing to 
repent and accept God's grace.

My husband and 1 feel that an

We were camped at Lake Proctor 
with lots of other campers on the 
morning of April 25, 1990. It had been 
raining off and on for about a week. 
However on the nite of the 24th we 
had been taken to the tornado shelters 
by the gate keepers at the park in 
which we were staying, they (gate 
keepers) told us that we would be 
O.K. on our campsites for the night, 
but around 4:00 a.m. on the 25th we 
were awakened by other campers that 
water was rising fast and we needed 
to get out. We immediately hooked up 
to our trailer, leaving lots of personnal 
stuff behind, and only by having a 
diesel truck was we able to get out 
wading water chest deep. Our 
brother-in-law (Roy Thompson) from 
Amarillo was unable to get his 
motorhome out as was lots of other 
units. Lots of people were trapped 
with rising water in an even lower part 
of the park. After your good citizen 
Hiram Whitener of Box 596, Wheeler, 
Texas 79096 got his things secured, he 
put his boat back into the water and 
took all the life preservers that could 
be located down to these people that 
were already on top of their motor-
homes and trailers trying to stay alive 
until help came. Hiram with the help 
of another young man began bringing 
as many as he could at a time to 
safety. This was being done while we 
were waiting on the Army Corps of 
Engineers (the agency that created 
the lake) to get help of any kind.

Lovegrass Mortality, 
The Winter of 1989 

The winter of 1989-90 overall was 
mild. One extremely cold spell 
gripped the arca for approximately 
one week in December. This one week 
period was detrimental to grass 
stands in Wheeler County - especially 
Weeping lovegrass. 

Evidence that lovegrass was 
damaged began to appear-  during the 
month of March. The days had been 
warm, and some moisture had been 
received. Lovegrass normallx has 
some green shoots at this time, but 
none were visible. Theories began to 
be made concerning lovegrass and the 
extent of the damage. The lovegrass 
plants had no green showing, but the 
roots and stems indicated that the 
plants were not dead. The main theory 
was that although the days were 
warm, the nights were still cool; thus 
the ground temperature remained too 
cool for grass to green-up. This theory 
proved false when Plains bluestem 
and native grasses, which require 
warmer soil temperatures, began to 
green-up. 

Another theory was that a plant 
virus had invaded the affected love-
grass. Almost every field of lovegrass 
had some living vegetation mixed in 
with the dead. This is typical of an 
area infected with a virus. 

The main culprit, winter kill, was 
largely ignored until local producers 
began pointing out that lovegrass was 
alive and doing well where warm oil, 
warm gas. or steam lines were buried 
a foot or so beneath the ground. The 
warmth from these lines apparently 
prevented the roots from freezing 
during the cold spell in December. 

Practically all of the lovegrass 
pastures in Wheeler County suffered 
some damage during last winter. 
Some damage has also been observed 
in other grass. A few plains bluestem 
pastures will need to be replanted. 
Some native grass suffered damage, 
but no reseeding appears to be 
needed at this time. An estimated 
50% of lovegrass pastures may need 
to be replanted. With the good 
moisture that has been received this 
year, the pastures that received 
minimal damage should be able to 
re-establish themselves.
