March 1, 1993, is the deadline for 
applying for scholarships from the Sybil 
B. Harrington Merit Scholarship fund.

From The Minister's Desk:  
A former college classmate of 

mine, Gary Beauchamp, recently 
wrote a thought-provoking article 
about Christmas. The title of this 
article was: "What About Christmas" 
and it said: - - - 

"For years I have heard contro-
versial discussions over Christ-
mas—to celebrate or not to celebrate 
seems to be the question. Perhaps 
a historical picture would clear the 
matter." 

"The early Christians did not know 
when Jesus was born. For the first 
century church, no special date was 
observed. In the second century a 
controversy arose over the reality of 
the human, Christ. With all good 
intentions, some Christians began 
celebrating a feast day on January 6 
as the baptismal date of Jesus to 
prove that Jesus was only a divine 
spirit. To counteract this false prac-
tice, other Christians began to cel-
ebrate on January 6 and later on 
December 25 the coming into the 
world of the divine spirit as a physi-
cal entry—thus Jesus' birthday. This 
historical connection was apparently 
very important to Christians to con-
firm the teaching of Paul in Phil. 2:7 
that 'Christ Jesus—emptied Him-
self, taking the form of a slave, being 
born in the likeness of men."' 

"All in all, the Christmas season is 
a special time of reflection; how-
ever, in view of .  Jesus' position of 
power, we must also remember in 
Gal. 4:10-11 Paul chided the 
Galatians not to establish 'Special 
Days'for religious observance. Paul 
was warning the Galatians, we must 
never lose sight of the appropriate 
celebration for the church—every 
Sunday is the Lord's Day when we 
remember His sacrifice, His cross, 

His death, His triumphal resurrec-
tion to assure our salvation. This is 
the Gospel and the Good news is 
joy." 

"I must say quickly, however. that 
the historical necessity for a day to 
remind the world of the coming of 
Christ fills a contemporary need to-
day. The world must be told Jesus is 
not a figment of imagination, aghost, 
a historical misnomer—He lived! He 
lives today." 

"His coming brings to this time of 
the year stouter smiles, kinder 
hearts, nearness and dearness to 
loved ones, happy children, thought-
ful consideration, pure unselfish giv-
ing and a special nature of love 
abounding from heart to heart. Truly 
the words of the angels on Jesus' 
birthday, whatever day that was, 
are still proclaimed to a world hun-
gry for its message, Peace on earth, 
good will toward men. Let the bells 
ring! Breathe the enchanting music 
that fills the air! Revel in the warmth 
and good cheer that wells in your 
heart and soul! Christ is born, He 
lived, He died for us as Christians 
that is the best news, the -word of 
pure joy."

Notice is hereby given that North Plains Electric Cooperative. Inc. (tho-Utility") intends 

to change rates for electric utility service effective March 9, 1993, or as soon thereafter 
as may be permitted by law. The Utility has not had a rate increase since 1983. Based 
upon a test year ending December 31, 1991, the increase requested over actual test year 
revenues is $369,472 or 4.67%. The changes are applicable to all areas, all customer 
classes, and all customers served by the Utility. 

The Utility proposes to change all rates for residential, irrigation, small commercial, 

large commercial, including demand, energy, minimum and other charges. The pro-
posed changes are expected to affect the classes as follows: for the 2,997 customers in 
the general service 1-phase class, the proposed increase will be $75,178 or a 3.50% 

change in revenues; for the 357 customers in the general service 3-phaso class, the 
proposed increase will be $15,183 or a 3.50% change in revenues; for the 70 customers 
in the irrigation class the proposed increase will be $15,252 or a 4.97% change in 
revenues; for the 419 customers in the sprinklers and tailwater pump class, the proposed 
increase will be $20,200 or a 10.00% cLange in revenues; for the 120 customers in the 
largo power class, the proposed increase will be $103.661 or a 3.50% change in 
revenues; for the 9 customers in the Perryton water works class, the proposed increase 
will be $4,889 or a 6.18% change in revenues; for the 961 customers in the oil well 
pumping class, the proposed increase will be $129,944 or a 7.71% change in revenues; 

and for the 190 customers in the lighting class the proposed increase will be $5,165 or 

a 7.26% change in revenues.

The Food Security Act of 1985 man-
dated that producers who farm highly 
erodible land should have an ap-
proved implemented by January 1, 
1995. Most farmers are actively ap-
plying their plans, which deal primarily 
with high residue crops and maintain-
ing sufficient residues for erosion 
control. Other practices included in 
the plan need to be completed as 
scheduled. 

Terrace maintenance needs to be 
performed if the effective height is less 
than one foot or any breaks occur. 
Waterways and diversions are sched-
uled for many farms in 1993. Grass 
seeding was planned for extremely 
sandy soil or on lovegrass pastures 
that had frozen out. Annual high resi-
due crops are allowed for two years 
prior to planting grass. Surface rough-
ening/Emergencytillage is included in 
all plans in the event that insufficient 
residues are present to control wind 
erosion. 

Each producer is responsible for 
following his or her plan. Random 
spot checks are conducted each year 
to verify compliance. If you have 
questions concerning your plan or any 
aspect of the plan, contact your SCS 
off ice. 

FSA Plan Practices Must 
Be Completed By 1995 

There are producers, who are doing 
a fine job in implementing their plan 
before 1995 deadline. There are also 
some producers, who have yet to do 
anything. These producers who refuse 
to do anything could jeopardize their 
government payments. Many of those 
farmers depend on those governments 
payments. SCS will suggest to all 
farmers to have a plan develop on all 
of their farmland. Your local Soil Con-
servation Service is doing their very 
best to keep all farmers in compliance 
with the Food Security Act of 1985. 

These are some things that a farmer 
could do: First of all, notify SCS & 
ASCA on all of the farmland that is 
own or lease. Notify SCS if you don't 
understand the contents in your plan. 
Begin to complete all practices which 
is scheduled in the plan. 

Your local Soil Conservation Ser 
vice encourage farmers to come by 
the office to discuss their conserva-
tion plan. The SCS crew will be look-
ing forward in seeing you. For more 
information contact the SCS at 826-
3565 or 826-3566.
