CENTER 4-H GIRLS DOING
EXCEPTIONAL WORK

Some exceptional work is
done by 4-H club girls in the Center
community, according to Miss Dalton
Burleson, home demonstration agent.
They are using sewing and garden-
ing as their projects now.

Frankie Beaty member of the Cen-
ter Girls 4-H club has hemmed a cup
towel, made an apron, three under-
garments, remodeled one garment,
made two children’s garments, and

has bought the material for her
smock. She has also checked her

health chart once each week.

In her garden she has planted
onions, beans and English peas and
has canned one quart greens.

Two aprons, three cup towels and
two undergarments have already
lven made by Juliette Richardson,
member of the Center Girls 4-H club.
She has also checked her health

chart once each week to improve her |
food and health habits as well as to |

be more careful in her grooming.
Ten quarts of beet pickles and one
quart of preserves have been made

during the past month by Hazel Bur- |

rell, member of the Center 4-H club.
For making the beet pickles she used
the extension service recipe given her
by the home demonstration agent, as
follows:

Pickled Beets

The beets should be young, tender,
practically free from cracks, peeled,
and with defects trimmed, uniform
size 1'; to 1'2 inches in diameter
and good color. Sort beets, putting
those of uniform size together. Cut
the tops, leaving about two inches of
the stem and roots on, until after
cooking. Steam under 15 pounds pres-
ure 15 to 20 minutes (or cook until
tender). Peel, trim, and drop while
hot in vinegar, which has previously
been prepared and is hot. For this
spiced vinegar use 1 gallon 4% vine-
car, 5 cups sugar and 5 teaspoons of
mixed spices. Tie spices in a bag.
Mix sugar, vinegar and spices. Let
simmer about half an hour for the
spices to infuse. Drop beets in and
let boil three minutes. Remove spice
bag, pack jars with beets and cover
with hot vinegar. Seal immediately
and place where they will cool quick-
ly. Use only glass.

One cuptowel, one undergarment, a
bonnet, and two slips remodeled, is
the sewing completed by Dora Ogle,
member of the Girls 4-H club of Cen-
ter. She has bought material for her
slip which she will complete this
month. Dora has also made a plant-
ing box and planted her garden.
