Action Alternative on TTC-35 en-
vironmental analysis 

Texas Department of Transpor-
tation (TxDOT) officials an-
nounced Wednesday that, in re-
sponse to citizen comments re-
ceived during the environmental 
review of Trans-Texas Corridor-35, 
the department has recom-
mended the No Action Alternative 
on the TTC-35 environmental 
study to the Federal Highway Ad-
ministration (FHWA). This recom-
mendation by TxDOT will effec-
tively end efforts to develop TTC-
35 through the Trans-Texas Cor-
ridor concept. 

It will take another three to six 
months to complete the TTC-35 
Tier One Final Environmental Im- 

pact Statement (FEIS). Once the 
No Action Alternative is approved 
by FHWA, copies of the FEIS will 
be circulated throughout the study 
area for comment. After the re-
quired review and comment period 
is completed, and the comments 
are analyzed, the FHWA will issue 
a Record of Decision (ROD), 
which will officially conclude the 
environmental process for TTC-
35. 

"The National Environmental 
Policy Act (NEPA) was signed into 
law for a reason: to make sure that 
proposed infrastructure develop-
ment does not impose undue en-
vironmental stress on our citizens, 
our economy or our environment," 
said Amadeo Saenz, TxDOT ex-
ecutive director, `Today's an-
nouncement shows that the pro-
cess works.

Snowfall In Texas, 
Okla. Panhandles 

The Texas and Oklahoma Pan-
handles on average receive much 
more snowfall than areas further 
to the east. This is mainly a fac-
tor of the higher terrain. Amarillo 
sits at about 3700 feet above sea 
level, while Oklahoma City is only 
about 1300 feet above sea level. 
The higher elevation keeps tem-
peratures cooler and allows snow 
to fall during a wider range of 
months. On this page you will find 
answers to several commonly 
asked questions about snowfall in 
the Panhandles. 

1. What is the average annual 
snowfall? 

2. What is the earliest measur-
able snowfall? 

3. What is the latest measur-
able snowfall? 

4. When does the first inch of 
snow usually fall? 

5. What is the greatest amount 
of snow to fall in a season? 

6. What is the least amount 
of snow to fall in a season? 

7. What is the average annual 
snowfall? 

Snowfall in the Texas and Okla-
homa Panhandles varies greatly 
and is highly dependent upon el-
evation. Generally snowfall on 
the higher terrain of the Llano 
Estacado to the west of the Ca-
prock Escarpment is greater than 
areas farther east due to the avail-
ability of colder air. However, 
other factors like the availability of 
moisture also impact the annual 
snowfall. Areas further east gen-
erally are more moist and can pro-
duce heavy snowfall totals if 
enough cold air is also available. 
Amarillo averages 17.9 inches of 
snow annually. Below is a map 
of average annual snowfall based 
on the period 1971-2000. Obser-
vations were taken primarily by 
volunteer cooperative weather 
observers.

Faced with deteriorating pave-
ment quality scores and growing 
congestion, the Texas Depart-
ment of Transportation (TxDOT) 
was required to return more than 
S742 million to the federal govern-V 
ment Wednesday as part of an 
$8.708 billion rescission of high-
way project programming author-
ity.

	Rescissions, or reductions in 
the funding allotted by legislation, 
are not new. Historically, rescis-
sions have been flexible, allowing 
states to decide which spending 
categories to reduce. This allows 
TxDOT to limit their impact on the 
state's planned funding levels. 

• 
The language included in the 

Energy Independence and Secu-
rity Act of 2007 has made rescis-
sions much less flexible. States 
must instead reduce each spend-
ing category by a specific amount, 
including the equity bonus cat-
egory, which is designed to bring 
each state's share of highway 
funding more in-line with the pro-
portion of gas tax dollars paid into 
the system by that state. This re-
sults in a reduction in Texas' obli-
gation authority and causes 
TxDOT to award fewer contracts. 

*In the past, we've worked hard 
to minimize the impact of rescis-
sions on Texas drivers,•TxDOT*s 
Chief Financial Officer James 
Bass said. *For this rescission, 
however, the limited flexibility of-
fered and sheer magnitude of it 

• has translated into our ability to 
award contracts being reduced at 
a time when our communities 
need transportation funding to 
improve mobility and enhance 
economic opportunity.* 

Congress attempted to repeal 
the rescission while extending the 

S current surface transportation pro-
gram, also known as SAFETEA-
LU. Their efforts were unsuccess-
ful. 

As part of this rescission, Texas 
was required to return $1.9 mil-
lion to make up for a shortfall in 
the amount to be returned from 
the state of Nevada. Prior to this 
rescission. TxDOT had already 
been required to return approxi-
mately $1.2 billion to Washington. 
Together, the rescinded amount 
since 2006 equals about 5260 per 
Texas household.

Groundwater Topic 
For Cattle Raisers 

CATTLE RAISERS ADOPT 
GROUNDWATER POLICY 

The Texas and Southwestern 
Cattle Raisers Association 
(TSCRA) today adopted policy 
calling for the reaffirmation of the 
ownership of groundwater as a 
vested, real property right. The 
TSCRA Board of Directors over-
whelmingly approved the policy 
at its 2009 fall meeting in Austin. 

"As the debate over groundwa-
ter ownership continues, it is cru-
cial that the property rights of land-
owners be protected," said 
TSCRA President Dave Scott. 

"The ownership of ground-
water is a fundamental and 
legal property right that landown-
ers have," Scott continued. 
"TSCRA urges the Legislature to 
reaffirm the ownership of ground-
water in place as a vested, 
real property right and supports a 
regulatory system that recognizes 
that right." 

Texas courts have continually 
reaffirmed that landowners have 
a vested property right of ground-
water in place. However, recent 
legal actions have challenged this 
right.
