Rucker Reports Receipt of $2,041 
as Last Part for 1936-3“ 

School Term

Announcement from the office of 
B. T. Rucker, county superintendent, 
states that the last part of the 
salary aid for rural schools for the 
1936-37 term was received this week. 
This amounted to $2,041.00.

Continuing, the superintendent ad­
vises all high school officials in­
terested in salary aid for the ninth 
month of last year’s term that the 
matter has been taken up with Dr. 
L. A. Woods, state superintendent, 
and a ruling on the question is ex­
pected soon.

The county available of 50 cents 
per scholastic has been apportioned 
to the various school districts of the 
county from the county available 
fund during the past week.

A  word of warning is found in the 
following paragraph of a news re­
lease from the superintendent’s of­
fice: It has been called to the at­
tention of the County School board 
that many individuals, not eligible 
for such, have been riding the school 
busses. The board has issued an 
order that no one shall be allowed 
to ride on the busses except those 
eligible to draw state money.

A t a recent county-wide meeting 
of bus drivers, with Supt. Rucker 
presiding, the principal speaker was 
Patrolman J. L. Pingenot of the 
state department of safety. Pingenot 
emphasized the fact that drivers 
should comply with all phases of bus 
operation such as stopping clear of 
the roadway, giving correct signals 
to approaching drivers and other 
care designed to avoid accidents in­
sofar as possible.

The speaker also referred to the 
responsibility of motorists in regard 
to school busses, urging strict com­
pliance with regulations applying to 
them.

Attending th e  meeting w e r e  
several other county officials, includ­
ing County Attorney Homer Moss, 
who spoke briefly on the law and ex­
pressed his intention of full co-oper­
ation in an effort to save the lives 
of school children and to avoid the 
imposition of unnecessary fines upon 
the public. v

“ We favor a permanent farm pro­
gram, looking forward to the stabil­
ization of crop prices and conserva­
tion of soil resources and placing of 
agriculture on equal basis with other 

! groups.
“We favor a production control 

i feature that will hold production in 
line with the demand of domestic 

s and export consumption and at the 
1 same time safeguard the consumer 
against a shortage.

"W e favor a parity price.
“We favor a loan feature on ex­

cess commodities produced during 
favorable years so these commod­
ities may be carried over for unfa­
vorable years.

“We favor a compulsory program.
“We favor the program being in 

the hands of the federal govern­
ment."

Similiar proposals h a v e  been 
drafted by farmers in other com­
munities and these will be presented 
to Jones by agricultural leaders of 
the county, at tomorrow’s meeting.

Briscoe Schools Get 
Improvement Project

Work Started Today on Extensive 
Sidewalk and Playgrounds 

Surfacing Program

Starting this morning, a PW A  im­
provement project on the Briscoe 
school grounds totaling approximately 
$1,800 got under way . Proposed im­
provements include 4.300 square feet 
of sidewalk, about 250 cubic yards 
of clay surfacing on croquet and 
tennis courts and relaying of 1,000 
feet of water line. This is according 
to a statement made to The Times 
by W. V. Swinburn, superintendent 
of the Briscoe schools.

Twenty men. most if not all of 
them withdrawn from work on the 
highway east of Wheeler, will be em­
ployed on the Briscoe project. It Is 
believed that, with favorable weather 
conditions, the job should be com­
pleted in about three weeks.

Lynn Gott, of Wheeler, time­
keeper and assistant to W. Veale on 
the road work before mentioned, will 
supervise the Briscoe operations.

“THE REST OF THE  
RECORD”

By JAMES V. ALLRED  
Governor of Texas

This past week I met with certain 
members of the senate committee 
which has been studying state ex­
penditures. According to some news­
paper articles we don’t need any new 
tax money; also, that the comptrol­
ler and treasurer have said our def­
icit was only 10 million dollars. The 
State Auditor has fixed it at 15 mil­
lion dollars as of Sept. 1 of this year; 
at approximately 20 million dollars 
Sept. 1, 1938; and approximately 24 
million dollars Sept. 1, 1939. if no 
new taxes were levied.

When I  met with members of the 
senate committee we had the state 
auditor and a representative of the 
state comptroller with us. It de­
veloped that the comptroller’s figures 
and the treasurer's figures were 
based on an actual deficit at the 
time but that they were not taking 
into consideration appropriations and 
expenditures that have already been 
made and not yet charged on the 
books just because the warrants had 
not been issued for them.

For instance, they hadn't taken 
into consideration an appropriation 
of $821,000.00 for an insane asylum 
in West Texas. The board of control 
has already located this hospital at 
Big Springs, where the people voted 
a bond issue to furnish the land and 
water supply; and the board is pre­
paring to let the contract for the 
building now. Certainly no one 
could argue that items of this kind 
are not chargeable against the state 
for which money should not be rais­
ed. At the end of the conference 
the representative of the comptrol­
ler’s department agreed with the 
state auditor’s figures, so there is no 
actual difference.

• • •
Some members o f the senate com- 

: mittee have been quoted as saying 
that we should cut appropriations 
down and consolidate departments. I 
pointed out to them that at the be­
ginning of the regular session I re­
commended department consolida­
tions and stated that I  could not re­
commend increases in appropriations, 
other than a little over a million dol­

la rs  for the insane asylums. These 
recommendations of mine were ig­
nored. Efforts to consolidate certain 
departments of government were 
killed in committee, and appropria­
tions were substantially increased 

! without revenues being provided.
* • •

The time to cut appropriations was 
during the regular session. The ap­
propriations have now gone into ef­
fect. Our schools and colleges, for 
instance, have acted on these appro­
priations and entered into contracts 
with teachers which are binding on 
the state. The board of control has 
advertised for bids on buildings 
authorized in these appropriations. 
Now, it would be manifestly unfair,
