WASHINGTON ~Probably the higgest surpriss
when the 1040 census figures are in will be the In-
croano in the number of women In the lubor force,

Ewtimates already are running around 8,000,000,
That moans there are 3,000,000 more jobs that are
fillad or could be filled by women workers than In
1659, Figuratively speaking, 3,000,000 additional wo-
men In the last 10 years have turned thelr basks on
housewifory and cast themselves on the auction block
of Inbor,

The reasons are numerous. The depression years
had a tripleplay effect: (1) Dwindling family In-
comea drove the ladies to pounding the pavements
and reading the Help Wanted; (2) when the men of

women had to find employment or the family starv.
ed; (3) thousands of marringes were postponed In-
definitely and many of the brides-to-be became
brides-never-to-be (thelr fiances “outgrew them"” —
finally selected younger women) and sought solace
and sustenance in work.

AND FURTHERMORE—

There are other reasons, The spread of birth
lcontrol, as evideneed by the rapldly falling birth
rate, left more thousands necessarily seeking rn in-
terest in life outside the home. Contributing, too,
wns the great increase In housekeeping gadgots, re-
leasing women from dawn-to-dark household dutles.
And the rise of “cash economy”—a realization of the
saving involved io having cash on hand to purchase
from stores and companiss that had no eredit sys-
tem or made lberal discounts for cash.

There is one other factor worth mentioning:
Spread of the knowledge among employers that for
many jobs womaen were eminently better equipped
and cheaper than men, The mechanical computation
machine Is an example. At thls, women were found
to be more meccurate, steadler, neater, less Inclined
to rebel against lack of advancement, and contented
with less pay than were men. There are hundreds
of other flelds where the same rules were found to
apply. The result: n greater deln.‘nd for women.

No eity plcked at random can be sald, at this
point, to be typical. And the peopla who expect the
census experts are not basing thelr lusions on
South Bend, Ind., where a special consus already
has been taken. But It is significant that in that
city of approximately 100,000, there is an Increase
of almost 1,000 women in the labor force since 1930,
