Ballots on Referendum Next ISaturday, March 12

From the office of County Agent 
Jake  T arter it is learned tha t the 
referendum on cotton marketing 
quotas is to be held next Saturday, 
March 12, a t 10 polling places con­
veniently distributed throughout the 
county.

Local committeemen, with two 
farm er assistants, will be in charge 
of the voting places, open from 8:30 
a. m. to 7 p. m., and situated at the 
following points with local conven­
iences shown as follows:

Allison- Lumber yard.
Briscoe—Lumber yard.
Mobeetie—Justice of the peace of­

fice.
Wheeler — Commissioners c o u r t  

room.
Kelton—High school gymnasium.
Twitty—Tindall gin office.
Magic City—Church of Christ.
Heald—School house.
Shamrock Chamber of commerce.
Bethel—School house.
In compliance with regulations of 

the 1938 Agricultural Adjustment 
act, the referendum will be by secret 
ballot to determine w hether farmers 
favor or oppose m arketing quotas on 
next season's cotton crop.

The referendum was called after 
the secretary of agriculture in a 
series of findings discovered that the 
to tal supply of cotton for the 1937 
m arketing year exceeds by more 
than seven per cent the normal quan­
tity  for such m arketing year.

"It is very im portant tha t all cot- 
t n producers take part in this ref­
erendum," asserts Tarter, pointing 
out that the cotton quota plan will 
require a two-thirds favorable vote 
to become effective, or a one-third 
negative vote to be rejected. Thus, 
the true will of the cotton farmers 
can be ascertained only if practically 
all producers vote.

"Each farm er who has produced 
cotton in the year 1937, including 
landlords, should go to the polls and 
cast their secret ballot, whether they 
are opposed or in favor of the 
m arketing quota,” concluded Tarter.

Prospective County 
Farm Buyers Named

Quota of Five Designated by Com­
mittee Under Bankhead- 

Jones Program

Selected a short time ago by the 
local committee as prospective ten­
ant purchasers of farms of their own 
under the Bankhead-Jones Farm  
Tenant act, names of the five who 
comprise the Wheeler county quota 
were released this week by George 
C. Jones, local rehabilitation director

The men are Elmer L Hiltbrunner, 
Twitty; Verna B Hardcastle, Wheel­
er; Don P. Rives, Twitty; Paul W. 
Stauffer. Pakan. and George V . 
Lamb, Wheeler

As pointed out by the Wheeler 
county supervisor, the county com­
mittee, composed of J. C. Moore and 
J. E. Willard. Wheeler, and M. A. 
Fillers, Twitty, has recommended 
these individuals to the regional di­
rector as tenant farmers who appear 
able to meet requirements of the 
farm purchase act

Final selection will depend upon 
approval of the regional director 
after full investigation of the pros­
pects, the farms desired, and other 
details.

The county committee are making 
a routine inspection today of farms 
under consideration for purchase in 
this program A total of eight tracts 
have been given preliminary listing. 
From this group the requisite five 
will likely be selected.

Clarence Clark of Van Zandt coun­
ty took head place this week in the 
procession of Texas tenant farm ers 
who will move into land ownership 
under the new Bankhead-Jones act. 
Clark was the first Texan tentative­
ly approved for a land purchase loan, 
and the second in the United States. 
When the land title is approved, he 
will get a check for $6,003.50 to buy 
and improve 141 acres

From more than 2,000 applicants, 
145 other purchasers are being select­
ed from the "cream of the tenants” 
by local committees in the 23 Texas 
counties in which the program is now- 
effective.

The Bankhead-Jones act cuts in­
terest to 3 per cent and extends time 
to 40 years, in addition to allowing 
purchase without a down payment. 
The risk involved in these more lib­
eral terms is being offset by careful 
selection of purchasers and land, and 
by supervision until the purchaser 
demonstrates ability to pay out, it is 
stated by officials of the Farm  Se­
curity administration, under which 
the new loans are being administered.

Clark has obtained option on the 
Van Zandt county farm which he 
expects to buy, and is asking $1,536 
to be included in the loan for im­
provements. in addition to the $4,467 
he will pay for the land. On this 
loan totaling 56,003, he will be re­
quired to pay annual installments of 
less than half the $600 which he has 
averaged annually as rent. FSA has 
helped him lay it out in five twenty- 
acre fields with plans for crop ro ta­
tion which will give five different 
cash crops each year and no crop 
grown on the same land two years in 
succession.

Clark thinks he ought to pay out 
the farm in 10 years, instead of tak ­
ing the 40 years which is permitted. 
He has practiced live-at-home farm ­
ing. along lines approved by the Ex­
tension Service, for many years. Last 
season his wife put up more than 500 
quarts of home-grown fruits and 
vegetables.

He owns six large w-ork animals 
and three complete sets of good plow- 
tools, as well as a small grain binder, 
two dairy cows, two brood sows, and 
a flock of 60 hens.

It was fun to me, but it seemed quite j 
serious to a lot of people.

“A number of cars were completely j 
covered by water. We were lucky in 
getting ours pushed out before it was 
too late. Then, too, other parts of 
the country were worse off than this 
immediate area.

“We live about two blocks from 
the ocean. So far. I have seen it ] 
every day. Dad went fishing the 
other day, but didn’t catch anything 
but a small shark. He does not know 
what he is going to do yet. He real­
ly hasn't had a chance to look 
around, and of course I  haven’t 
either. I  am going to look for work 
tomorrow.

There's one thing you doubtless 
have heard a lot of argument about, 
and which nobody has probably been 
able to explain to you. satisfactorily, 
and that is what effect, if any, the 
moon really has on farm crops and 
garden vegetables.

They say that 
if the moon can jerk the ocean 
around and cause tides to ebb and 
flow, it can cut some figure in vege­
table growth They’ve seen cucum­
bers run to vine and potatoes refuse 
to sprout, or to bear decent sized 
potatoes if they did sprout, because 
they were not planted according to 
the moon.

It is an old question, but it has 
never been explained. Science and 
the farm er work fairly well together 
in a lot of things, but when it comes 
to this thing of the moon figuring in 
plant life, they simply cannot agree.

That is why it is still, as it al­
ways has been, an interesting subject 
and one you can stir up an argu­
ment with as easily as you can by 
talking politics. Try it on the next 
farm er or gardener you meet and see 
for yourself.

Angle of Approach
(If you want to get the best 

and the most out of this lesson 
—and th a t’s just what real Bible 
students are after then stop 
right here and get your Bible.

Take another look at that thirty- 

fourth verse: "And Jesus . . . saw 
much people and was moved with 
compassion toward them, because 
they were as sheep not having a 
shepherd."

But, too often, only the dire need 
for physical things, or the pitiful lack 
of social or mental training in some, 
moves the hearts of Christians to 
action.

movement in adopting the following 
resolutions:

"Resolved; That the new farm bill 
be given an opportunity to prove its 
value and be given the opportunity 
to prove that it is workable.

"Resolved; That every cotton pro­
ducer who grew cotton in 1937 go to 
the polls on March 12 at their con­
venient voting place and cast their 
secret ballots, and that the Wheeler 
County Agricultural association ap­
prove of cotton m arketing quotas and 
urge its passage at this time to al­
low an opportunity for its trial. If 
it is not workable, it may be voted 
off for the 1939 cotton year."

Who Are Eligible?
Eligibility to vote is based on the 

following qualifications:
1. Only cotton farmers who were 

engaged in the production of cotton 
in 1937 are entitled to vote.

2. No cotton farmer, w hether in­
dividual. partnership, corporation, 
firm, association or o ther l e g a l  
entity, shall be entitled to more than 
one vote in the referendum, even 
though he may have been engaged in 
1937 in the production of cotton in 
two or more communities, counties 
or states.

3. There shall be no voting by 
proxies or agents, but a duly author­
ized officer of a corporation, firm, 
association or other legal entity  shall 
be allowed to cast its vote.

4. In case several persons, such as 
husband, wife and children, partici­
pated in the production of cotton in 
1937 under a lease or share-cropping 
agreement, only the person or per­
sons who signed or entered into the 
lease or share-cropping agreement 
shall be eligible to vote.

5. In the event two or more per­
sons engaged in producing cotton in 
1937 jointly, in common, or in com­
munity, each person shall be entitled 
to vote.

6. Since marketing quotas are not 
applicable to cotton the staple of 
which is ID  inches or more in length, 
a person who has engaged in the 
production of such cotton in 1937 
shall not be eligible to vote unless 
he has also engaged in the produc­
tion of cotton in 1937, the staple of 
which was less than H i  inches in 
length.

The fact is stressed tha t since this 
referendum is strictly concerned with 
cotton production, payment or non­
payment of poll tax has nothing to 
do with eligibility to vote.
