Interesting Address
by Oklahoma Senator

United States Senator Josh Lee of
Oklahoma brought to the people of
Wheeler county and the Texas Pan-
handle one of the most interesting
and informative addresses they have
been privileged to hear in a long
time, when he appeared at the Clark
Auditorium, Shamrock, Sunday night,
March 16, to officially open the St.
Patrick’s Day festivities.

Supt. W. C. Perkins introduced
Attorney Clayton Heare of Sham-
rock, who gave the welcome address |
to introduce the Panhandle’s own |
state senator, Grady Hazlewood, who |
presented the speaker of the eve-
ning.

Senator Lee prefaced his address
with an amusing and interesting
sketch of his early life in western
Oklahoma, t-lling of the hardships
and privations encountered by a
pioneer doctor-farmer’'s family in the
struggle to exist and gain an educa-
tion, making all the more unique the
speaker’s position today as one of
the nation's foremost orators and a
powerful figure in the United States|
senate.

Lee is heartily in favor of the ad-
ministration’s foreign policy, espe-
cially in regard to the lease-lend bill
and its aid to Britain. He paid a
glowing tribute to President Roose-
velt for his firm stand on foreign
affairs and unbounded knowledge of
world conditions.

Highlight of his speech was refer-
ence to England’'s navy standing be-
tween the young American fleet,
under Admiral Dewey, and the com-
bined superior fleets of Spain and
Germany in the battle of Manila
Bay, thereby aiding materially in
throwing the tide of battle in favor
of the United States. Comparison
was made to the present day amaz-
ing stand of the crippled British
navy against Nazi forces in the Eng-
lish channel, keeping Britain's coast
free of invasion and, by so doing,
again protecting the United States.

Lee declared the Atlantic Ocean,
without the English fleet's resist-
ance, would be transformed from a
protecting barrier for this country
into a “Highway of Invasion” over
which the German, French and Ital-
jian navies could sail unhindered to
land forces on the inadequately: pro-
tected 43,000 miles of American sea-
coast.

At the conclusion of his address,
Senator Lee was given a tremendous
ovation, every listener rising to pay
homage to a great statesman and
orator. The Superintendents and
Principals association and the St.
