Truck Driver Victim 
Motor Exhaust Fumes

Oklahoma Man Found Dead in Truck 
at Shamrock While Sleeping 

With Engine Running

The deadly effect of poison fumes 
in the exhaust of a gasoline engine 
was again illustrated Wednesday 
morning at Shamrock when a truck 
driver lost his life. The victim was 
J. D. Johnson, about 30 years old, 
of Tulsa. Okla., driver for the Wilson 
Trucking company with a load of oil 
field equipment.

Stopping near the Magnolia Ser­
vice station on Highway 66 early 
Tuesday night, Johnson told Price 
Barrett, operator of the station, that 
he was sleepy and wanted to take a 
nap, requesting Barrett to awaken 
him when closing up for the night.

Barrett closed the station about 
10 o'clock and aroused Johnson, who 
replied to him and started his motor. 
Having complied with the man's re­
quest, Barrett assumed he would be 
all right and went on home. Evi­
dently not fully awake or from some 
other cause, Johnson did not drive 
off.

Next morning the truck was ob­
served at the same location with an 
overheated engine, which was still 
running. Deputy Sheriff Chas. Bock 
and Patrolman C. W. West were 
notified and made an investigation, 
finding Johnson unconscious in the 
cab. He was taken to the General 
Hospital and efforts made to revive 
him, but without success.

At an inquest conducted by B. B. 
Walker, justice of the peace, cause of 
death was found due to carbon mon­
oxide gas from the engine, which 
had penetrated the stationary cab 
with fatal results to its occupant.

Mrs. H. E. Young, well-known and 
beloved Wheeler lady, passed away 
quite suddenly at 12:05 noon Mon­
day, after only a brief serious illness. 
Although her health had been failing 
for the past year, because of her 
quiet and retiring disposition to­
gether with little inclination to com­
plain or make her troubles known, 
even the immediate family hardly 
realized the seriousness of her con­
dition.

Friends and acquaintances were 
consequently deeply shocked upon 
learning of her death, and join in 
mourning the death of a faithful com­
panion, loving mother and splendid 
neighbor and citizen.

Miss Lake Edens was born Aug. 
25, 1894, in Collin county, Texas, 
and died March 24, 1941, in Wheeler, 
Texas, at the age of 46 years, six 
months and 26 days.

Dec. 2, 1916, she was married to 
H. E. Young at McKinney, Texas, 
and to this union were bom two 
children, Nerine and H. E.

The couple moved to Wheeler, 
Jan. 22, 1917, soon after their mar­
riage and had since made their home 
here with the exception of about two 
years spent in Pritchett, Colo., and 
a few months spent in San Angelo.

Mrs. Young had many close friends 
and everyone who knew her loved 
her for the wonderfully sweet life she 
lived and the sunshine she so willing­
ly gave to her family and neighbors.

She united with the Christian 
church at an early age.

Besides the devoted husband, she 
is survived by two children, Mrs. 
Nerine Carter, Houston, and H. E. 
jr., of San Angelo; her parents, Mr. 
and Mrs. R. W. Edens; two brothers, 
Reese and Ester Edens, McKinney; 
two sisters, Mrs. Blanche Tidwell 
and Mrs. J. T. Arnold, Dallas; two 
brothers, Carl Edens, Lexington, Ky., 
and Russell Edens, California, and 
two grandsons, Richard Wiley and 
Robert Elmer Carter, Houston, and 
a number of other relatives and a 
host of friends.

Funeral services were conducted at 
the Baptist church Tuesday after­
noon by Rev. A. C. Wood, assisted 
by Murray Fuquay, pastor of the 
church.

"Shortly after my arrival in Wash­
ington I contacted the Food Stamp 
division in the Department of Agri­
culture and have been in constant 
touch with them since, in an effort 
to secure the program for many Pan­
handle counties interested in the 
plan, including Wheeler county.

"Several conferences last week 
with the authorities in this depart­
ment indicated that we should have 
some degree of success within the 
near future. As you undoubtedly 
know, competition with other sec­
tions of the country has been ex­
ceedingly keen and those in charge 
of the program have not been able to 
give attention to even a portion of 
the requests.

"However, I am glad to say that 
our prospects for securing this pro­
gram in Wheeler county are picking 
up and I hope to be in position to 
give you something of a definite 
nature the latter part of this month.

"In the meantime, I will appreciate 
hearing from you or having any sug­
gestions which you or the members 
of the commissioners court, or any 
other interested parties, might wish 
to make.”

The Food Stamp program has 
been referred to at various times in 
these columns during recent w’eeks 
with considerable detail concerning 
its plan of operation. It has appar­
ently proven quite successful in a 
number of counties where adopted 
and, upon the strength of Cong. Wor­
ley's invitation, now' would be an 
opportune time for supporters of the 
plan for Wheeler county to write 
him. stating their desires and indi­
cating their attitude toward the 
proposition.

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FOR CLEANER ELECTIONS

The experiment of the Hatch act 
—and even its sponsors would be 
first to admit that it was an experi­
ment. not a tinal and complete solu­
tion of the election problem has 
been distinctly worthwhile.

The first reaction is likely to be 
that the act was a failure. After 
all one of its chief provisions was 
aimed at limiting to $3,000,000 the 
amount that an\ party could spend 
on a national election. In this, the 
act failed. The senate investigation 
committee found that the Republi­
cans spent nearh $15,000,000. the 
Democrat- m o re  than $6,000,000 
Even those are probably not the en­
tire sums spent, for there is no way 
to tabulate every dollar that may 
have been spent by obscure organi­
zations or individuals.

Trip to the Power Plant
The fourth grade, all much excited, 

left at 10:15 one morning recently 
on a trip to the power plant at 
Jowett.

Club Work Makes Big : Surprising Amount of 
Advance In District Food Prepared by 4-H

In step with the live-at-home idea, 
1,436 families in Extension District 1 
planted 13,921,257 row feet of vege­
tables and 33,352 row feet of frame 
gardens to fortify the 1940 home food 
supply.

Doris Leggitt, district agent in 
charge of home demonstration work, 
reports that at the end of the year 
there was an average of 33 hens lay-1 
ing for each family in the district; j 
2.4 cows producing milk, and 1.6 hogs 
represented the average of meat on 
the hoof for each family. During the 
year, 13,695 pounds of cheese and 
259,418 pounds of butter were made 
in the district.

Moreover, 1,828 families reported 
improved food preparation practices. 
In this connection, Mrs. Lelon Kirk 
of Hansford county in illustrating 
how to cook vegetables to preserve 
minerals and vitamins, told a group! 
of farm women: “ I f  you have to cook 
anyway, you might just as well cook 
healthy victuals.”

In six counties, 771 kitchens w ere, 
improved in a major demonstration, ■ 
including 115 new cabinets, 37 clean­
ing closets and 115 windows. The 
outlay was $13,594. At the same 
time, 551 living rooms were im­
proved, especially by refinishing and 
reupholstering old furniture. Facili­
ties for family recreation and enter­
tainment were added to 480 living 
rooms.

The district agent says that Col­
lingsworth county was designated to 
start the cotton mattress-making 
demonstration. Subsequently, th e  
program was explained to 361 per­
sons in meetings in 15 counties. Only 
four of the 15 had the minimum 
number of 120 low income families, 
but when the program was made 
available to counties with fewer ap­
plicants, six more counties made ap­
plication to participate. A  total of 
2,188 mattresses were made.

Lipscomb county not having enough 
applicants to comply, bought four 
bales of cotton co-operatively, truck­
ed it from Wheeler and made 41 
mattresses. Hansford county having 
only 35 applicants made 60 mat­
tresses co-operatively, and 66 out of 
125 home demonstration club women 
in Hemphill county reported using 
50 pounds or more of cotton as 
recommended by the Texas Home 
Demonstration association.

Enrollment in 4-H Girls’ clubs in 
the district increased 15 per cent 
during the year. Wardrobe demon­
strations were conducted by 129 
women and girls, and 251 women 
and girls kept clothing accounts. 
During the year, 383 closets were 
built and 79 were remodeled by ad­
dition of shelves, shoe racks and hat 
stands. There were 2,670 demon­
strators and co-operators in 169 
clubs in home food supply, clothing, 
interior home improvement, yards 
and home industries.

A  few counties on the high plains 
adventured in landscaping and beau­
tifying home surroundings, including 
Ochiltree, Carson, Deaf Smith and 
Randall. Reports show 8,613 trees 
planted and living for shade, wind­
breaks and background; 5,030 shrubs 
in foundation and screen plantings; 
27 outdoor recreation areas estab­
lished and 113 lawns sodded.

H. B. Urban and Audie Connelly of 
Ochiltree county demonstrated the 
suitability o f red cedar for decora­
tion of plains’ homes by planting 50 
seedlings in 1940. Nail kegs were 
sawed in two and placed around 
some of the trees, and cedar shingles 
around others. A ll of the trees grew.

Texas led all states in mineral 
wealth last year with production 
worth $740,000,000. Texas oil, gas 
and natural gasoline represented over 
1540,000,000 of this.

COLLEGE STATION.—Texas 4-H 
club girls conserved 2,478'4 tons of 
food in 1940. That food resource, 
vital to the health and economy of 
Texas rural families, included 1,100,- 
013 quarts of canned food additional 
to that cured and dried. But it did 
not include the vast amount of edi­
bles consumed while fresh, says Onah 
Jacks, Extension Service State Girls’ 
Club agent at A. & M. college. A l­
together, the 38,851 girls enrolled 
grew 18,520,530 row feet of vege­
tables. Granting an average yield, 
that should have added at least an­
other 2,400 tons to Texas’ food sup­
ply.

"That 4-H girls look to the future 
is shown by the 4,922 orchards or 
fruit plots Uiey set out in 1940,” Miss 
Jacks says. “Some day there will 
be a grand gathering from the 119,- 
494 trees and vines the plantings 
represent.”  In preparation for ex­
pansion of fruit growing in 1941, 
111,167 plants were rooted from cut­
tings or seeds. Marjorie Thomas of 
Linden, senior 4-H club in Cass coun­
ty, has an orchard of 40 trees which 
she grew from seeds.

More girls were enrolled in poultry 
as a 4-H club enterprise last year 
and completions were higher. Dairy­
ing also drew more supporters.

Again employing statistics to il­
lustrate, Miss Jacks says that 4-H 
club girls in 1940 prepared 23,930 
dishes of food and planned and 
served 223,487 meals. In home im­
provement, 10,427 rooms were added 
or improved through their efforts; 
3,792 repair jobs, such as roofs, door­
steps and painting of homes, were 
done; 200 bathrooms were equipped 
and 2,521 closets oi cabinets were 
added.

Clothes had no rival for the most 
popular demonstration, with club 
girls making 86,791 garments. They 
kept their clothes in better shape, 
too, because they added or improved 
5,233 closets and 12,949 pieces of 
equipment, such as hat stands, shoe 
racks and similar accessories. On 
individual wardrobes, 3,212 girls kept 
accounts, their expenditures amount­
ing to $54,512.

Texas girls whose average age is 
12, are organized into 2,076 4-H clubs 
in 191 counties. The clubs are in­
tended to be independent and entire­
ly self-governing. Every effort is 
made to help girls and adults have 
this view of the club, Miss Jacks 
says. Through the clubs, the girls 
are learning good group action and 
responsibility. In Cameron county 
the Las Yescas 4-H club is really 
sponsoring the hot lunch program 
in the school furnished by the Sur­
plus Marketing administration. Older 
club girls, under the supervision of 
Miss Ruth Bohannon, prepare and 
serve all the food.

The girls are very proud of the 
part they can have in this program.

The newest club in Colorado coun­
ty illustrates the initiative and con­
fidence of its members. The girls 
raised the money to rent a club 
house. They cleaned it, painted the 
interior and added shelves and a 
bench. A  friend gave a sewing 
machine and the utility company 
loaned a stqve. On several Satur­
days they baked cakes and rolls there 
and sold them.

One honor coveted by Texas 4-H 
club girls is that of being chosen the 
Gold Star girl allowed in each coun­
ty. To be eligible, she must, in the 
judgment of her own club members, 
have developed a satisfactory dem­
onstration and been in club work for 
three years.

In 1940 one hundred and two Gold 
Star girls were selected. They are 
featured in their local news and club 
activities, and always are honored 
along with the Gold Star 4-H club 
boys at some special function at the 
4-H Short Course.

Vital cog in the country’s nation­
al defense machinery, the natural gas 
industry, an infant in the war days 
of 1917-18, is meeting increasingly 
large demands for gas fuel daily and 
already is furnishing billions of cubic 
feet over normal consumption to 
plants, factories, army cantonments 
and naval bases.

United Gas Pipe Line company, 
one of the largest natural gas trans­
mission companies in the world, re­
cently began regular deliveries to a 
large army camp in the vicinity of 
Alexandria. La , where gas require­
ments are approximately the same 
as those of a city of 30.000 popula­
tion At the same time the govern­
ment and United conferred on gas 
requirements at o t h e r  projected 
camps.

Unusually large demands have not 
been limited to the army and navy 
in the case of the United Gas sys­
tem. although it serves natural gas 
to naval bases, army and navy air 
fields and army camps in the Gulf 
South area which comprises parts of 
T»\as. Louisiana. Mississippi, Ala­
bama and Florida. Many industries 
engaged in the production of ma­
terials and supplies vital to the de­
fense program have been calling for 
more natural gas.

Boat yards along the Gulf coast, 
machine plants, refineries, cement 
and lime companies, the many elec­
tric generating plants which rely 
upon natural gas as a source of 
energy and many others have call­
ed for increased amounts of natural 
gas to aid them in meeting defense 
requirements.

One of the reasons the natural gas 
industry has been able to meet the 
increased demands made upon it is 
attributable to the fact that once 
the large reserves of natural gas in 
the Gulf South were discovered, the 
industry constructed a grid-work of 
pipe lines calculated not to serve 
only present needs, but those of the 
future as well.

That the dream of increasing in­
dustrial activity in the Gulf South is 
iH'ing realized is proved by the many 
industries which, faced with the ne­
cessity for expansion because of large 
private and government contracts, 
have chosen that area as a site for 
their new plants.

In a recent interview. R. H. Har­
grove, general manager of United 
Gas Pipe Line company, said, "We 
are proud of the part this area and 
the natural gas industry is now play­
ing and in the fact that they are 
prepared to play an even greater 
part in meeting the demands of our 
national defense program."

It will be an “all-out aid" drive for 
I safety when the third annual Texas 
Safety Conference is held in Hous- 

| ton. April 8 and 9, George Clarke, 
executive secretary of the Texas 
Safety association, states in announc­
ing program highlights of the con­
ference.

“There can never be too much 
emphasis placed on safety.” Clarke 
said, "but at this time, there is a 
need more than ever before for a 
more vigorous drive for safety. This 
applies equally to industry as well 
as to traffic. During this period 
when all interest is centered in pro­
duction for the national defense pro­
gram. we must not lose sight of safe­
ly

“ Every phase of safety will be 
covered at this year's conference by 
national and state authorities in 
fields of industrial, traffic and school 
safety."

Congressman Martin D i e s  of 
Orange, chairman of the house com­
mittee on investigation of un-Ameri­
can activities, will speak at the open­
ing session of the conference. His 
address is expected to be of particu­
lar interest to industrial men.

At the Safety Award banquet on 
the evening of April 8. awards for 
traffic safety records established last 
year will be presented to mayors of 
eight Texas cities. Also, winners in 
the 15 divisions of the Texas Fleet 
Safety contest will be presented with 
awards.

Lou Roberts. Department Com­
mander. American Legion, of Borger 
is a director of the Texas Safety 
association, which is affiliated with 
the National Safety council.
