Sgt. Alan Kavanaugh 
Helps Out With Three 
R's In Time of War
The Ft. Sill Reception Center 

Communique has announced that 
Sgt. Alan Kavanaugh, Wheeler 
county superintendent of schools, 
has been selected supervisor of ed­
ucation among a staff of instructors 
at the training center.

At Ft. Blisti Temporarily
Technological skills required in 

waging modem war have wrought 
many changes in the training of 
soldiers. Resolved that its men 
shall be the world's best equipped, 
in knowledge and morale as well 
as in physical fitness and arma­
ment. the Army today stresses its 
role as schoolmaster in its diver­
sified program for Victory.

Illiteracy has never been a vex­
ing problem for the Army. This !- 
due to the low percentage of sol­
diers who have never had a formal 
education. Nonetheless the Army 
sees to it that every man in its 
service has the opportunity to learn 
to read and write and be educated 
in the fundamentals of arithmetic, 
if that opportunity has been denied 
to him before.

Trainees Selected
Under the revised system, men 

who need this educational assistance 
are now selected at induction cen­
ters and in study of their Army 
classification tests. They are then 
attached to the reception center 
until they have completed their 
study of the ABC's; subsequently 
being transferred back to line com­
panies and made available for trans­
fer to replacement training centers. 
Thus they enter upon their basic 
training on a par with their fel­
low soldiers.

Classes of the Fort Bliss Recep­
tion Center special training unit 
are divided into two daily periods. 
There are four hours of academic 
training and four hours of military 
training. Visual aids such as train­
ing films are used liberally. Mini­
mum length of time of courses is 
two weeks; the maximum time, 
three months. Average time is six 
weeks. Classes are held from Mon­
day to Friday inclusive.

All courses of study are keyed 
together; thus reading involves 
mathematical and military problems. 
Expression is given prominence in 
Instruction. Emphasis is placed on 
word meanings; throughout the 
course of instruction meaningful 
words are employed, words that are 
related to a soldier's life. Military 
terminology is uppermost. Great 
stress is and will be placed on 
military courtesy and discipline; 
the esprit de corps of these trainees 
is unusually high. They respond en­
thusiastically to the Army’s desire 
to enhance their value to their 
country.

Times have changed since the 
era when an American soldier's 
only military equipment was ability 
to handle a musket and a stout 
heart to back it up. Today he has 
a fabulous array of scientific wea­
pons of war to augment his cour­
age and skill. To be sure that he 
can take best advantage of these 
arms, the Army has enli'ted the 
three R's— 'readin', 'ritin', and 
'rithmetic— to speed him on his 
way to Victory.

FARMERS MAY  
GET LUMBER 
FOR ESSENTIAL 
FARM BUILDING
County agent Jake Tartar an­

nounced today that seventy thou­
sand board feet of lumber is avail­
able to Wheeler county farmers for 
necessary farm building 

This lumDer is available only to 
farmers and producers who can show 
on their applications that it is go­
ing for a purpose that will help in­
crease the production of food crops 
and add to the defense program.

There has been released to the 
State War Board 16.000,000 board 
feet of lumber to be distributed a- 
mong the counties in the state. 
This county's quota is 70,000 board 
feet.

Before this lumber can be secur­
ed by the local lumber yards, they 
must have a form signed by the 
person desiring to purchase the lum­
ber and submitted to the county 
war board. A certificate will be 
issued to the producer, and the 
lumberman in turn will submit that 
certificate with his order to the 
mills to purchase the lumber.

Due to the shortage of lumber 
it is highly important that produc­
ers who anticipate the need of lum­
ber to build sheds, granaries, wa­
gon beds. etc. and for general re­
pair work around the farm should 
make these applications immediate­
ly in order that the local dealers 
may be able to secure the lumber 
in time for fall use.

The present 70.000 board feet 
quota is for a period ending Sep­
tember 19, Mr. Tartar stated, and 
if at that time it is anticipated 
that more lumber will be required 
for granaries and other building, 
an additional quota will be asked 
for.

COTTON QUOTAS 
ARE SUSPENDED
B. F. Vance, state administrative 

officer for the AAA. informed V. B. 
Hardcastle by telegram this week 
that 1943 cotton quotas have been 
suspended and that none are indi­
cated for 1944.

Mr. Hardcastle, who is local ad­
ministrative officer for the federal 
program, was advised to continue 
collections on penalty cotton pro­
duced prior to 1943 and sold be­
fore August 1. 1943.

Mr. Hardcastle states that the 
new ruling does not interfere with 
eligible producers being still quali­
fied for loans on their '43 crop 
where they are not overplanted.

Information released to news­
papers from Washington states that 
suspension of the marketing quotas 
came by action of War Food Ad­
ministrator Marvin Jones.

Given as cause for the action 
was the recent federal crop report 
that only 22,000.000 acres of cot­
ton had been planted, whereas 
30,000,000 could have been planted 
under the AAA program.

“Although you may have previous­
ly given us this information dur­
ing field work on premeasurement 
and have not made any changes 
in your plans, it will be necessary 
to come to the place listed on the 
designated date for your commun­
ity and execute and sign your 1943 
performance report", Hardcastle 
said.

“If you have made changes since 
receiving your premeasurement or 
failed to check your farm at this 
time, it will be necessary for you 
to make measurements on the fol­
lowing crops:

"Cotton, wheat i seeded, volun­
teer and wheat mixtures) unless it 
has previously been measured, po­
tatoes and fresh vegetables for mar­
ket.

“ All other crops on a farm may 
be estimated unless 90 percent of 
the total farm war crop goal has 
not been met."

Farmers are asked not to come 
to the agricultural building in 
Wheeler to sign their sheets on the 
dates specified above, but if they 
cannot attend the meeting in their 
community to come to the office at 
the earliest date possible after the 
field work is complete.

Strictly non-essential travel on 
trains and buses must be eliminat­
ed and vacation travel must be rig­
idly limited. The Office of Defense 
Transportation directs this earnest 
warning to everyone, and adds that 
it is impractical to apply a system 
of travel priorities. Therefore, it i 
up to the individual. He can eithe. 
assert his "privilege" to visit Aunt 
Hattie and possibly deprive a mar 
of a trip home on furlough— after 
months of service— or forego the 
visit in favor of the service man 
or the civilian on war business 
The same seat cannot render dou­
ble service. The public must sec 
that the war comes first.

Timely advice to Victory garden­
ers comes from the Red Cross Ac­
cident Prevention Service.

First, be sure your working 
clothes are comfortable and roomy 
enough to allow free motion. A 
pair of sturdy, flat-heeled shoes is 
good enough insurance against a 
broken or twisted ankle, and a 
wide-brimmed hat will protect you 
against severe sunburn and possible 
sunstroke. Dark goggles are also 
useful on occasion, says the Red 
Cross.

Gloves will protect your hands 
from many a cut and blister.

Take a few minutes to examine 
the implements you use. A tool 
with a loose handle or other defect 
may cost you time as well as pos­
sible permanent injury. And keep 
the blade or prongs safely out of 
your path.

Budget your gardening enthusiasm 
according to your physical capacity.

Lifting heavy objects improperly 
may result in severe strain or rup­
ture.

Serious injuries may easily result 
from falling— whether from a lad­
der, a horse or a haymow— and 
from the careless use of pitchforks, 
axes, scythes and knives.

Of all the trips your columnist 
has made, three stand out because 
of the means of transportation.

One occured when I was a young 
police reporter and stood on the [ 
back step of a bouncing, swaying 
police patrol that was going 50: 
miles an hour through city streets. 1

Another was in an auto-gym. 
piloted by Captain Yancey, who was 
co-pilot on a plane that spanned the 
Atlantic in the days when success- j 
ful flights across the ocean were  ̂
so rare that they were front-page 
"streamer” material. An auto-gyro 
has its propellor on top and this 
queer-looking contrivance 'takes off' 
after going along on the ground 
only a few feet, and it can come 
almost straight down.

Have you ever looked at a vul­
ture hanging motionless against a 
brilliant blue sky and wondered how 
it would feel to stand still in mid­
air? Well, you can do that in an 
auto-gyro.

We were over the business sec­
tion of Fort Worth when Captain 
Yancey kicked it out of gear and 
there we hung while we chatted— 
to be more exact, he chatted; pro­
bably 1 chattered, or at least my 
my teeth did. (The lifting force of 
the wooden blades overhead is suf­
ficient to hold the plane almost 
stockstill for a while, then is starts 
easing toward the ground unles the 
pilot puts it back in gear.)

Hardly less serious than the mob 
madness and race riots appearing 
recently in Detroit and elsewhere 
have been the scattered acts of 
violence and destruction in many- 
other cities. Young hoodlums smash 
windows just for the fun of it. They 
hide behind trees and rocks and 
throw stones at trains. A railroad 
conductor says such attacks have 
become a regular occurance in many 
places, and his own train is some­
times attacked three or four times 
in one day. Passengers are some­
times seriuosly injured. Street cars 
too, are often stoned.

There are wanton attacks on pri­
vate homes. People going out for 
the evening may find a lot of dam­
age done when they return. Un­
occupied houses sometimes have 
every window broken.

This is domestic warfare of a 
most troublesome and menacing 
kind. Such destructiveness and sav­
agery shows something seriously 
vvrong in the heart of a civilization 
that decent and responsible Ameri­
cans are trying to save. One of the 
big jobs of this nation is cheeking 
it before it goes much farther.

MATERNITY C’ARE FOR
SERVICEMEN’S WIVES
More than three-fourths of the 

states have received approval by the 
Children's Bureau, Department of 
Labor, of programs for medical and 
hospital maternity care for wives 
of men in the four lowest pay 
grades of the armed services. The 
programs also include medical care 
for babies. A serviceman's wife 
may make application for complete 
medical care during pregnancy and 
childbirth, and for six weeks after 
childbirth. She may also apply for 
medical care for her child to ex­
tend throughout the child's first 
year of life. To get such care, all 
that the wife needs to do is to fill 
out simple forms, which, if her own 
doctor is unable to furnish copies, 
she can get from the State health 
department.

NO GAS TO GO TO GARDENS
Special rations of gasoline for 

travel to Victory gardens were dis­
continued July 12, although rations 
already issued for this purpose may 
be used as long as valid. This action 
was taken by OPA upon advice of 
the Department of Agriculture that 
gardens planted after that date 
would be too late to produce 
enogh food to warrant extra use of 
tires and gasoline in cultivating 
them.

CO-OP CAN REPLACE
STOCKS
Farmers’ cooperatives and any 

other dealers who sell farm supplies 
at cast or at a markup of not 
more than three percent, are per­
mitted to replenish stocks on farm­
ers' certificates on a dollar-for-dol- 
lar basis, under a recent amend­
ment of Priorities Regulation No.19. 
Previously, the dealer could use the 
farmers’ certificate to get supplies 
only up to 75 percent of his sales 
The amende, ent enables farmers 
cooperatives which sell approximate­
ly at cost to make full replacement 
of their stock.

CAN’T SEND RECORDINGS
OVERSEAS
Discs or recordings containing 

personal messages cannot be sent 
to soldiers stationed outside the 
continental limits of the U. S., the 
War Department has announced. 
There is no objection to sending 
discs of personal messages within 
the continental United States.

GROW ER PRICES
FOR BERRIES
Grower prices for seven types of 

berries canned or frozen in 1943 
have been announced by WFA. 
Processors will pay growers the fol­
lowing prices (cents per pound): 
red raspberries, 15; black raspber­
ries, 13; youngberries, boysenber- 
ries, loganberries, and blackberries, 
12; gooseberries, 8. Ceiling prices 
for frozen strawberries have been 
established on the basis of a grower 
price of 12 cents a pound for stem­
med berries. For all other berries 
each processor will pay 3 cents per 
pound more than the average price 
he paid under the OPA price regu­
lations for the 1942 pack. The 
highest price processors may pay 
for red sour pitted cherries is 8V& 
cents per pound.

VACATION TRIP FOR
MOTORISTS
Motorists in the Northeastern gas­

oline restricted area may use their 
.■“A” rations, beginning July 15, for 
one round trip to a summer home 
or other vacation place, in the ab­
sence of adequate alternative trans­
portation, Price Administrator Pren­
tiss M. Brown has announced. Be­
fore making a trip, motorists must 
apply to their ration board for 
written authorization stating the 
starting point and destination of 
the trip and dates on which it will 
be made. Authorization does not 
give the motorists an extra ration 
of gasoline.

AGRICULTURAL JOBS
FILLED
During May, the United States 

Employment Service of the War 
Manpower Commission filled 1,005,-

489 jobs in industry and agriculture, 
an increase of 11.2 percent over 
April. Of these jobs, 297,725 were 
in farm work or food processing, 
an increase of 38.3 over April and 
63.6 over May 1942. For January 
through May, the total placements 
were 739,044, an increase of 128.4 
over the same months in 1942. 

RATIONS FOR SICK 
Although the need to conserve 

rationed foods is great, no hospital 
patient's health need suffer, the 
OPA has announced. Local ration­
ing boards have been given author­
ity to provide supplementary allot­
ments to meet the dietary require­
ments of patients in hospitals— 
whether or not such patients are 
on special diets.

MILEAGE FOR AIR 
RAID WARDENS 
Air raid wardens, while not elig­

ible for "C” ration books, may con­
tinue to get “B” books, according 
to OPA. Volunteers regularly per­
forming work contributing to the 
war effort or public welfare who 
need supplemental mileage should 
have applications certified by some 
authorized representative of the a- 
gency for which the work is being 
performed.

FUEL FOR INCUBATORS
Fuel oil for incubators, brooders, 

and other equipment used in rais­
ing poultry, livestock, or other ag­
ricultural products can now be ob­
tained regardless of the age of the 
equipment. OPA has recently re­
moved these items from the list of 
equipment for which no fuel oil ra­
tions wero previously allowed. 

COAL PRODUCTION LAGS 
Coal production for the first half 

of 1943 was an estimated 1,729,000 
tons less than for the same period 
in 1942, Solid Fuel Administrator 
Harold L. Ikes has reported. “The 
gravity of this loss of production 
is emphasized by the fact that the 
nation will need an estimated 25,- 
000,000 tons of coal more this year 
than last,” he said.

CASUALTIES OF WAR 
Casualties of the United States 

Armed Forces from the out-break 
of* the war to July 3, total 91,644. 
This total, based on War and Navy 
Department reports, includes: dead, 
16.696; wounded, 21,828, missing 
31,579; prisoners of war, 21.541. Of 
these. Army casualties total 64,621; 
Navy. 27,023.

TRAFFIC DECREASES 
IN RURAL AREAS 
Traffic on rural roads in the East 

decreased from December through 
May to less than half of pre-war 
normal, according to the Public 
Roads Administration of the FWA. 
A minor exception is March when 
eastern traffic was 52 percent of 
normal. Traffic in the “western” 
area, rationed since December 1, 
1942, has settled down to less than 
two-thirds of pre-war normal. 

WINTER COVER 
CROP SEED
Large supplies of winter cover 

crop seeds, acquired by the govern­
ment in stabilizing prices for the 
1942 crop, will be released for plan­
ting this summer and fall. AAA 
will release about 20 million pounds

of Austrian winter pea seed for sale 
by the CCC to dealers at $5.65 per 
hundredweight, F. O. B. Oregon 
points. Cover crops, which are a soil 
conservation measure, increase the 
nitrogen in the soil when plowed 
under and thereby reduce the a- 
mount of fertilizer required and re­
lease nitrates needed for munitions.

BANDAGE CLOTH 
SUPPLY ASSURED
Adequate supplies of bandage 

cloth, both for civilian and military 
use, will be available. Looms mak­
ing cotton cloth suitable for band­
ages and other specified uses will 
continue to do so, by a recent WPB 
order.

FARM SUPPLIES 
PRO-RATED
A distributor of farm supplies is 

now authorized to pro-rate deliver­
ies on the basis of normal ship­
ments in cases where the amount 
of farm supplies set aside by him 
does not completely cover all the 
orders he receives. Before this re­
cent amendment to General Pre­
ference Order M-330, a distributor 
was required to fill orders solely on 
the basis of preference ratings. 

LOCAL POULTRY PRICES 
Regional Administrators of the 

OPA now can adjust local process­
ors' prices for dressed poultry. Re­
gional Administrators also have the 
power to change definitions of sell­
ers and types of sales. They are 
not empowered to change the farm­
ers’ selling price for live poultry, 

( however, and may not increase the 
selling price of poultry at retail, or 
to any ultimate consumer.

MORE FERTILIZER TO 
BE AVAILABLE 
From 5 to 10 percent more chem­

ical fertilizer will be available in 
j the year ahead according to WFA 
officials. It is estimated that U. S 
farmers used about 10 million tons 
of chemical fertilizer during the 12 
months beginning July 1, 1942. Al­
though the supply of nitrogen and 
phosphates will be greater, potash 
is expected to be less plentiful. 

ENOUGH FLOOR 
COVERINGS
Smooth durable linoleum and 

printed floor coverings are being 
produced in substancial quantities 
to meet the greatly increased de­
mand, WPB has reported. Used in 
new housing projects and in recon­
ditioning old buildings, smooth sur­
face floor coverings save lumber, 
nails, and labor, and contribute to 
sanitation.

MANY SHIPS LAUNCHED
The Nation's shipyards delivered 

168 cargo vessels totaling 1,676,500 
deadweight tons in June, the Mari­
time Commission has announced. 
This may be compared with the re­
cord total of 175 for May and 157 
in April. The June figures brought 
production for the first half of 1943 
to 879 ships totaling 8,818,622 dead­
weight tons. In the entire year of 
1942 the yards produced 746 vessels 
totaling 8,089,732 deadweight tons.
