$61,431.75 Paid Wheeler 
County Producers Under 
1943 A A A  Program
The new year for thousands o f : 

Texas farmers will be brightened by 
the receipt of AAA  payments which 
they have earned for building soil 
fertility and increasing food produc­
tion for the war effort.

B. F. Vance, State A AA  adminis­
trator, announced that payments cov­
ering 138.804 applications have al­
ready been made to over 195,000 pro­
ducers, and the pay o ff program is 
just getting under full headway.

According to V. B. Hardcastie, 
AAA, administrator for Wheeler 
county, dairy feed payments in this 
county for October, November and 
December amounted to $5,742.60.

A AA  payments for 555 producers 
in Wheeler county have amounted to 
$55,689.15. 1,350 applications for pay­
ment have been submitted to the 
state office for payment out of the 
1,385 filed. To date 914 applications 
have been audited in the state office 
and payments will be received in the 
next few days on 359, the balance 
number audited. All payments will 
be received as soon as the state can 
complete auditing and mailing 
checks.

Under the 1943 State AAA  Agri­
cultural Conservation Program pay­
ments totaling $38,644,000 will be 
made to Texas’ farmers who cooper­
ated in the program, the Administra­
tor said.

Payments for 1943 will include 
$16,854,000 for cotton; $2,622,000 for 
wheat; $100,000 for Irish potatoes; 
$250,00 for fresh vegetables; and 
$14,547,000 for soil-building practices.

Increases in small payments will 
total about $4,271,000. Payments of 
less than $200 are automatically in­
creased by a designated amount. The 
smaller the payment, the higher the 
proportionate increase.'

Special dairy feed payments total­
ing $480,280 have been made to 34,- 
745 dairy farmers in Texas through 
December, Vance said. 'These pay­
ments covering production for mar­
ket in October were made to dairy­
men to help them meet the increas­
ed cost of feed. Similar payments for 
November and December will be 
made this month.

Payments have been made on 94,- 
758,400 pounds of milk and $1,094,850 
pounds of butterfat sold. Payments 
have gone to nearly every county in 
the State. Counties receiving the 
highest total dairy feed payments in­
clude Bexar, Dallas, Harris and Tar­
rant.

Car License Tabs For
