"Don't forget that we might have to 

play Booker again in the playoffs and 
forget that score Friday night," head 
coach Preston Smith said Saturday 
after the game. "Booker is a real good 
Class A ball club and has some real 
good athletes." 

It was probably a couple of 
decisions by Smith that helped get the 
Mustangs their three touchdown 
advantage after just three possessions 
of the pigskin. Winning the toss, the 
Mustangs put the strong wind to their 
backs and kicked off. Forcing a punt, 
the Mustangs had great field position 
at midfield and proceeded to drive 53 
yards for the games opening TD at the 
7:24 mark. 

Bubba Smith got the honors on the 
game's first touchdown on a pitch that 
saw him hit the end zone at the flag. 
Lee McCasland booted the first of 
three extra points. 

With time running out in the first 
quarter and leading by a couple of 
touchdowns, the second c,aching 
decision proved to be decisive.

Young men born in 1%1 were 
required to register with Selective 
Service in July of 1980 when President 
Carter reinstituted the registration 
requirement. These men turn 26 in 
1987. Selective Service does not have 
the authority to accept a young man's 
registration after he has reached his 
26th birthday. 

Harold Doyle, Texas Selective 
Service State Director, warned that, 
with few exceptions, a man who fails 
to register before turning 26 will 
permanently forfeit his eligibility for 
federal student financial aid, job 
training benefits and most federal 
employment. Additionally, 
non-registrants face possible prose-
cution as felons. 

Texas has registered nearly one 
million men since 1980.
