Pedometers To
Motivate Fitness

Research shows that a pedom-
eter — a small and typically inex-
pensive device that counts steps
—is an excellent motivational tool
for walking, as well as other physi-
cal activities for which there is a
step motion (e.g., running, danc-
ing, stair-climbing, cross-country
skiing, ball sports, household
chores, efc.). You may also try it
with cycling or other non-step
motion activities, but it may take
some trial and error efforts like
experimenting with wearing it an
your shoe to try to get an accu-
rate count.

Research results of a system-
atic review of 26 studies on pe-
dometer use from the Journal of
the American Medical Association
(2007) showed that people who
wore a pedometer increased their
physical activity by 26.9 percent
over baseline. Those wearing pe-
dometers took over 2,000 steps
(the equivalent of about 1 mile)
per day over those who did not
wear a pedometer. Use of a pe-
dometer was positively associ-
ated with physical activity as well
as significant decreases in Body
Mass Index (a measure of body
fat) and decreases in systolic
blood pressure an average of
4mm/HG. This number is impor-
tant because reducing systolic
blood pressure by just 2mm/Hg
has been shown to cut stroke
mortality risk by 10 percent and
risk of death by vascular causes
by 7 percent. Results of this study
also found that setting a “step
goal" and keeping a “step diary”
are important motivational factors
for increasing physical activity.

Many of us are motivated to
exercise if we have a target or
goal to work toward. A pedometer
(usually worn at the waist) can be
worn all day or just during planned
activity to see how many steps
you are taking — then you can try
to increase the number of steps,
creating goals for the next day or
week. To set a step goal for your-
self:

« Establish a baseline wearing
your pedometer throughout the
day for 3 days. Add the total num-
ber of steps and divide by 3. This
is your baseline.

+ Set short and long-term
goals. A short-term goal might be
to add 250 steps per day aiming
toward the long-term goal of
10,000 steps per day. Another
goal might be to make 3,000 or
more of your steps fast steps. If
you're just starting out, try to ac-
cumulate 1,000 steps in 10 min-
utes on level terrain before build-
ing up to 3,000 steps in 30 min-
utes. Try adding steps with simple
solutions like parking farther from
your destination and walking, tak-
ing the stairs instead of the eleva-
tor, and taking short walking
breaks during the day.

Log your progress in a step di-
ary, which can simply be a note-
book or recorded on a computer.
You can log your miles with a pro-
gram like Walk Across Texas
walkacrosstexas.tamu.edu). See-
ing your progress can help keep
you motivated

When choosing a pedometer,
accuracy is one of the most im-
portant considerations, while cost
is usually among the concerns:

* When looking in the lower-
cost range (around $15), you will
likely find spring-levered pedom-
eters that use a pendulum-like

mechanism that moves up and
down with your steps. Look for a
coiled-spring, which retains its
accuracy longer than a hairspring.

* A more expensive version
($25+) is usually called an accel-
erometer or piezo-electric pedom-
eter. These use a strain gauge,
which measures how fast you're
moving and tend to be more ac-
curate than spring-levered pe-
dometers. The downside is they
use more battery power, but they
also tolerate body tilt and can
sometimes be carried in your
pocket.

* Usually the most expensive,
there are also GPS (Global Posi-
tioning Satellite) pedometers that
use GPS technology to measure
distance and speed. These pe-
dometers often have computer
or cell-phone downloadable fea-
tures and can measure speed as
well as distance. Keep in mind that
these may not work as well in-
doors, for treadmill walking, or
walking in place.

You will also want to consider
ease of use and comfort (espe-
cially if you plan to wear it all day).
Choose a model that can be eas-
ily read from the waistband. Make
sure it has a strong security clip
and/or safety strap so that it does
not fall off. Consider one that has
a cover, so that you can’t acciden-

tally hit the reset button. Read
consumer ratings to help you de-
cide which model would be best
for you.

The costs of physical inactivity
are high. If just 10 percent of U.S.
adults began a regular walking
program, an estimated $5.6 billion
in heart disease costs could be
saved, and that's just one facet of
health. Increased physical activ-
ity is associated with improve-
ments in coronary artery disease,
hypertension, stroke, insulin sen-
sitivity, osteoporosis, and depres-
sion. Try starting a walking pro-
gram today. Put on a pedometer
for motivation, and try to add steps
each day toward a healthier
lifestyle.
