“Farmers with loans from the U.S.
Department of Agriculture’s Farmers
Home Administration (FmHA) may be
able to put flood-damaged land under
conservation easements in exchange
for a reduction in their debt,” George
Ellis, FmHA State Director, said to-
day.

559 of the easements is not limited
to flood areas, but it may be particu-
larly helpful in such areas.

“Eligible lands may include wet-

[ lands, marginalfarmland, highly erod-

ible land, woodland, wildlife areas,

and several others,” Ellis said. “In cer-

tain areas, there may be instances

where farmland was damaged so se-

verely by the recent flooding that re-

storing it may cost more than its agri-
cultural value.”

“In those cases, a conservation
easement may be a solution. Under
this program, a voluntary easement
can be placed on a portion of the land
in return for a reduction in the amount
[ owed to FmHA."

Ellis said the easements are for 50
years or more and can help rebuild
soil conditions as well as encourage
development of wildlife habitat.

Have you ever heard the fable
that is entitled, "The keeper of the
Spring™? This fable is about an
elderly gentleman who was hired
by the leaders of the Austrian vil-
lage to be the "keeper" of its water
supply. With quiet regularity, this
old gentleman would patrol the
mountains above the village, re-
moving debris from the pools of
waterthatfedthe spring that flowed
through the village. As a result, the
village always had a fresh,
uncontaminated supply of water.

After several years had passed,
the village began to experience
some budgetary problems and the
leaders of the village met to review
the budget. During this review, one
ofthe leaders noticed the keeper of
the spring's salary and said: "Who
is this old man? Does he really
earn his money? We don't need
him! Let's fire the keeper of the
spring!" By an unanimous vote, the
leaders of the village fired the
keeper of the spring.

For several weeks, nothing in
the village changed. Thenthe spar-
kling water of the spring began to
have a slight yellowish-brown tint.
Within a few days, a slimy scum
was floating on the surface of the
water. Then people in the village
began to become ill and some of
them evendied. Because of a stag-
nant water supply, a deadly epi-
demic raged in the village.

Realizing the mistake that they
had made, the leaders of the vil-
lage held an emergency meeting
and quickly rehired the keeper of
the spring. The elderly gentleman

gladly resumed his daily patrols in
the mountains above the village,
removing the debris fromthe pools
of water that fed the village's veri-
table spring of life. And it was not
long before the village resumed its
quiet and peaceful lifestyle.

This fable is a vivid illustration of
the mistake that many disciples of
Jesus make. Whenthese disciples
face acrisis in their lives, their first
reaction is to abandon their rela-
tionship with God. Their attendance
at worship services becomes ir-
regular. They stop praying andthe
stop reading the Bible. From their
reaction, it would seem that these
disciples regard their relationship
with God as a burden to their lives
not as a source of strength.

If you are one of these disciples,
letme gently remind youthat Jesus
never promised that His disciples
would be spared the problems of
this world. Rather He promised: "-
-| have spoken to you, that in Me
you may have peace. In the world
you have tribulation--." (John
16:33) But while disciples of Jesus
will experience tribulation in the
world, they can overcome or en-
dure this tribulation through a rela-
tionship with God.

For this reason, disciples of
Jesus must never make a mistake
like the one that the leaders of the
proverbial Austrian village made.
They must never fire the heavenly
keeper of the spring because He
provides "--a well of water spring-
ing up eternal life.” (John 4:14)

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New device aids local eye doctors

Doctors at the West-
crn Oklahoma Eye Center
in Elk City arc getting a
better view of the human
cye these days, thanks to
the recent acquisition of a
device that literally maps
the cyce's surface.

The machine, called a
corncal topography ana-
lyzcr, uses lascrs to mea-
surc irregularities in the
surfacc of a cornca. A
drawing of the cornca is
then produced, with differ-
ent colors representing
differences in height, much
like a gecographical map.
Doctors can study the
pcaks and valleys in the
map Lo determine the exact
shape of the patient's
COMCa.

The device has many
uscs, according to Dr.
John Belardo of the center.
It can be uscd o analyze
the cornca of a corncal
transplant pauent. It can
be used o determine how
much ol an astigmatism a
paticnt has, giving doctors
imnlormauon they need o
perlorm radial keratotomy.

It can be used 1o help
patients who are having
dilticulty with contact
lenses that don't fit, Be-
lardo said the device can
tcll doctors why the lenses
don't fit and show them
how o shapc the lenses
for the patient's cyes. It
can be used to deteet and
analyzc the progress of
corucal discascs such as
Keratoconus, a progressive
thinning ol the cornea.

Belardo said the center
alrcady had technology that
cnabled doctors o get a

limited analysis of the
cyc's shape, but the new
machine gives a detailed
picture of the entire
corncal surface. The old
system was also a good
deal slower, involving
"about 20 minutes" of
calculation by hand. "This
iIs done in scconds,” he
said.

The machine will be
uscd by Dr. Belardo and
his collcagues at the cen-

ter, Dr. Irene Lam and Dr.
Waymon Harrison. All
thrce were trained on the
device in medical school.
The doctors said they
belicve the eye center is
the only medical center in
the arca to have such a de-
vice. "The nearest one
would be in Lawton or
Amarillo," Belardo said.

USDA announces
acreage reduction

Secretary of Agricul-
ture Mike Espy recently
announced that the acreage
reduction percentage for
1994 crop upland cotton
will be 11 percent. This is
a 6.5 percentage point re-
duction from the prelimi-
nary level announced on
November 1 and reflects
tightened 1993 crop sup-
plies resulting from a re-
duction in estimated U.S.
and foreign cotton produc-
tion in 1993. Espy said
that the 11 percent acreage
reduction for 1994 is pro-
jected by USDA to be the
level which most closely
conforms with applicable
statutory requirements re-
garding the maintenance of
a desirable end-of-year
stock level.

The announced upland
cotton acreage reduction
percentage 1s lower than
the preliminary level, so

When states and localities start to
enforce the Brady Bill this year,
some may be firing blanks

The bill has no enforcement
mechanism. It does not provide
money for state and local govern-
ments to carry out its provisions and
doesn’t say what will happen if they
don’t.

This is not an isolated oversight. It
is just the latest example of
Washington's propensity to enact
laws and regulations that impose
various requirements, restrictions
and procedures on state and local
governments, but not provide the
money to carry them out.

These are not bad laws. In fact,
they are often very important and
desirable, and have broad public
backing. These laws require national
action in areas where many states
would not act on their own. The
problem arises when Uncle Sam pas-
ses the cost, or at least part of it, on
to states without their consultation or
approval. This, contends the Nation-
al Gowernors Association, i1s the
“twentieth century version of taxa-
tion without representation.”

During the 1980s, the association
reports, Congress enacted 27 major
laws that imposed new regulations
on states and local governments or
significantly expanded existing
programs, costing the states and
localities billions of dollars annually.
And the number of mandates is in-
creasing, to bipartisan consternation.

“Unfunded federal mandates
regularly force state and local tax
increases and service cutbacks,
restrict the rights of state and local
voters and officials to determine
their own priorities, and allow the
Congress to avoid responsibility for
... Increasing revenue,” contends
Rhode Island Gov. Bruce Sundlun, a
Democrat.

“At their worst,” adds Republican
Gov. George Voinovich of Ohio,
“unfunded federal mandates can

Bill Clinton, who has seen the
dilemma from both sides, as gover-
nor of Arkansas and now as presi-
dent, recently issued an executive
order aimed at “Enhancing the Inter-
governmental Partnership.”

WASHINGTON . (AP)
— The Agriculture Depart-
ment is proposing to extend
indemnity compensation (o
include brucellosis-
exposed cattle or bison that
were sold or traded from
any herd later found
infected with the bacterial
d:scasc.

““This addiuonal inde-
mnity would give herd
owncrs sufficient incentive
tc destroy their exposed
animals in a umely man-
ner,”” said Billy G. John-
son, deputy administrator
for velerinary services in
the Animal and Plant
Health Inspection Service.

Currently, the inspection
service traces the move-
ment of all animals sold or
traded from a herd found o
be aftected with bruccllosis
0 thc ncw owners. The
ncw owners are given the
opuon of destroying the
cxposed animals without
indemnity or quarantining
them or the entire herd for
six months.

Quaranuning is a length-
y and expensive process for
both the livestock owncr
and the federal govern-
ment, Johnson said. Unul
all brucellosis-infected ani-
mals arc climinated from a

A baby’s birth is a
fesuve occasion, but one
way (o make sure your

quarantined herd, the own-
er cannot sell or move any
animals except to slaughter
and the government must
pay for testing the animals
periodically.

Brucellosis 1s a discase
that causes abortions and
lowered milk production in
cows. It 1s transmissible to
humans as undulant fever.
In humans, the discase
causes scvere flu-lhike
symptoms that can last for
years if left untreated.

Humans can bccome
infected with  brucellosis
through contact with car-
casses during slaughter or
by handling infected cows,
particularly atcalving ime.

““The continued pre-
sence of brucellosis in a
herd scriously threatens the
health of animals in that
herd and increases the risk
of the discase spreading to
other herds,”’ Johnson said.
“The prompt destruction
of all bruccllosis-affected
catte or bison is critical for
the overall success of
brucellosis eradication
cfforts in the United
States.”’

World oilseed production down

WASHINGTON (AP)
— World oilseed produc-
tion is projected to be 223
million tons in 1993-94,
3.6 million tons below last
year’'s record crop, the
Agriculture Department
says.

“‘Foreign production is
projected at a record 165.4
million tons, up 1.2 million
from last month and up 7
million from last year,’” the
department said in a recent
rcport. “‘Significant
increases are indicated for
China, the European Union
and Brazil.”’

Soybeans account for
much of the rise, with
smaller increases for rap-
esced and peanuts. Sun-
flowerseed and cottonseed
prospects are down.

U.S. production of oil-
sceds is estimated at 57.7
million tons, down 10.1
million tons from last year,
the report said. “‘Soybeans
and sunflowerseed account
for most of this month’s
drop,”” it said.

““U.S. soybean produc-
tion 1s placed at 49.2 mil-
lion tons or 1,809 million
bushels, off 25 million
bushels from last month,’’
it said.

A 17 percent drop in the
U.S. crop compared to a
year ago is expected to be

crops in South America.

The world soybean
export forecast was raised
to 28.6 million tons this
month as Argentina, Brazil
and China are expected to
benefit from larger domes-
tic availability and a
rcduced U.S. crop, the
report said.

““‘South American soy-
bean exports are expected
to risc by more than 20 per-
cent compared to a year
ago, while U.S. exports are
expected to fall by a similar
amount,”’ it said.

On the soybean import
situation, USDA said it has
lowered expectations of
imports by Spain and Italy,

as lower grain prices in the
European Union are
expected to affect meal
usage.

““Lowered U.S. supplies
of soybean oil are reflected
in both world production
and exports this month as
oil extraction rates are
reduced,”” the report said.
“World consumption was
adjusted upward on the
forecast of higher usage in
China and Brazil."”

World sunflowerseed
production is forecast to
reach 21.3 million tons in
1993-94, with reductions
forecast for the United
States, Argentina and
Russia.
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Greenbugs have become
a widespread problem in
Western Oklahoma. Mild
temperatures and limited
rainfall make conditions
ideal for greenbug buildup
and a threat to wheat
stands.

A product known as
Dimethoate or Cygon has
been an effective control.
Dimethoate is an organo-
phosphate product that has
systemic properties on the
wheat plant, resulting in a
longer period of control for
the greenbug.

This also creates a major
problem for stocker cattle
grazing wheat. Many
producers find itdifficult to
remove caltle from wheat
and spray for bugs. Even

WASHINGTON (AP)—
A weed that causes annual
crop losses of up to $30 mil-
lion on pastures and range-
land in the Southwest and
northern Great Plains has
an enemy growing at its
own roots, an Agriculture
Department  scientist has
found.

The weed, leafy spurge,
infests 5 million acres in
several states. It crowds out
farm crops and grasses.

Agricultural Research
Service microbiologist
Robert J. Kremer of Col-
umbia, Mo., has identified

several bacteria naturally

With Dimethoate being
an organophosphate
product, it is accumulative.
It is very slow to break
down in the animal’s

system and accumulates

with continuous intake of
treated wheat. Affected
cattle show symptoms of
muscle weakness, loss of
muscular coordination, and
an inability to get up. Death
can result if not promptly
treated. Atrophine is an
antidote and can be
obtained from a veterina-
rian.

present around the weed’s
roots that suppressed 50
percent of leafy spurge sec-
dlings in greenhouse
studics.

Kremer also found that
applying the bacteria—
Pseudomonas fluorescens
and Flavobacterium—
reduced growth of sce-
dlings that emerged and cut
the length of their taproots
by 50 percent.

Reducing taproot lutth
is important because roots
of lcafy spurge typically
rcach four feel into the soil.
The taproots also have buds
from which new shoots
develop, making it difficult
to climinate the weed with

Some cattle have been
affected when removed for
the 14-day label recom-
mendation. Mild and
limited or no rainfall has
probably impacted the
increased length of product
cffect.

Stocker producers are
encouraged to closely
observe cattle that are
grazing on wheat trzated
with Dimethoate.

“We're studying the
effectiveness of simply
boosting the numbers of
these bacteria,” Kremer
explained. “The baclcria
produce large amounts of
plant growth hormones. As
we increase the bacteria
levels, the overabundance
of hormones could sup-
press the weed’s growth
rrather than stimulate it.”

He said the bacteria will
not harm crops.

The researchers plan to
evaluate the cffect of the
bacteria on weed scedlings
in the ficld next spring, he
said.

WASHINGTON (AP)
— U.S. orange exports
rcached a record 556,348
metric tons in the 1992-93
marketing year and were
valued at $280 million, also
a record, the Agriculture
Department says.

The major U.S. custom-
ers are Canada, Japan and
Hong Kong, accounting for
more than 80 percent of tot-
al shipments, said a report
by the Foreign Agricultural
Service on world horticul-
tural trade and U.S. export
opportunities.

‘““Although production
of U.S. oranges is forecast
down in 1993-94, the good
quality of the crop, some
improvement of the Japan-
ese economy and a lower
European fruit production
will maintain good U.S.
orange export prospects in
1993-94,"" it said.

Total citrus production
in major producing coun-
trics in the Northern Hemi-
sphere in 1993-94 is fore-
cast at 40.8 million metric
tons, 4 percent below last
season’s record output. A
metric ton is 2,205 pounds.
