Personal Safety Tips When
Launderin

To reduce the risk of fire, electric
shock or injury when using washers
and dryers, follow these basic precau-
tions:

* Read all instructions before using
the appliances.

* Do not reach into the appliance if
the agitator or drum are moving.

* Clean lint screen, when acces-
sible, before or after each load. Do not
operate thedryerwithoutthe lintscreen
in place.

* ltems containing foam rubber (may
be labeled |latex foam) or similarly tex-
tured rubber-like materials must not be
dried on a heat setting. Foam rubber
materials, when heated, can under
certain circumstances produce fire by
spontaneous combustion.

* Any material on which you have
used a cleaning solvent or which is
saturated with flammable liquids or
solids, should not be placed in the
washer ordryer until all traces of these
flammable substances and theirfumes
have been removed. Substances such
as acetone, denatured alcohol,
drycleaning solvents, gasoline, kero-
sene, turpc “tine, waxes and wax re-
movers can give off vapors that could
ignite or explode.

* Do not place into the dryer items
that have been spotted or soaked with
vegetable or cooking oil. When ex-
posed to heat, these items can be-
come hot enough to catch fire.

The definition of words can be very educational. Forexample, Webster's
Collegiate Dictionary defines "tolerance” as "sympathy or indulgence for
beliefs or practices differing from or conflicting with one's own." With this
definition an important question is raised. This question is: "What attitude
should Christians have towards people who do not practice Biblical

This question poses a serious dilemma for disciples of Jesus. This
dilemma consists of a commitment to Biblical truth which they will not
compromise and of a sympathy for people who do not have this

commitment. To solve this di-

lemma, disciples of Jesus have

embraced one of two extremes.
~ These two extremes are: ---

1. Rigidness. Some disciples of
Jesus have tried to resolve this
dilemma by a rigid belief and prac-
tice of Biblical truth, despising tol-
erance as compromise. And this
attitude has often been the cloak
for some very evil behavior.

Perhaps the best illustration of
such behavior is found in a text in
the ninth chapter of Luke. Accord-
ing to this text, Jesus and His dis-
ciples are denied lodging in a Sa-
maritan village which deeply of-
fended two of His disciples. These
two disciples "--James and John--
" asked Jesus if He wanted them "-
-to command fire to come down
from heaven--" and destroy the
Samaritans. But Jesus rebuked
them, saying: "You do not know
whatkind of spirit you are of; forthe
Son of Man did notcome to destroy
men'slives, buttosavethem.” (ver-
sus 55-56)

Jesus came to save people not
lo destroy them. His disciples
should have the same purpose.
The Apostle Paul said thatthe gos-
pel of Jesus "--is the power of God
for salvation--", but he also taught
that it cannot be successfully com-
municated by ugly dispositions.
(Colossians 4:5-6)

Disciples of Jesus must have a
strong commitment to Biblical truth
which they will not compromise.
But they will graciously allow other
people to question and challenge
this commitment. The proverbial
"bottom line” is that the world will
not be influenced by intolerant dis-
ciples of Jesus.

2. Compromise. While some dis-
ciples of Jesus have tried to re-
solve the dilemma by a rigid com-
mitment to Biblical truth which con-
siderstolerancetobe compromise,
others have honored tolerance at
the expense of Biblical truth.

Tolerance, then, can be apleas-
ant word for a lack of conviction.
The open mind is often the vacant
heartthat has no cherished beliefs
or convictions. Such disciples of
Jesus are extremely tolerant be-
cause they have no conviction.
The lowest level of conviction will
always produce the highest level
of tolerance.

Either of these extremes--rigid-
ness and compromise--iS wrong.
Disciples of Jesus must maintain a
balance between these extremes.
They must be deeply committed to
the truth of God's will. But they
must also be genuinely tolerant of
people who are not. Perhaps the
key to this balance is found in their
attitude towards people. Like their
Lord, disciples of Jesus will hate
sin, but love sinners. They will be
uncompromisingly intolerant of er-
roneous beliefs, but they will be
genuinely tolerant of the people
who hold them.

Is such a balance possible? It
was for Jesus! His commitment to
the truth of God's will could not be
shaken by a death upon a cross.
Yet as He died, He prayed: "Fa-
ther, forgive them; for they do not
know what they are doing.” (Luke
23:43) His disciples must walk in
His footsteps, hating sin, butloving
sinners.
