Students learn that they must read 
carefully and well. 

Recognition for earning points us-
ing the Accelerated Reader will be 
given each six weeks.

If you're a student away from home, 
cooking may be a new experience or 
something that you would like to know 
more about. 

To avoid getting foodborne illness 
from your own cooking, follow a few 
rules: 

'When grocery shopping, put per-
ishable foods in your cart last and 
always take them home immediately 
and refrigerate at once. 

'If you're using a microwave in the 
dorm, follow product directions and 
check the temperature of the food to 
see if it needs extra cooking time. 

'Refrigerate leftovers such as pizza, 
fried chicken, hamburgers and Chi-
nese food as soon as possible. Re-
member, perishable foods should 
never be unrefrigerated more than 
two hours. 

'Never store foods on the window 
ledge even if the weather is cold (not 
even that pizza box!). Buildings radi-
ate heat, making the sill warmer than 
the outsidetemperature. Plus, a metal 
box used to protect food from birds 
and animals can act as an "oven" in 
direct sunlight. 

'Check contents of "care packages" 
of food from home to see if any cans or 
packages must be stored in the re-
frigerator before or after opening it.

From The Minister's Desk: 
In the third chapter of John is 

recorded one of the most popular 
statements that Jesus ever spoke 
about salvation. This statement is: 
"For God so loved the world, that He 
gave His only begotten Son, that 
whoever believes in Him should not 
perish, but have eternal life." 

While this statement is extremely 
popular, it is often misunderstood. 
To correct this misunderstanding, it 
is helpful to divide this statement 
into three phrases. These three 
phrases are:- 

1. "-God so loved-."The salva-
tion of man began with God and His 
infinite love. Because of His love, 
God made man in His image and 
"-breathed into his nostrils the 
breath of life-" (Genesis 2:7) When 
man sinned and separated himself 
from God, the love of God did not 
cease. Rather God continued to 
love man, activating a plan for the 
salvation of man. 

2. "-He gave-." This plan was 
consistent with the God' nature. 
Since God is just, His plan was just. 
But since God is merciful, His plan 
was also merciful. 

The fulfillment of this plan clearly 
occurred when God gave Jesus for 
the sins of man. When Jesus died 
for the sins of man, it satisfied the 
demands of God's justice. But His 
death also allowed God to merci-
fully forgive and forget the sins of 
man. 

In the fifth chapter of Romans, 
the Apostle Paul described the gift 
of salvation as a "-free gift-". He 
wrote:"-The wages of sin is death, 
but the free gift of God is eternal life 
in Christ Jesus our Lord. (Romans 
6:23) Since a free gift cannot be 
meritoriously earned, it should be 
obvious that salvation is by the grace 
of God. 

Salvation by the grace of God is a 
basic New Testament truth. The 
Apostle Paul wrote: "-God, being 
rich in mercy, because of His great 
love with which He loved us, even 

when we dead in our transgres-
sions, made us alive together with 
Christ (by grace you have been 
saved)-. "He then added: "For by 
grace you have been saved through 
faith; and that not of yourselves, it is 
the gift of God; not as a result of 
works, that no one should boast." 
(Ephesians 2:4-5: 8-9) 

The tree gift of God-salvation-
is the result of the grace of God not 
the meritorious deeds of man. 

3. "-Whoever believes-. "But 
will the grace of God save every 
man? No! It will only save the man 
who believes. For years, man has 
debated whether or not faith saves. 
Such a debate is futile because the 
Bible plaint -tates that faith saves. 
(John 1:9- ,; Romans 5:1-2) The 
real issue not whether or not faith 
saves, but the type of faith that 
saves. 

According to the New Testament, 
the faith that saves is a faith that 
expresses itself in obedience. For 
example, Jesus said: "He who be-
lieves in the Son has eternal life; 
but he who does not obey the Son 
shall not see life, but the wrath of 
God abides on him." (John 3:36) In 
the same sentence, Jesus used the 
terms "-believes--"and "-obey--
" interchangeably. 

To be saved man must have a 
faith that is expressed or demon-
strated in obedience. In the second 
chapter of his letter, Jesus asked 
an important question when he 
asked: "What use is it, my brethren, 
if a man says he has faith, but he 
has no works? Can that faith save 
him?" (verse 15)The implied answer 
to these questions is: "No". A faith 
that saves is a faith that obeys. 

John 3:16 consists of twenty-five 
words which constitute a promise 
of salvation. But if this promise is to 
be obtained, it must be properly 
understood.

Childress To Be Site Of 
Arts & Crafts Fair 

Golden Spread Electric Cooperative 
has filed with the Texas Public Utility 
Commission a notice of intent to apply 
for a certificate of convenience and 
necessity for construction of a new 
400 megawatt generating plant. 

Scheduled for initial operation in 
early 1998, the plant would consist of 
four 100 megawatt, simple cycle gas 
turbine powered generating units. 
Natural gas will be used as the primary 
fuel. 

A final site selection has not been 
made, but two preferred sites are cur-
rently under consideration. One site is 
located in Moore County south of 
Sunray, and the other site involves 
properties in Yoakum and Gaines 
Counties east of Denver City. 

Approval by the Texas Public Utility 
Commission of the notice of intent will 
only give Golden Spread the right to 
file an application for a certificate of 
convenience and necessity, which is 
the authorization needed before the 
project could be constructed. 

In its filing, Golden Spread advised 
the Commission that it also intends to 
solicit proposals from other utilities 
and independent power suppliers for 
both new capacity and demand side 
control options. The solicitation will be 
made in about three months and will 
include a request for purchased power 
or other supply options. 

Golden Spread currently purchases 
wholesale power from Southwestern 
Public Service Company and from 
West Texas Utilities Company. SPS' 
1993 load capacity resource forecast, 
which includes the Golden Spread 
loads, shows a need to construct 486 
megawatts of new gas turbine gener-
ating capacity to serve area loads. 

Golden Spread President Robert 
W. Bryant said, "Our proposal does 
not duplicate any existing generating 
facilities. It simply means that SPS 
can defer the construction of additional 
generating plants on its system, and 
that will benefit SPS retail consumers."
