Plant Trees Now

“Cherries as well as peaches” could
well be a 1945 slogan for Wheeler
County:.

The cherry is the most dependable
type of fruit that can be grown in
the Panhandle area of Texas. Tests
of Experiment Stations in this area
show excellent to fair crops 75 per
cent of the time. This is true for sev-
eral reasons. First, cherries thrive
under conditions of low temperature.
Cherries prefer areas of high altitude,
short summers, and are less exacting
as to soil requirements than most
any fruit. Damage from insects and
diseases is neglible. They bloom late
in the spring thus avoiding damage
to fruit buds when late spring frost
or freezes come.

Cherry pie, fresh cherries, and
cherry preserves are within the reach
of every family in Wheeler county.

Get half dozen or a dozen two to
four feet cherry trees. Plant these
between now and mid-March, just as
soon as the severest part of winter
is over. Plant 20 feet apart.

Early Richmond and Montmorency
are excellent varieties of cherries for
Wheeler county.

The Early Richmond cherry ripens
in late June to early July, or 7 to 10
days earlier than Montmorency. It
is the leading early tart cherry. The
tree is very vigorous, spreading and
a prolific producer. The fruit is small,
round, and light red. The fruit is of
good quality.

Montmorency cherry ripens early
to mid July. This is the most widely
grown cherry in the Panhandle. Fruit |
of Montmorency is round, medium
size, red, and of excellent quality.

Must Keep '"Mileage
Rationing Records"

All operators of passenger cars
with basic “A” rations must have
“Mileage Rationing Records” to be
eligible to apply for any gasoline ra-
tions, R. C. Wooldridge, District
Gasoline Rationing Officer for OPA,
pointed out today.

In the recent re-registration of the
nation's 23,000,000 basic “A" ration
holders, each registrant was issued
one of these mileage record forms.
The form replaced the old tire ra-
tioning record, on which was kept a
list of all gasoline rations issued to
the vehicle.

Without this important record
form, no motorist may be issued a
“B"” or “C" supplemental ration, he
emphasized.

elected new farm committeemen to
assist in administering the 1945 pro-
gram.

Past records of Triple-A should in-
still new confidence among farmers
that agriculture will have the
strength and resourcefulness required
to cope with any problems which may
lie ahead. It has stood by ready to as-
sume the responsibility of adminis-
tering any program as requested by
the War Food Administration to
carry out the war effort. Somehow
these problems, big and uncertain as
they are, appear less fearful when
we look back at the accomplishments
of our farmer-run agency during
1944

Under the 1944 Triple-A program
farmers carried out more soil-build-
ing and erosion controlling practices
than ever before. Two hundred and
eighty seven million dollars is indi-
cated for 1944 compared with two
hundred fifteen million in 1943 and
one hundred sixty-eight million in
1942. Plans are now being made to
carry out a profitable program for
1945.

Committeemen are now preparing
to help individual farmers plan their
productions on crops to meet the na-
tional goals and keep production up
to the 1943-44 level as farmers broke
al! records for food production in
1944 despite many obstacles encoun-
tered in securing labor and equip-
ment needed in achieving this pro-
duction.

Among other responsibilities of the
Triple-A was to administer the Com-
modity Loan program on cotton,
wheat, grain sorghum and other
commodities in other areas which
have placed a solid floor under the
prices of these commodities.

Local committeemen have helped
| to give fairest distribution possible
on rationed farm machinery and
other scarce items. They have applied
their practical knowedge of local
farm operations to get scarce sup-
plies of protein meal and feed wheat
distributed where they contributed
most to food production.

Dairy feed payment program on
dairy products is another example as
to how Triple-A can put a program
into operation quickly. When dairy
production was at a low ebb and
many producers were being forced
out of business due to high cost of
production the War Food Adminis-
tration passed this program on to the
AAA Committee to administer, it was
quickly put into operation and the
dechining production of this product
twas stopped and an increase was
achieved.

In addition to the above mentioned
performances, Triple-A has carried
out many other services for farmers
such as the purchase program, to
support farm prices, assist dealers
| in purchasing war supplies and help-

been continuously in operation for
almost thirty-six years. He has seen
people come and go, businesses open-
ed and closed, but somehow, he has
managed through good years and bad
years to continue, and is now one of
the five citizens left in Wheeler since
he settled here in April, 1909. The
other four, as he recalls them are
the Dennis Holt, Minnie Farmer,
Julius Carter and 1. B. Lee families.

Floyd Pennington was 11 years old
when his father moved to Wheeler,
and as soon as he was old enough
he was taken into the business. Mr.
Pennington has one grandson, W. E.
II, who is an aviation student in
Carlsbad.

Mr. Pennington began selling goods
in 1903 in Oklahoma, with a capital
stock of $61.25, and has built the
mercantile store to its present size.
This self-made venerable gentleman
of Wheeler has truly weathered all
storms, and made good. He is an ex-
ample of determination, honesty and
hard work, with the final reward of
success.

Mr. Pennington was born Septem-
ber 29, 1867, in White County, Ten-
nessee. He received his early school-
ing in Tennessee, but circumstances
forced him to go to work at the early
age of 11 years, at the hardest work
in the world, farming, to support his
widowed mother and two sisters. He
worked many a day for 25¢ a day.

He said that many times he had
plowed the ground when it was froz-
en over, the hard way when there
were no modern implements to make
farm work lighter. His bare feet
would be bleeding, and almost frozen.
Then at the close of the hard day's
work he sat down to just a frugal
meal of corn bread. Canning was not
thought of in that early day, and the
pantries and cellars were not stocked
with canned and preserved foods as
they are in this age of development.
He never had a holiday in his life
until about twenty years ago.

l{e is a member of the Baptist
church, a Mason, and is a good citi-
wen. He has always been interested in
good schools, churches, and good
roads, and he has donated to every
church and other worthy cause for
the upbuilding of Wheeler. He has
lived with his business, and has taken
very little time for recreation or
secial affairs.

It was interesting to hear Mr. Pen-
nington tell of the first Model T
cars that made their appearance in
Wheeler. They were tested out on
the sandy hill north of town, and no
cne dared ride out without five or
six men to help push if the car be-
came stuck. Ten or fifteen miles an
hour was considered great speed.

His grandfather was a captain in
the Civil war, and Mr. Pennington re-
