TALKS ON THE KLAN

Ang. 11 Ex-Senator Joseph Wel|

don Badley wspoke here Wednesday
afternoon on the child labor smene-
mamt and the Ku Klux Klan question.

After discuming the childabor
amendment at some length, Senator
Bailey took up the klan guestion and
spoke as follows:

“And now, my fellow-citizens, 1T
come to a question which should be
earefully considerad by every man
and woman in this State. Until last
Friday st Plano | had never discoss-
ed the Ku Klux Klan in any public
address, becaune I had been hoping
that the thoughtful men in that or-
ganization would be able 6o keep it
out of politiea 1f that had been
done dther objectioms to it would re-
main, but they are mot political, and
therefore are not proper eubjects for
political discussion. [ abhor intor-
orance of every kind, and religious
intoleranca most of all; but if men
and women are willing to organize
themselves into a soclety for the pur
pose of promoting religious intol-
erance, the law hae no right to forbid
it, and T have no right to make it a
political issues [ reprsciate every agi-
tation which tends to Array brother
against brother, to embitber neighbor
against neighbor and to alienate
Triend from friemd, as the klan has
done, but such tendencies are not for
the law to remedy, and we must
leave them to time and to our better

matures. | am unalterably opposed to
the boyeott, which any organization
like the klan must inevitably encour-
age; but as long ss it ¥ lawful for
wothers to use the boycott we can not
justly make it unlawfal for the klan
to do so, and we must, for the time,
at leawt, leave it to the chastisement
of a wholesome public emntiment.
This is a political campaign, and lay-
Ing avide those social or moral ques-
tions, [ shall address myself solely
to the political activities of the klan.

“That the klan is actively engaged
in the politics of this State is known
to every intelligent man in it, and will
not, 1 think, be denied by any re-
spectable man.  Two yoam ago ey
entered upon this conree, and in av-
ary coundy where thefr nuemibirs were
suffident to give any hope of success
they united in the support of certain
candidates, including thoase for juar
clal offices.

TALKS ON THE KLAN

Garland, Dellas Cousty, Texas,
Ang. 13. _Ex-Senator Jossph Wel-
don Bafley wpoke here Wednesday
afternoon on the child labor mmen-
mant and the Ku Klux Klan question.
