HOSPICE

AWARENESS

As a hospice nurse and a firm be-
lieverthat people should be allowed to
live out their final days as comfortably
as possible and with as much dignity
aspossible, lwhole-heartedly support
the Supreme Court’s decision last
week in the states of New York and
Washington ruling that there is no
constitutional right to physician-as-
sisted suicide. This means that provi-
sionsfororagainst physician-assisted
suicide will be left up to each state to
determine. The question shouldn’t be
whether the state has an interest in
allowing a person to ask a doctor to
helpthem commit suicide, but whether
the state has an interest in helping
citizens live out their final days in com-
fort and with dignity. The fact that the
physician-assisted suicide debate has
reached such a fervered pitch illus-
trates that those of us in the health
care industry need to better educate
terminally ill patients and their families
about their end-of-life options. Termi-
nally ill patients have health care
choices other than aggressive treat-
ment untilthe bitter end and physician
assisted suicide. One such option is
hospice. Many terminally ill patients
turn to physician assisted suicide be-
causethey cannotbe cured, fear physi-
cal pain and depression, and do not
want to be a burden to their family.
When terminally ill patients and their
families are given the proper medical
attention and supportive care, the de-
sire for assistance with suicide gener-
ally disappears. Hospice is a compre-
hensive, medically directed, team-ori-
ented program of care that empha-
sizes pain and symptom control rather
than curative treatment. Itis aphiloso-
phy of care that accepts death as a
natural part of life, and addresses the
psychological and spritual needs of
the patient and their family. Hospice is
kowing that you're not alone, that
someone is always there not matter
what lies ahead. When a baby is born
and enters into this world, everyone is
surrounded by love, comfort, and car-
ing. Why don't patients and families
faced with leaving this earth deserve
that same love, comfort and caring?
