The current Census will focus on
the number of farms in the United
States, farm size, operator character-
istics, crop and livestock production,
agricultural product sales, and pro-
duction expenses of farmers and
ranchers.

"All answers provided in the Cen-
sus are considered confidential and
will be used only for statistical pur-
poses,” said Stallman. "This Census
will provide benchmark agricultural
statistics for decision making for the
next five years for the U.S., for Texas
and for each of the nation's 3,1 00
counties.”

Completed forms should be mailed
back by February 2, 1998 in the post-
age-paid envelopes provided.
