R. W . Wileman Is 
Reported Missing 
In South Pacific
Roy Weldon Wileman. pharmacist 

mate third class, grandson of Mr 
and Mrs. W. B. Wileman of Wheeler, 
has been missing in action in the 
southwest Pacific since Jul> 30, his 
parents, Mr and Mrs. Roy T. Wile­
man of Altus, Okla . were notified 
Sunday by the Navy department.

Wileman, a graduate of the Altus 
high school in 1943, completed pharm­
acist mate school following boot camp 
training, and was then stationed at 
Corpus Christ!, Texas He has been 
in service two years and two months.

His first tour of sea duty began in 
January of this year, but Wileman 
returned to Altus and Wheeler earl­
ier this summer after his ship, dam­
aged by a suicide dive bomber, was 
returned to the west coast for re­
pairs. He called his parents on July 
21. just prior to leaving for the Paci­
fic. No further communication has 
been received directly from him.

His ship, the Indianapolis, was tor- 
jioiloed 450 miles off Leyte July 30 
with 883 dead and missing, after she 
had finished a record speed run from 
San Francisco to Guam to deliver 
the first atom bomb to the B-29’s. 
She apparently fell prey to a Jap- 
aanese submarine. Three hundred 
fourteen sun ivors were rescued five 
days later

Wileman, 19. is an only child.
W  B. Wileman states his uncle. 

Sam Crockett, was killed at Peters­
burg. V a . in 1863 during the Civil 
War at the age of 19 years. 11 months 
and 28 days. His son. Harry C Wile- 
man. died while in training during 
World W ar I, at Douglas, Utah at 
the age of 19 years. 7 months and 
24 days.

Luxury travel 
is out and you may w ind up sitting 
on a suitcase in the aisle, on a lap 
or a chair arm Jostled, pushed, shov­
ed. with air conditioning off kilter, 
diners pressed for food and service, 
you get an idea of how uncomfort­
able traveling has become Whatever 
is ottered in luxury travel should by 
rights go to soldiers so we should be 
willing to tough it with the other 
civilians, if we don t stay home.

Farm Mortgage*
Farmers were busy last year pay­

ing off mortgages on rural holdings 
Wisely using surplus funds from high­
er wartime profits, they reduced the 
whole debt to the lowest level since 
1916. From 1940 through 1944 they 
have repaid 1-5 the total farm 
mortgage indebtedness. There is a 
great difference between this period 
of war than during World War I. 
when from January 1914 to January 
1919, the farm mortgage debt rose 
over $2 billion and continued to 
climb to a total of S101̂  billions 
in the early 20’s. Today it is less than 
half that amount We can vvell be 
proud of these figures.

Thinking It  Over
Are morals at a pretty low level 

when a chaplain after 14 months of 
overseas service returns with this 
statement and include both sexes and 
means the condition exists at home 
and abroad Reviewing some of the 
acknowledged shortcomings that are 
common enough to be easily recog­
nized. we take into consideration the 
black market practice as an exam­
ple of 'elfishness, paying high prices 
to "get," asking special privileges of 
clerks for products, strikes by labor 
for higher wages regardless of the 
affect or soldier's lives, totals to a 
greedy sum in shameless practices 
Waste of government money, profit­
eering on war contracts are moral is­
sues. Grabbing for seats, demanding 
service, grousing over shortages, 
hoarding, are common occurances. 
The more we review our actions the 
more we think the chaplain had 
foundation for his remark.

REA Lines To Be 
Expanded O v e r  A re a
Texas rural electric cooperatives 

recently were allotted more than $4,- 
(XXi.oOO in REA loan funds to finance 
IHmu miles of additional lines which 
will conduct electric power to the 
home: of 10,000 farm families and 
other rural consumers, according to 
information received by Texas A. and 
M College Extension Service from 
RKA headquarters in St. Louis, Mo.

Since the defeat of Germany, re- 
-trictions on rural line construction 
have been lifted, and new power 
lines will be built as soon as mater­
ials are available.

Within the past few months, thou­
sands of Texas farmers have signed 
up for electric service. REA officials 
point out that all farmers and other 
rural consumers wanting electricity 
should contact the nearest REA of­
fice without delay, as the number of 
signed members is important in de­
termining which lines are to be built 
first.

Tlie farmer wanting service, wheth­
er he lives adjacent to or at some 
distance from an REA line, should go 
to the nearest REA office and obtain 
information on how soon he can ob­
tain service. If the farmer lives at 
considerable distance from an REA 
line, every effort will be made to 
build an extension to his home.

Up to July 1, 1915, REA had allot­
ted approximately $48,000,000 to 
rural electric cooperatives in Texas. 
The cooperatives had built 41,000 
miles of lines and brought electricity 
to 100.000 farm families and other 
rural consumers. All REA loans are 
made on a self-liquidating. 100 per 
cent financing basis, at two per cent 
interest for periods not exceeding 35 
years. Texas cooperatives are paying 
off their loans on schedule, REA offi­
cials report.

T e xa s  T ru ck  Load  
L im it To R aise S e p t. 4
Austin — The 10.000 pound In­

crease in Texas truck load limit 
which will give a permissable load of 
18.000 pounds, will result in a ton­
nage of approximately 20 per cent on 
the 20,000 vehicles operated by the 
Texas Trucking Industry, Lyn B 
Shaw general manager of the Texas 
Motor Transportation Association, 
said today.

The new load limit becomes effec­
tive September 4. 90 days after ad­
journment of the legislature, and 
Shaw urged all truck owners to im­
mediately register present equipment 
for the amount of gross tonnage ex­
pected to bo hauled.

This will mean an additional $65 
■ach on approximately 20.000 units, 
an increase in annual revenue of $1,- 
>00,000 to the counties and state.

Shaw said the trucking industry 
had been operating under a great 
drain to effectively handle all war 
mportant materials and at the same 

time maintain maximum safety stan­
dards. He declared that 10 per cent 
of accidents on highways involving 
trucks had been due to inability to 
secure replacement parts and tires. 
From a maintenance standpoint, op­
erators are expecting relief by early 
fall.

He pointed out that average truck 
life is now in excess of a quarter 
million miles, more than twice the 
average pre-war mileage. Shaw de­
clared that although war demands 
had made this necessary, it is not 
economical to operate a fleet of 
motor trucks for that length of time

Special gasoline rations will be pro­
vided for service men discharged 
from the armed forces for use in at­
tending to personal affairs and mak­
ing adjustments to civilian life. Ches­
ter Bowies, administrator of OPA 
says. The special ration, which local 
war price and rationing boards began 
issuing Aug. 3. 1945, is limited in 
each j^se to the needs of the veteran 
and may not exceed 30 gallons of 
gasoline. It is restricted to veterans 
who have been separated from active 
service within the preceding 30 days 
or to officers on terminal leave pre­
ceding their separation from the ser­
vice.

"When applying to their local 
boards for this ration, both officers 
and enlisted men discharged from the 
army must present their copy of War 
Department Form 100 together with 
Application Form OPA 552 and the 
mileage rationing record. Enlisted 
men discharged from the navy, ma­
rine corps or coast guard must pre­
sent Navy Form 553, Marine Corps 
Form 78PD or Coast Guard Form 
553. Officers discharged from the 
navy, marine corps or coast guard 
present a copy of the orders releas­
ing them from active duty.”
