acres,
Kingsbery, State Chariman of the
Production and Marketing Admin-
istration.

“Whether peanut acreage allot-

ments and marketing quotas are
in effect for the 1948 1949, and

1950 crops”, the chairman said
“depends on a two-thirds favor-!

able vote by the peanut growers
who vote irr a referendum, to be

held on December 9 in all peanut-|

producing communities. Before the|

referenfum, committeemen will|
apportion each county's share of|
the 1948 State allotment among|
individual farms and will notify|
farmers of their allotments.”

Kingsbery gave the following:
explanation of why peanut acre-
age allotments ana “markeiing;
quotas are necessary:

“Peanut production expanded
greatly during the war, and is
still high. But the demand for

edible peanuts has lessened, with!

the result that farmers are now
growing more peanuts than can|
be sold on th open market at fair!
prices. Allotments and quotas proe
vide the means whereby each|
farmer may receive his fair share
of the available market—that is,
the amount of peanuts which can
be sold at prices fair and reason-
able to the farmer and the con-
sumer.”

FFA Work".

The County Agent's office will
grade the essays written by 4-H
Club weys, and the top fifteen
grades =ake the writers oligihle
to take an examination over four
Dairy Bulletins given them by the
County Agent. The top ten grades
made by boys on the examinatiog
make those boys eligible to be
considered by the committee fog
receving a calf.

The Vocational Agriculture
teacher will grade the essay
written by FFA Boys, and the
top ten grades make the writers
eligible to take an examination
over 4 Dairy Bulletins given them
by the County Agent or Vocation-
al Agriculture teacher. The top
five grades made by boys on the
examination make those boys eli-
gible to be considered by the com-
mittee for receiving a calf

The committee then makes the
final selection of boys to receive
calves, based on the interest of the
boy and his parents in Dairying;
the interest of the parents in the
success of the boy: the availabili-
ty of proper feed and shelter for
the calf; and the degree of in-
terest on the part of the boy’s
father in keeping up fences, pro-
tgetion of the heifer from breed-
Ing with inferior bulls, etc. Any
boy who receives a Dairy Calf
from the Wheeler Chamber of
Commerce Dairy Circle must sign
the following contract to protect
the interest of the sponsor, and to
assure the continuation of a good
breeding program with the Jersey
Heifers in the Circle.
