Tuberculosis can develop in less
than a year's time, W. R. Ritter,
county sanitarian, declares.

“By having an annual X-ray it
is easier to determine the disease
in its earliest stages when it can
best be treated,” he continued.

Some early cases of tuberculosis
can be picked up through X-ray
pictures, but cannot be diagnosed
through physical examinations un-
til further development.

The majority of the county resi-
dents X-rayed last year found to
have tuberculosis or some other
chest disorder, have been aided
during the past year, he said.

“Each year the disease progres-
ses, making it that much harder
to cure,” the sanitarian added.

Residents who are X-rayed have
nothing to fear. It is probable that
any chest disorder found as a re-
sult of the X-rays may be much

more easily cured. It is two or
three times easier to cure tuber-
culosis when it is caught in its

earlier stages, Ritter added.

An X-ray survey is primarily a
screening procedure, not diagnostic.
It is expected that each individual
having significant abnormal chest
findings on the survey film, such
as suspicious or definite tubercu-
losis and certain non-tuberculosis
pathologiral conditions, will have
a larger cnest X.ray made. Some
individuals will require several ex-
aminations and clinical evalsa-
tions by their own physician be-
fore a final diagnosis can definite-
ly be determined.
