Two Indictments 
By Grand Jury

Two indieements were returned 
by the Wheeler County Grand Jury 
Monday, according to District At­
torney Bill Waters.

"At this time of year, adaptable 
d’ .ving assumes special import­
ance." Musick said "Many people 
take vacation and week end motor 
trips, and on such trips they are 
like to encounter a variety of 
road and traffic situations."

He pointed out that in a sinlge 
trip a driver may travel over con­
gested city streets, quiet rural 
roads, superhighways, mountain­
ous roads and narrow winding 
roads. Sometime* the change from 
erte to the other will be abrupt 
and a driver will have to shift 
mental gears to adapt swiftly to 
the new condition

"First of all." he said, "the vaca­
tioner should find out what type* 
of road he will have to travel. 
Then he should learn the charac­
teristics, hazards and patterns of 
the road. He can generally get this 
type of information from service 
stations, resturants or other stop­
ping places as he travels along He 
will then be prepared, at least 
mentally, for the change in driving 
pace.”

Mustek's advice was to stay 
alert on all roads and he especially 
careful when making change-overs 
He said the driver should get the i 
“ feel ’ of the new conditions as 
won as possible, then get in step 
with the flow of traffic immediate- * 
y .

He reminded motorists that, at 
the demand c f  the public, enforce-i 
ment of traffic laws i< being stop-I 
pod up bv local and state agencies 
throughout Texas. This makes the 
highways safer for drivers and also 
o i fers extra chance for the care­
less and discourteous driver to be 
stopped.
