82 0. These charges for gas ser-
vice were to carry a street and al-
ley tax.

However, before the gas com-
pany could put the above schedule
allowed by the Court into effect
they had to file, by order of the
Court, a $10,000.00 bond payable
to the Railroad Commission o°
Texas for the use and benbfit of
the company's customers unde:
