Thenameof the culprit is 
Cedar Apple Rust. Later on 
large galls will form. These 
will serve as sources of in­
fection for next year's out­
break. Any rust is helped by 
high humidity and moisture 
like we've been having the 
past few days. Fo lks should 
avoidplanti ng Junipersnear 
apple trees or hawthornes.
The cedar apple galls should 
be removed. Lim e sulpher 
and copper sulfate sprays 
ore recommended. Thehigh 
humidity is also favorable 
for development of fire blight 
on apples and pear trees. If 
your trees look like a blow­
torch has goneover the grow­
ing tips, you can mark this 
up to fireblight._________
