Developing Springier
Irrigation systems

To develop a sprinkler 
system so i t  w ill work at 
it 's  highest efficiency 
there are several vitol 
facts that need to be 
known. It i s very unwi se 
to just take a shot in the 
dark a id  buy a system and 
know nothing about it.

The firs t and I robably 
the most important fact to 
know in developing a 
sprinkler system, is to 
be sure of just how much 
water i s available for ir­
rigation. For conservation 
irrigation systemsk i t  is 
usually safe to try to irr i­
gate about one acre of 
crop for each seven to 
ten gallons of water per 
minute available.

Another very important 
fact to consider i s the 
type soil to be irrigated. 
Sometimes a sprinkler 
system may be designed to 
qsply water faster than 
the intake rate of the soil 
will allow. When this hap­
pens we find unnecessary 
ponding or runoff. This 
can be controlled by the 
amount of ^ rin k le rs  in 
the system ond the size 
nozzle used.

Other things to consid­
er is the size main line 
and laterals to use. If 
these lines ore too small 
i t  w ill take too much pres­
sure to deliver the amount 
of water desired through 
the system. A well design­
ed system should not vary 
the pressure on the nozzl­
es in the system over 
five to seven pounds per 
square i neh. If these 
conditions exist, cost of 
operation will be unneces- 
sari ly high.

The technicians of the 
Soil Conservation Service 
that assist the Wheeler 
County Soil and Water 
Conservation D istrict w ill 
assist you with the de­
sign of a sprinkler irriga­
tion system if  you so 
desi re.
