ce lle n t flowers for use in

Use only choice materials 
for drying, selecting those 
flower heads w ith  the long 
est stems It is u i ia l ly  best 
to prepare several times as 
many specimens as you think 
you w ill need, thereby, allow 
m9 you to discard any flow 
ers that are damaged in the 
drying process. An ideal 
place to dry the specimens 
is in on oiry a tt ic  which has 
I'tt le  or no ligh t The winte- 
bouquet material should be 
thoroughly dried by hanging 
them in small bundles upside 
down on a line or from rafters

t

in a com paratively dust free 
comer o f the a tt ic  or s to re­
room where the lig h t is  dim. 
Once the material is thorough* 
ly dry, i t  should be stored in 

dust free boxes u n til ready far 
use A llo w  ample room in the 
boxes to prevent damage to 
the ind iv idua l heads

The ornamental grasses, as 
w e ll as many o f the na tive  
grasses, produce a ttra c tive  
plumes which con be used in 
w in ter bouquets. By cu tting  
the flow ering grass heads 
just as they mature, but be­
fore they begin to expand or 
shed, and ty ing them in small 
bundles, they can be dried 
in the same manner as the 
flowers d iscussed in the pre­
vious paragraph Pampas grap 
as w e ll as the Fountain 

grass, are some o f the be t­
ter cu ltiva ted  grasses that 
can be used in th is  way.
Many of the na tive  grasses 
produce sm aller heads but 
when gathered and used in 
arrangements, a lso  look very 
a ttractive .

The flowers lis te d  below 
are too de lica te  to be dried 
by hanging but can be some­
times success fu lly  curred 
by using a dry ing  agent such 
as *2 corn meal and Vj borax 
mixed together thoroughly. 
Since we are in terested only 
in the layer o f the drying 
agent in the bottom o f the 
Dox, then lay the flowers 
in the box and gently f i l l  
in around the ind iv idua l 
flow er heads w ith  add itiona l 
m ateria l. The drying agent 
should be ca re fu lly  packed 
between the peta ls to hold 
them apart w h ile  they dry. 
Large, double flowers are 
d if f ic u lt  to dry success fu lly . 
These p lants w il l  have to 
be treated very gently or they 
w il l  not survive long enough 
to use in an arrangement. I t  
w il l  take considerable prac­
tice  before you learn the 
technique o f packing the 
drying agent around some of 
#ie more de lica te  specimens.

Many of the more a ttra c tive  

flowers and leaves which 
cannot be preserved by dry 
ing can be cured w ith  g ly ­
cerine for use in w in te r bou­
quets Using the g lycerine  
treatment, many o f the fa ll 
leaves w il l  re ta in  the ir b righ t 
colors and las t a long time. 
There may be some co lor 
change when using  th is  me­
thod, however, the dark, 
s ilk y  appearance o f the 
leaves makes them even more 
a ttrac tive  in many instances. 
When properly cured, the 
material w il l  la s t a long tim e 
and is usua lly  less b r itt le , 
making i t  easier to arrange 
them than most dried mat­
e ria ls  P lan t m ate ria ls  w hich 
can be preserved w ith  the 
g lycerine method inc lude the 
fo llow ing

Bamboo, Chestnut, Mag­
no lia , E nglish Ivy, Elaeag- 
nus, Ir is  leaves, Oak, M ul­
le in, Sea Grape, Sansevieria, 
& S tre lit t ia .

When curing p lan t mater­
ia ls  w ith  the g lyce rine  meth­
od, the bottom four to fiv e  
inches o f the stem should 
be placed in ja rs con ta in ing  
a solution o f one part g lyce r­
ine to two parts o f water.
The absorption o f the g ly ­
cerine can be fa c ilita te d  by 
crushing the ends o f the 
more woody stems before 
p lac ing  them in the so lu tion . 
The e ffe c t o f the so lu tion  
is no ticeable  on the leaves 
as i t  rises through the fo l­
iage. The m ateria l should be 
a llow ed to remain in the jar 
in t i l  the en tire  lea f is  cured 
After the g lycerine  so lu tion  
has penetrated the en tire  
Surface, remove the spec i­
mens from the conta iners and 
hang them upside down u n til 
the curing process is com­
pleted, and they are thorough 
ly dry Leaves preserved by 
the g lycerine  method can be 
used w ith  e ithe r fresh flo w ­
ers or in dry arrangements.
