The six years old who start next September to school are 
the ones most overlooked in the census. Failure to count them costs the school 
and taxpayers extra money.

to re-finance a mortgage which 
is overdue against his 25 - ac­
re farm. The loan also will pro­
vide money with which to by 
a cow, for a mule and to carry 
out some land development 
work and pay operating expens­
es on his 1965 truck crop which 
will consist of two and a half 
acres of tomatoes and. cucum­
bers. The family of 10 also will 
raise a large garden and some 
pigs to meet the family’ s food 
needs. Improvements made with 
;he loan will enable this family 
to make a 50 - percent increase 
in their gross income.

That income, incidentally, 
totaled only $1540.

At the slate office 75 applica­
tions for “ economic opportun­
ity loans”  have been received.

The loans are authorized by 
the Economic Opportunity Act 
of 1964, which includes a rural 
credit service involving $35 mil­
lion in Federal funds.

In addition, three other loans 
have been approved in Texas; 
one to a 51 year old farmer who ' 
lives in Harrison County near

Marshall, Texas.
There are five children in 

this family. The total amount 
the loan is $2.50. The funds 
will be used to purchase 12 
acres of land, and move and re­
pair a house to be located on 
the 12 acres being purchased. 
This will provide a more ade­
quate dwelling for the family.

The third loan made this 
week in Texas, according to 
Mr. Cappleman, was one made 
to a Widow living near Hemp­
stead in Waller County. A loan 
of $820 is being used to assist 
this widow in purchasing live­
stock and drilling a well so that 
she and her family will have 
sanitary water supply for do­
mestic purposes.

The Farmers Home Adminis­
tration County Supervisor for 
Washington and Waller Coun­
ties, Temple Evans, has devel­
oped a farming program on the

source of income through the 
construction and equipping of a 
small tractor and farm imple­
ment repair shop. With this ad­
ditional source of income, the 
family will be able to raise their 
level of living from $1,200 per 
year to approximately $2,000 
per year after the business is in 
operation. This will amount to 
a 50 percent increase in their 
gross income from all sources.

The State Director of the 
Farmers Home Administration 
in Texas stated t.'.at all person­
nel are enlisting the assistance 
of rural agricultural and. busi­
ness leaders, school teachers, 
ministers, welfare workers, 
charitable organizations and 
others to assist this agency in 
informing low - income rural 
families of the opportunities 
available to them in the Eco­
nomic Opportunity Act of 1964.

According to Mr, Cappleman, 
“ The I960 Agricultural Census 
showed approximately 375,CJ0 
rural families, both farm and 
non - farm, living in the coun­
try and in communities of less 
than 2,500 population, receive 
a gross income of $3,000 a year 
or less from all sources. This 
means we have a real challenge 
in Texas in providing opportun­
ities for these families to im­
prove their level of living.”

All of the loahs bear a 4 Vh 
percent interest. Economic Op­
portunity Loans may be made 
in amounts up to $2,500 to fi­
nance small family businesses, 
trades, services, and farming 
enterprises.

The rural families eligible for 
anti-poverty loans are confront­
ed with such problems as limit­
ed resources; low incomes; in­
debtedness beyond their present 
ability to repay; lack of man­
