Must Also Bring
Price Reduction

Butchers may not reducs point
valuas of rationsd meats and fais
without at the sams time lowering
money prices, the local War Price
and Rationing board announced
Thursday,

Bafore a retaller lowers the
point value of g rationed item, =
new amendment to the rationing
regulations provides he must low-
eor the price of the Item at least
25 percent below (ta established
celling price. If hes lowers the
point value more than 25 percent,
the melling price must be reduced
balow the celling In proportion.
In no case, howavar, is the retaller
required to reduce the monaey
price more than 50 per cent below
the eceiling.

Retallers must post the celling
and reduced money price along
with the reduced point value.

The action was takem to put a
brake on retailers who during the
early stages of the new meats and
fats rationing program have tend-
od to abuse the point lowering de-
viea provided In the regulations.
Retallers acting in good falth will
not suffer, it was sald, since It s
normal practice to eut prices when
Items must be moved gulckly to
prevent spolinge.
