lolly; government bankruptcy.

In haying up those agricultural products the gov­
ernment lias itself gone into the grain, eggs, butter and 
|>orlv business. Its object was to help the farmers by 
maintaining market prices; but already the government 
lias enormous stocks of those products on hand which 
it is selling to other countries at lower prices than those 
charged to the American consumers. Thus the govern­
ment :s entering into competition with the farmers by 
cutting prices in the foreign market, upon which the 
farmers have to depend tor the sale o f a large portion 
of their products.

The worst feature o f this t’oolishne-s is ‘ hat it is 
thin end of communism, which eventually would 
• to l»e adopted through the government’s appro­

priating ill farm products and marketing them. a< in 
Russia. This b a more sensible and businesslike system 
than the present one of subsidizing over-production and 
freezing vast surpluses at the cost o f millions o f dollars 
ip taxation. Those taxes are paid by the American con­
sumers of farm products, which means that they are 
paying higher than the market prices for their food, 
while the government is piling up surpluses at increas­
ing storage costs annually.

Some \ ears ago there was a popular outcry against 
the burning of food products in order to create a short­
age md thus maintain market prices. And what is the 
differed e between tha‘ and the government's creating 
a shor age b\ withholding ami hoarding good food and 
rend»vbv.! it ’ valueless? Far lietter that it l>e destroyed 
outright in the first place, saving the exner.se o f hoard­
ing nr ! preserving perishable commodities for no use­
ful purpose.
