Vetola Parker, Former Columnist, Remembered [ 
"I was the oldest of my family, so I had to quit school and help Mamma 

raise seven kids and help Daddy in the fields." 
The added responsibilities brought her to a decision, though it was to be 

short-lived. 
"I decided I wasn't going to have kids, since I'd already helped raise seven 

of 'em. I wanted to draw and paint. I wanted to shirk responsibility. 
"Then I met this guy here," she said smiling, gesturing to Colie. 
More than 57 years later, she still marvels that fact. 
"When I met Colie, I didn't talk and neitherdid he. I don't know how we ever 

made a date. I was kind of bashful and backward, but I put an end to that. 
I'm gabby now. 

"We got married on Sept. 14, 1932, moved to this house in 1934, and 
been here ever since." 

It was there that she raised her own children, eight of them, six boys and 
two girls. They've since given her almost 40 grandchildren, and as the family 
grew, so did the house 

"We raised eight kids in four little rooms, and when they started bringing 
in these grandkids, we added four more rooms. Now it's more than I can 
keep clean." 

It's also a far cry from the 1934 version, which had no electricity, no gas 
and no telephone. 

"We'd burn cotton seed hulls, cow chips, anything," Mrs. Parker said. "It 
was a lot of work. But back when we were doing all that hard work, we didn't 
realize how hard it was." Not that she'd trade that existence for a life of ease. 
Even though her momentum has been slowed by the use of two walking 
canes, she still busies herself taking care of Colie, who has been ill, visiting 
with friends and family, writing her column, and venturing out into the yard 
for an occasional bout with yardwork. 

"If I hadn't got married to Colie Parker, I'd have been Young all my life," 
she says with a sparkle in her eye, making a joke about her maiden name. 
But it will take more than a play on words to convince me that Vetola Parker 
is 77 years old. She's 77 years young. 

In the column "Off Beat" by Bear Mills, references are made to "Briscoe 
News". in the Pampa Daily News. Mills states it is his "favorite column" 

Parts of the article read: 
Vetola Parker gives all the latest poop that's fit to mention by decent folks 

in polite society from that tiny burg (pop. 111, according to the lady at the 
Briscoe Post Office). 

I wish I had room to reprint one of her columns in full. They are priceless. 
"Forgot to say Tommy Haynes preached Sunday, he preached on sin. He 
did real good," she reported. 

Through the "Briscoe News" I follow the exploits of Essie Finsterwald. 
She sounds like the kind of woman that made this country great. 

Essie's been a little sick lately, according to Vetola. I hope she is doing 
better. 

A few weeks ago Vetola told us about Hoyle (no last name needed—
people in Briscoe know who Hoyle is) and her uncle. 

"Hoyle talked to our only uncle last night, Ottis Young, in Lufkin, TX, he 
is 82 years old, goes with a walker now can only whisper to talk he had 2 
open heart surgerys. He has moved in with his baby girl and family," Vetola 
reports. 

In the same issue she mentioned that Mary Nell Finsterwald (a relative of 
Essie?), the local Avon lady, came by. No word on what was purchased. 

In Vetola's column there is a lot about the Bible and what was preached 
on recently, though the name of the church is never mentioned. I figure 
people in Briscoe already know and there is no reason to litter the page 
unnecessarily. 

"Bevard Dukes preached today Sunday, on 3 questions. 1. What have I 
done? 2. What must I do? 3. Why —? It was a really good lesson." she writes.

Services were held Friday for Vetola Parker. Vetola was well known to the 
readers of The Wheeler Times , as she kept everyone informed on the 
happenings in the Briscoe community, as seen through the eyes of Vetola, 
for some 20 years. 

Vetola continued to write the news until her health forced her to move to 
Dumas to be nearer her family. The Times made an effort to keep the news 
in the form she had written it. 

Vetola received wide recognition over the years. The following was written 
by Sonny Bohanan, staff writer, in the Sunday, October 29, 1989 edition of 
the Pampa Daily News. 

BRISCOE — Like the Army, Vetola Parker's vocation is not just a job. At 
times, it's been an adventure. 

An unlikely adventure, perhaps, considering Mrs. Parker's locale. She 
does the bulk of her work inside a farmhouse seven miles from the nearest 
town, centered quietly between the rural comm unities of Briscoe and Allison. 

Her inconspicuous surroundings might lead some to the conclusion that 
the world simply passes her unnoticed. 

Far from it. As the chronicler of small-town happenings in her weekly 
column, 'The Briscoe News' (published in The Wheeler Times ), the world 
is Mrs. Parker's business. She's seen plenty in her 77 years, and she tells 
it like she sees it, both good and bad. 

She is a journalist in a very literal sense. 'The Briscoe News' reads like a 
personal diary of her life and the lives of her family and friends from around 
the community. Through it, the reader is kept abreast of the weekly goings-
on of a remarkable cast of characters. 

Of course, there's Colie, her husband of 57 years. Fat and Wanda 
Childress and their children also frequent the pages, along with Essie 
Finsterwald and a host of Mrs. Parker's family members, too numerous to 
count. 

But 20 years ago, she would never have dreamed that, in 1989, she would 
still be writing a column that fell into her lap quite by accident. During the 
1960's, Mrs. Parker took over the writing of 'The Briscoe News' temporarily 
for a friend, who was hospitalized. The rest, as they say, is history. 

"Lucille Tipps was writing it at that time," said Mrs. Parker, sitting in the 
family room of her home one October afternoon with her husband, Colie, and 
the oldest of her eight children, Tolene Clark. "She went into the hospital, and 
when she got out, she went to California to visit her daughter, Dorothy. 

"She told me, 'You're just stuck with it (writing the column),' and I thought, 
'Well, I'm not stuck with it for long.' I didn't think I had time for it and the kids 
and Colie were opposed to it." 

And that's where the adventure comes in. Unlike many journalists, whose 
subjects often are mere acquaintances or voices on a telephone, Mrs. 
Parker writes of those near and dear to her, and her candor has, at times, 
gone unappreciated. 

"Two of my boys wanted me to quit writing my news," said Mrs. Parker. 
"They asked me what I made to write it, and said they'd pay me three dollars 
for not putting it in the paper. One of my boys that lives in Perryton said, 'I 
sure hope there isn't anybody in Perryton takes the Wheeler paper.' 

"I put in there one time about how we had a pack rat in the house. That 
embarrassed the death out of 'em. When they were out in public people 
would ask 'em. 'Did your momma get rid of that pack rat?'" 

Mrs. Parker doesn't deny that she's embarrassed a few people down 
through the years. But her choice of subject matter is more an indication of 
a light-hearted personality than an indictment of her taste. And for the most 
part, her column is concerned with topics that permeate virtually every 
conservation at one time or another, the weather, accounts of social visits 
and illness among friends and family, casual observations on life. 

Mrs. Parker, who will turn 78 on Nov. 16, has a voluminous memory and 
keen mind for dates. She reels them off easily, harking back to the fall of 1930 

when she and her family moved to the Texas Panhandle from Eldorado, 
Okla. At that time, the town of Zybach was in the final stages of dissolution. 
Eventually, it split into two different town, present-day Briscoe and Allison, 
as a result of being bypassed by the railroad. 

"A lot of people were still moving out of Zybach in the fall of "30", said Mrs. 
Parker, whose home is located only a mile and a half north of the former 
town. "Dave Gilmer and Pete Gilmer's houses are the only thing left of 
where Zybach used to be. It had a store, and some churches, a barber shop, 
a cotton gin--you name it. It was just a pretty good-sized town." 

When Vetola Young (her maiden name) moved to Texas with her parents 
and her seven siblings, she was 18 years old. A bountiful cotton crop had 
lured the Young family from Oklahoma, and her memories of that time recall 
the transition in her life from childhood to adulthood. 

"There was cotton galore, and maize, and everything was so pretty," she 
mused. "I just liked one year finishing high school. They were teaching 
school in the lumberyard and in the church basement. I had already taken 
all the classes except biology, but they said I couldn't take just one class, 
so I took high school arithmetic and English IV over." 

She also played two games for the high school basketball team, but her 
duties at home soon began to take priority.

Grainger Mcllhany, son of Mort and Golda Mcllhany, was born in Wheeler on 
April 28, 1918. He graduated from Wheeler High School and later graduated 
from the University of Texas with degrees in Business Administration and in 
Law. 

He was in the army throughout World War II and was a member of an armored 
unit under the command of General George Patton and fought in France, 
Germany and Austria. 

In 1949, he was elected to the Texas House of Representatives and was a 
member through 1966. He was the author of many new laws including ones that 
created the Wheeler Parkview Hospital and the Shamrock Hospital. He was the 
chairman of the Criminal Jurisprudence Committee that wrote the Texas Code 
of Criminal Procedure. That same year he was named by the Texas Lawman 
Magazine as the most outstanding member of the Legislature. 

In 1967, he was elected to be District Judge of the 31st District and served 
for 24 years until he retired at the end of 1990 and was then appointed to be a 
Senior District Judge by the Texas Supreme Court. 

Among the many cases tried before Judge Mcllhany was one that made 
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
